MEMORANDUM

1. Adraft ofthe aboveBill, whichit is intended to presentto the National Assembly,
is set out below.

2. The objectof the Bill is to comply with the Eastern and Southern African Anti-
Money Laundering Group mutualevaluation ofBotswana which evaluation identified
gapsin the Extradition Act (Cap. 09:03) (hereinafter referred to the as “the Act”) to
that end the Bill proposes the following —

a. - clause 2 of the Bill amendssection 3 ofthe Actby inserting a new subsection
(4) which gives the President statutory powers to authorize the application
ofthe Act to countries it does not apply to; and

b. clause 3 of the Bill amendssection 8 of the Actby inserting a new subsection
(3) which gives Botswana the powers to prosecute on behalf of another
country where the surrenderof a fugitive criminal has been declined.
