Lands Ordinance 1803.
Survey.
1. This rule may be cited as the “Crown Lands (Survey) Rule 1906 and shall be
read as one with the Crown Lands (Survey) Rules 1905.
~ Rule 7 of the Crown Lands (Survey) Rules 1905 is hereby repealed, and the follow-

Plans. “7. Generally the boundaries of estates any roads or tracks of importance,
rivers, and gtreams running through such estates will be surveyed, but a
complete survey will be made should the applicant so desire and lntl'nafre his
wish in writing Dbefore the Surveyor starts the survey.
