Proclamation.
Under the Uganda Order in Council, 1902, Article 6 (I).

I, HENRY HESKETH BELL, His Majesty’s Commissioner for the Uganda Protectorate,
in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by the Uganda Order in Council, 1902, Article 6
(1), with the approval of the Secretary of State for the Colonies, do hereby declare as follows :-

The Protectorate shall for administrative purposes be divided into five Provinces,
that is to say : (1) the Eastern Province, (2) the Western Province, (3) the Rudolf Province,
f) the Northern Province, and (5) the Kingdom of Uganda, as described in the 1st schedule
ereto.

2. Each Province shall be divided into the Districts described in the 2nd schedule hereto.

3. The Kingdom of Uganda shall be divided into the sub-districts, which shall be
divided into the Counties, described in the 2nd schedulé hereto.

4. This Proclamation shall come into force from the 1st day of April 1907.

5. The Proclamation in the Official Gazette, page 200, dated 1st June 1902, is hereby
cancelled. _
