An Ordinance to make Provision for the Settle-
ment of Discharged Soldisrs on Crown Lands
and for other Incidental Purposses.

BE it enacted by the Governor of the Colony of Kenya, with
the advice and consent of the Legislative Council thereof : —

1. This Ordinance may be cited as “‘The Crown Lands Short title.
{Discharged Soldiers Settlement) Ordinance. 1921, and shall be
read as one with the Crown Lands Ordinance, 1915, herein
referred to as ‘‘the Principal Ordinance.”

2. In this Ordinance unless inconsistent with the context Definitions.
or subject matter:—

(1 “‘Discharged soldier”” means any person who is a British
subject of purely European extraction and who has served during
the present war in the naval, military or air forces of the United
Kingdom. or of any of the British Colonies or Protectorates, or
of the self-governing British Dominions, or who has served at one
of the seats of war in either the naval, military or air forces of
any of the Powers in alliance with His Majesty or who has
served as a nurse with any of the said forces, or who has served
in any of the recognised women’s service corps, including the
Land Army of His Majesty or of any of the Powers ir alliance
with His Majesty, and the term shall also include any person still
serving with any of the said forces.

(2) “‘Prescribed’”” means prescribed by this Ordinance or
the Rules.

(8) “‘Rules”” mean rules under this Ordinance.

3. Discharged soldiers approved by the Governor, may be Eligibility of
granted land under this Ordinance. applicants,
4. (1) The Land Officer with the approval of the Governor tang to be reserved. )
may from time to time, by nofification in the Gazette, reserve
farms to be leased to discharged soldiers. Provided that such
leases shall not be sold at auction but shall be allotted to
discharged soldiers named by the Governor.
(2) Any such reservation shall lapse at such date as the
Governor may by notification in the Gazette direct.
(8) The Land Officer may grant to any discharged soldier
approved by the Governor a lease of a farm, subject to the condi-

tions herein appearing.
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(4) On and after the date nobified by the Land Officer in
the Gazette any discharged soldier may apply in the prescribed
form and manner for a farm reserved for the purposes of this
Ordinance.

5. All land reserved wnder the last preceding section shall
be divided into two classes, namely:—

Olass 4. TFarms not exceeding three hundred acres in
respect of which no purchase money shall be payable, and

Class B. Warms exceeding three hundred acres in respect
of which purchase money shall be payable.

6. Farmg leased under this Ordinance shall be deemed to
be agricultural dands within the meaning of the Principal
Ordinance. ,

7. Subject to the provisions of Section 6 of the Principal
Ordinance, the following provisions shall be applicable to every
lease of a farm of the description Class A. applied for or held
under this Ordinance :—

(1) Rent shall be payable as from the 1st day of January,
1921, and thereafter on the 1st day of January in every ensuing
year.

(8) Every lessee shall reside in the Colony or Protectorate
for an aggregate period of eighteen months within a period of
three vears after the date of allotment, and evidence of residence
must be supported by affidavit and a certificate signed by a
Magistrate, which shall be forwarded by the lessee to the Land
Officer in January in each year.

(8) No land to which this section applies shall be sold,
transferred,  assigned, leased or sub-leased, (except by way of
mortgage), until the residential conditions have been fulfilled; and
any sale, transfer, assignment, lease or sub-lease, (except. by way
of mortgage), in contravention of this sub-section shall be null
and void: Provided that where the Liand Officer is satisfied that
a discharged soldier who has obtained land pursuant to the provi-
sions of this Ordinance is compelled by sickness of himself or his
family or other adverse circumstances to leave before he is able
to fulfil the residential conditions hereinbefore set forth it shall
be transferable but only in aecordance with such conditions as the
Governor may prescribe. The next of kin of a deceased discharged
soldier shall be exempt from the provisions of this sub-section.

(4) The application of every approved applicant who has not
completed his title or or before the 1st July, 1921, or within six
months of the date of his discharge whichever shall be the later
shall be cancelled.

8. Subject to the provisions of Section 6 of the Principal
Ordinance the following provigsions shall be applicable to every
lease of a farm of the description Class B. applied for or held
under this Ordinance:—

(1) Al registration fees and stamp duties shall be paid by
the lessee in full before the-lease is issued.

(2) The Survey fees may be paid by annual instalments at
the rate of 10 per cent. without interest, the first of such
insta’ments shall be paid on the 1st day of January next following
the execution of the lease, and thereafter on the Ist day of
January In every year. Unless each such instalment is paid on

"the date on which it falls due the amount of each instalment

shall be deemed to be added to the annual rent reserved by the
lease and shall be payable and recoverable as rent.

(3" Fvery applicant may pay the purchase money on the
date of allotment, or may if he so desire pay the purchase money
in manner provided by the next succeeding sub-section.

(4) If the purchaser shall elect to pay the purchase money
by instalmerts, such instalments shall be paid by thirty equal
yearly instalments commencing five years subsequent to allot-
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ment. There shall be included in the covenants of the lease a
covenant expressing the amount of each instalment due and the
date on which each instalment is payable, and the purchaser shall
pay interest at the rate of 5 per centum per annum on the unpaid
portion of the purchase money provided, however, that he, may
ab any time pay the balance of the purchase money or pay by a
less number of instaiments, and the Land Officer shall on the
receipt of such balance, or in the case of such altered method of
payment, endorse the lease accordingly and provided further that
he may agree to pay the purchase money by ten or any lesser
number of equal yearly instalments commencing five years sub-
sequent to allotment and no interest shall in such case be payable
on the unpaid portion of the purchase money.

(5) TRent shall be payable as from the 1st day of January,
1921, and thereafter on the 1st day of January in every- ensuing

. year.

(6) Every purchaser shall himself occupy the farm, or shall
appoint a manager to occupy the farm for a total period of not
less than six months within the first three years of the date of
allotment. Such manager shall be a discharged soldier and
evidence of occupation shall be supported by an affidavit sworn
by the occupier and a certificate signed by the District Commis-
sioner of the district in which the farm is situate. ’

(7) Every approved applicant shall appear in person before
the Land Officer in Nairobi or before the District Commissioner
of the district in which the farm is situate within three years of
the date of allotment. .

(8) No land to which this section applies shall be sold,
transferred, assigned, leased or sub-leased, (other than by way of
mortgage) to a discharged soldier within a period of five years
from the date of allotment unless and until 259 of the purchase
money shall have been paid to the Land Officer, and no land shall
be sold, transferred, assigned, leased or sub-leased (other than by
way of mortgage) to any obher person within a periocd of five years
from the date of allobment unless and until the whole of the
purchase price shall have been paid to the Land Officer, and in no
event whatever shall the property comprised in the lease be dis-
posed of in manner in this section menticned (cther than by way of
mortgage) unless and until the lessee shall have fulfilled the
conditions of residence and appearance prescribed by clauses (6)
and (7) of this section. Provided that after the said period of
five years the provisions of Section 29 (4) of the Principal Ordin-
ance shall apply. The next of kin of a deceased discharged
goldier shall be exempt from the provision of this sub-gection.

9) Where any allottee desires to sell a portion of the land
allotted he shall be required to pay to the Land Officer in accord-
ance with the foregoing provisions of this section only in respect
of the portion of the land he desires to sell.

(10) All purchase moneys due under this section,. with
interest (if any) at the prescribed rate, shall constitute a first
charge against the land. :

9. In any case of an applicanb for a farm under the last
two preceding sections who has not received his discharge by the
date of allottment, the date of his honourable discharge shall be
held to be the date of allotment and the term of the lease shall
sommence to run and all rents and cother payments shall accrue
as from such date. Provided that interest on purchase money
chall commence to accrue five years after the date of allobment and
turther provided that should a serving soldier desire to obtain a
lease of his farm prior to his discharge he may give notice in
writing to the Land Officer of his intention so to do and the date
of such notice shall be. held to be the date of allotment.

10. No person shall by himself or through any other person
for him be ent'tled to apply for or to acquire, obtain or hold any
land under this Ordinance excepb for his own use or benefit, and
no person who at the time of making his application has made
any arrangement or agreement to permit any other person‘to
acgluire by‘ purchase or otherwise the allotment in respect of which

12. Save where in this Ordinance otherwise provided the
provisions of the Principal Ordinance shall apply in respect of all
leases granted under this Ordinance.

ANGLO-GERMAN LIIXED ARBITRAL
TRIBUNAL.

The following announcement is made by the Board
of Trade :—

The Mixed Arbitral Tribunal to be established
between the Unmted Kingdom on the one hand and
Germany on the other hand under Article 804 of the
Treaty of Versailies has been constituted and is
about to begin work in London. The President of
the Tribunal is Professor Eugéne Borel, a Swiss
jurist and Professor of Public and International Law
m the Univers'ty of Geneva. The British and
German members are respectively Mr. R.' E. L.
Vaughan Williams, K.C., of Lincoln’s Inn, and
Dr. jur. Adolph Nicolaus Zacharias, Senatspriisident
of the Hanseatic Oberlandesgericht. ' ‘

A great part of the work of the Tribunal is to
decide as to debts under Art'cle 296 of the Treaty
where a d fference has aisen between an enemy
debtor and an enemy creditor or between the British
and German clearing offices. Under Article 297
the Tribunal can determ’ne compensation to be borne
by Germany in respect of damage or injury inflicted
on the properby, rights or interests of British
Nafionals in German territory as they existed on
August 1, 1914, by the exceptional war measures or.
measures of transfer menticned in the Annex tn that
Article. The other matters within the jurisdietion
of the Tribunal are set out ‘n Articles 299, 300, 302,
304, 805 and 810 of the Treaty.

The procedure before the Tribunal is to some
extent reguiated by Sections 1I1. to VII. of Part X.
of the Treaty, but the Tribunal has settled further
and more detailed rules dealing with the manner
in 'which claims must be submitted.  Printed copies
of these Rules of procedure, which have been issued
in the Series of Statutorv Rules and Orders
(No. 2062), may be purchased, price threepence,
through ‘any bookseller,” or may be cbtained on
application fo the Secretariat of the Tr'bunal. - They
shou'd be read ‘n contunstion with the provisions of
the Treatv of Peace Order, 1919. (Statutory Rules
and Orders, 1919, No. 1517, published by H. M.
Stationery Office. Price 2d). ’ :

The British Government bas provided a Court for
the meeting of the Tribunal, and an office for the
Secretariat ab 21, St. James’s Square, London
S.W. 1. Mr. Harold Russell, Barrister-at-Law, has
been apnointed by the Foreign Office to act as
British Secretarv and the German Government is
a'so apnointing a Secretarv. the two to act together
as loint Secretaries of the Tribunal.

The High Contracting Parties under the Treatv
have agreed that their Courts and autherities chall

Tive ror PRESENTATION oF CLATMS.

1. The time within whick claims 2re to be sub-
mitted to the Tribunal shall be as follows: —

(a) Appeals under Article 296, Annex, pare. 20.

Within thirty days of the communication of the
joint decision the two clearing coffices to the
Appellant.

(b) COlaims under Article 297. ,

Within twelve months from the date of the
publication of these rules in the place at which sueh
Claimant is residing, or within six months from the
date on which the Claimant learnt that damage or
injury had been inflicted on his property, rights or
interests, or within six months frorn the date on
which the Claimant learnt that restitution under
section (f) of the said Article had been made or
refused, whichever period is the longer.

(c) Claims under Article 305.

Within twelve months of the publication of these
rules in the place at which such Claiment is residing,
or within twelve months of the date on which the
deeision was given, or within six months of the date
on which such decision came to the knowledge of the
Claimant, whichever period is the longer.

(d) In all other cases.

Within twelve months from ths date of the
publication of these rules in the place ab which such
Claimant is residing, with the exception of those
cases provided for in Rule 22 where the limitations
of time imposed by these rules are stated nob to
apply.

After the oxpiration of the bimes preseribed by
this rule, no claim will be accepted without the
special leave of the Tribunal.

9. All claims, answers and other written proceed-
ings must be delivered or sent by post to the
*Tribunal Secretariat, at 21, St James’s Square,
London, S.W. 1.

GENERAL RULES RELATING TO WRITTEN
PROCEEDINGS.
Memorial.

8. The claim shall be typewritben or printed and
ghall state:—- :
(@) The name, nationafity, domicile snd address
of the Claimant.

. (b) In cases where the Claimant is not claiming
in his own right and on his own behalf, in what
right he c.aims and the name, nationality, domiciie
_and address of the person on whose behalf he is
claiming. ' , . .
(c) In cases where the claim is made by a
ccompany or body -corporate, its name, na.ure and
domicile and place of incorporation (if any), and
the address of its office or chief offices; and in
cases where the claim is made by an association
. not being & company ‘or body corporate (whether
recognised by the law of the country where it is
domiciled as & legal entity or mot), in add tion to
the above, the names and nationality of all persons
who are partners of such assoc ation or i.tere ted
therein.

(d) Whether the claim is brought against s
Government or national, and in the latter case
giving the name and last known address of such
national, or if such national be a company, body
corporate or other association, the address of its
chief office, if known, or if the address of the
chief office be not known, of the office of which the
address is known to the Claimant.

{e) The nature of the claim, the relief sought
and, where the relief sought is pecuniary, the
amount claimed.

(/) Under which article and paragraph of the
Treaty the claim ig made.
- (g9) The name and address of the solicitor or
other authorised representative Tif any) of the
Claimant.

(&) The person to whom, and address at wlich
all communieations are to be sent on behalf of
the Claimant.

4. The claim shall be accompanied by a concise
statement of the facts and an exhibit of copies of
any documents relied upon in support thereof.

5. The elaim accompanied by such statement
and exhibit shall be known and is hereinafter referred
to as the memorial.

6. BSix true copies of the memorial shall be
supplied with the memorial. The memorial shall,
unless otherwise agreed by the parties and permitted
by the Tribunal, be in English; and if the memorial
be not in ¥nglish, it shall be accompanied by an
English translation and at least three of the copies
shall be copies of such translation.

7. On receipt of the memorial and the six copies
thereof, the Secretariat will acknowledge such receipt
to the Claimant, and will transmit one copy to the
Government Agent of the Claimant and two copies
of the memorial to the Government Agent of the
Bespondent. Such last-mentioned Agent shall
acknowledge the receipt thereof to the Secretariat
and shall cause one copy of the memorial to be
served on the Respondent.

8. Excepb in cases provided for in BEule 35 (a},
the receipt of the memorial by such Agent shall be
sufficient notfice to the Respondent of the claim
made against him, and the Respondent shall, within
sixty days after the receipt of the memorial by such
Agent, present his answer to the Tribunal. If no
answer be presented, the case mav be progeeded
with in the absence of the Respondent as provided
in Rule 33.

RESPONSE.

9. Rule 8 (a), (b), (c), (g9) and (k) and Rule 4
shall apply mutatis mutandis to the answer; and ip
addition the Respondent must in his statement of
facts accompanying the answer, if he desires to
dispute the allegations in the memorial, expressly
deny or otherwise answer or explain the same. Any
facts not dealt with by the Respondent will be
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treated as admitted. The answer shall be accom-
panied by an exhibit of copies of ‘documents relied
,;On. v . B b : . v‘ B .
.10 The answer ac.eompaniéd by such statement,
-and exhibit shall be known as and is hereinafter
referred to, as the response. -

11, Six true copies ‘of the response shall be
supplied with the response to the Tribunal and the
provisions of Rule 6 shail apply to the response.

~12.  On receipt of the response and the six ccopies
thereof, the -Secretariat = wiil acknowiedge such
reeeipt to the Respondent and will transmit one of
such- copies of the response to the Claimant (who
-shall .acknowledge the rece'pt thereof to the
Secretariat), and one to the Government Agent of
the Claimant and one to the Government Agent of
the Respondent.

18. Should the Respondent desire to-make 2
claim againt the Claimant, he must do so by a
_ separate claim and not by a counter-claim, but the
" Tribunal may, if it thinks fit, hear both eclaims ab
the same hearing.

14. (a) If the Respondent cbjects to the jurisdie-
tion of the Tribunal te entertain the claim or any
part thereof, he shall specifically take such objec-
tion in his answer, and the Tribunal may, if it
thinks fit, consider and dec!de the point before
further dealing with the case.

(b) If the Tribunal should be of opinion that
under the provisions of the Treaty its jurisdet’'on
may be exciuded, or if a Respondent objects to the
jurisd'ct'on of the Tribunal to entertain the c'aim
or any part thereof, the Tr'bunal may, if it thinks
fit, recu're the party ra'sing th's objection to
sat'sfv the Tribural that its juried’ction is

" exc'uded. or mav require evidence on the peint to
be forthcoming from an expert of the law of the
countrv concerned, or mav make such other arder
as mav seem jushk, and mayv, ¥ 4 thinks ft,
adicum the ecase unti! sueh evidence has been
obtained or until the order has been carr'ed ocut.

(¢) It shall be the duty of the respective Govern-
ment Agents to inform the Tribunai if they have
grounds for believing that the jurisdietion of the
Tribunal is excluded.

REerLy AXD REJOINDER.

15. 1If the Claimant desires merely to deny the
facts alleged in the response it is not necessary for
him to pre=ent a reply, but, if the Claimant desires
to answer the facts alleged in the response otherwise
than bv wav of denial, a reply must be sent to the
Tribuna! within th'rtv days from the receipt of the

response hy the Claimant. who shall with the reply -

aunply eix conies thereof to the Trbunal. The
Secretariat will acknowledee receipt thereof to the
Claimant and «'1 fransmit one conv of the reoly
to the Reangndent. who schall acknowledge the
teceipt therenf to the Secretariat and omne copy to
each of the Govervment Asents. Execept in such
cages no revly shall be al'owed.

If the Respondent desires merely to deny the
facts alleged in the reply it is not necessary for him
to present a rejoinder, but if the Respondent wishes
1o answer the facts alleged in the reply otherwise
than by way of den'al, a rejoinder must be presented
to the Tribunal within thirty days from the receipt
of the reply by the Respondent. who shall with
the reioinder supply six copies to the Tribunal. The
Secretariat w'll agknowlede= the receipt therecf to
the Respondent and. will transmit one copy of the
rejoinder to the Claimant and one copy to each of
the- Government Agents.

Except in such cases no rejoinder shall be allowed
and mno further written proceedings after the

Joint Craivs avp JOINDBR oF PARTIES,

. 16. . Where two or more persons - are jointly
%n‘terestegi in the same claim, they shall present a .
Joint claim. and whers the relief sought is sought
against two or more persons jointly, the claim shall
be made against them jointly. '

17. (a) If the Respondent contends that any
person not joined as Claimant cught to be so
joined in accordance with the preceding rule, he
may within twenty days of receipt of the memorial
sent in, in duplicdte, a notice to the Secretariat
naming such person and requiring the C'aimant
to join such person as Claimant and stating the
reason why he requires such joinder. The
Secretariat will forward such notice to the
Claimant, who shall w'thin thirby days from the
receipt thereof state whether he consents to and
will effect such joinder. in which case all proceed-
ings shall be stayed until it is effected. or whether
he refuses or iz unable to effect such joinder,
statng his reasons for such refusal or inabiliby.

RuLes ror PARTICULAR CASES,
22, In addition to.the above general rules, the
following . rules shall be observed in the wunder-

The person alleging that he is prejudiced by the
decision shall be the Claimart and the other party
to the ecause or procesding in which the decision was
given or, if there be no such party, the Government
shall be Respondent. The elaim shall be accom-
panied by a copy of the decision and shall stats in
what respech the decision is impugned, with which
section or sections of the Treaty it 15 alleged to be
inconsistent' and in what respeet and what velief is
claimed.

The Appellant shall be Claimant, and the party
in whose favour the decisicn was g'ven and-the two
clearing offices shall be Respondents. The claim
shall state the grounds of the appeal and shali be
accomnpanied by a copy of the decis'on appeaed
against and of all documents in the possess’'on of
the Claimant relevant to the case, and by 9 1essoned
argument by the Claimant in support of h's appeal.
Together with the ¢'aim and documants, three copes
thereof shall be supplied o the Tribunal, and the
C’a'mant sha’l serve cop'es thereof on the oppozite
party and the Agents of the two clearng offices.

The Agent of the clear'ng office of which the
Respondent is a nat’onal shall within thirty days of
receiph .of the clalm supply to the Tribunal four
copies of all documents relating to the case which
are in h's possession or power, unless the Claimant
has a'ready supplied them with his c¢'a'm, and a
statement of any facts found by the clearing offices.
In add't'on, the Respondent or the clearing offices
may supply a reasoned argument in wrtng in
support of the decision of the two clearing offices.

Any of the part'es (includng the Agents of the
clearing offices) may apply to the Tribunal to hear
arguments before it, but in the absence of such
application the Tribunal shall be at I'bertv. to
determine the case on the written proceed ngs
without further argument, or to notify to the parties
if it degires to hear an argument.
~ The  Secretariat on receipt of the c’a'm shall
inform the Claimant what is the amount of depost
to be paid or security to be given, and such depos’t
sha'l be pa‘'d or security given within ten days, and

in default the claim may be dismissed..

(3). Cases under Article 296, Annex,
paragraph 16.

Where. cases are referred to the Tribunal under
the above provision, the procedure iaid down else-
where in these ru'es shall not apply. The partes
sha'l present a case jointly to the Tribunal,. or each
may. present a case separately. In e'ther event the
conbentions of the parties shall be set out in the
case or cases, which chall be accompanied by all
relevant documents. 8'x true copies of the case or
cases and documents sha'l be prepared and lodged
with the Secretariat. The matter will be determ ned
by the Tribunal as laid down by Article 298,
Annex, paragraph 18.

24, (ay Within twenty days after the ddte of the
notice that the written proceedings are closed,
the parties shall send to the Secrstariat a state.
ment of the witnesses, if any, whose testimony
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_ they desire, g'ving in each instance the name,
nationa ty, occupation and address of such
witness and statng whether the party desires that
the testimony of such witness shad be given at
the hearing of the case or whether it is desired
that the evidence shal. be taken upon commission,
and shall at the same t.me furn sh all parties and
the Government Agents with a copy. The
Tribunal will thereupoa determine whether the
evidence shali be taken on commission or will
make such other order as seems fit. The Tr bunal
will before making an order hear any party or
Government Agent who may desire $o be heard
on the matter on his forthwith applying to be
heard, and will fix & date for all parties to be
heard if they desire.

(b) Whe:e the Trbunal orders that the witness
shall- be heard at the hearing, the Government
Agents shail be responsble for summoning the
witness in accordance with the mebthod appl cable
in each case unless the Tribunal otherwise d'rects.
Travelling expenses and subsistence money must
be supplied to the witness at the expense of the
party at whose instance he js summoned. The
amount of the sare will be fixed by the Tribunal,
and must be pa'd in advance to the Secretarat.
1f the subs'stence money so paid should prove
insufficient, the party at whose instance the
witness was summoned must pay any further
amount necessary, otherwise the witness will be
allowed by the Tribunal to depart.

(¢) Where the Tribunal divects that evidence
shall be taken on commission the evidence shall
be rebturnable to the Tr'bunal and copies sha'l be
supplied by the Secretariat to sny party or e'ther
Government Agent or any other person interested,
and in the opinion of the Tribunal entitled to
the samge, on application and paymens.

(dy Where it is desired that books, documents
cr other objects in the possession or power of any
person should be produced for the use of the
Tribunal, application may abt any time after the
close of the written proceedings be made to the
Tribunal to obtain their production. The Tribunal
will thereupon, if ib thinks fit, endeavour to obtain
possession of such books, documents or other
cbjects by direct request addressed to such person,
and, if such request is not complied with, will
take such other steps as may be requisite and
desirable to ensure producticn. Books, documents
or other objects so coming into the custody of the
Tribunal shall, if the Twibunal thinks fit, be open
tn inspect'on by such persons and at such times
as the Tribunal shall direct.

28. If in cases other than those under Article 296
any parby or either of the Government Agents desires
to submib a reasoned argument in writing, he may
do so abt any time after the written proceedings
are closed, and nob less than ten days before the

date fixed for the hearing of the tcase, but such
argument in writng shall- be based oaly on facts
alleged in the memorial, response, reply or rejoinder.

The submission of such written argument sha’l
not preciude the parties or Agents submitting it
from salso. adduc ng oral argument. The Tr.bunal
reserves the r ght, if it shali think fit, to requre in
addition oral argument n cases where only wr.tten
argument has been submitted.

29. The President wil' on the conclusion of all
preiminary matters fix the date and the p'ace of
hearing, and the Secretariat wil inform the
respective Government Agents and parties of his
decision.

30. The hearing shal! be in publ'e, and the parties
shall either by themse'ves or by counsel or other
recognised advocate present their cases. In ceses
connected with patents the parties may by leave of
the Tribunal be reprezented by patent sge~ts and
Patentanwilte. Unless otherwise ordered, the
Claimant shall begin and have the right of reply.

31. (@) The parties shall have the right themselves
to give evidence, ard shall, if requeired by the
Tribunal, do so. Tach party may ea’l cuch
witnesses as he pleases before the Tr'buna' and
may question them by himself or his counse! or
admitted representat've. Each par-ty shall hove
the right to question any witness called by the
other party (including the oppcesite party h'mse'f)
whether before the Tr'bunal itself or elsewhere,
by himse'f or by counsel or other admiited
representative.

If the party who does not call the witness
questions him, the party who has called him may
thereupon put further questions to the witness
on matters arising out of the questions put tv the
witness by the other party. Unless the Tr'bunal
shall otherwise order, no further questions sha'l
be put to the witness by or on beha'f of the
parties. The Tribunal, however, will at any stage
put any questions thab it may think fit:

Provided always that a party to a case shall
not be summoned or compelled to give evidence
unless the Tribunal shall have given leave for
such witness to be summoned or to give ev'dence
or unless the Tribunal shall: have required of its
own motion that such party shall sttend and give
evidence.

(b) No oath sball be required from or adminis-
tered to any witness before the Tribunal or on
any Comrnission ordered by the Tribunal, unless
the Tribunal otherwise directs.

32, The Tribunal may at any stage of the pro-
ceedings obtain a report from any person on any
parficular point, such person to be agreed upon by
the parties or in defau't of agreement to be appointed
by the Tribunal. The Tribunal may vew any
premises, localiby or object if it deem such a view
necessary.

83. 1If any party fail to appear, the case may be
proceeded with in h's absence, but the Agent of the
Government of such party may intervene and him-
self take up the case, and the Tribunal may on the
application of such Agent or on its own motion
adjourn the case.

34. 1t shall be permissible for either Government
to conduct the case of its nat'onal through its Agent,
and such Agent may appear either in person or by
counsel or other recognised advocate. Either Agent
may also appear independently of the parties by
himself or by counsel or other recognised advocate,
and may intervene in the proceedings in such
manner and at such time as the Tribunal may direct.
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35. (a) If the Government Agent of fhe Res-
pondent after making all reasonable efforts shall
be. unable  to. cause the memorial to be served
upon the Respondent as provided by Rule 7 at the
expiration of 21 days from the receipt of the
memorial by such Agent, he shall forthwith report
such failure to the Secretariat, giving the reasons

. for such failure and stating the steps he has taken
"to effect service, and the Secretariab shall inform
the Claimant that the Respondent has not been
served.

(b) On the application of the Claimant, the
Tribunal may thereupon, if it thinks fit, aliow the
claim to be proceeded with or may make such
other order in the matter as it thinks fit. The
Government Agent of the Respondent shall be
entitled to interveme on such application being
made, and the Claimant shall give ten dsys’ notice
to such Agent of such application.

36. If at any stage of the proceedings a party
requires to prove any specific fact it shall be open
to the party to give a notice to the other party to
admit or dispute such fact. If the party to whom
notice is so given disputes the fact, and such fact is
subsequently established, the Tribunal may in its
discretion order the party who had disputed such
fact to pay the costs of proof and any cther costs
occasioned thereby, whatever may be the result of
the case, provided always that any such admission
shall only be binding upon the parties.

37. Where a claim is made against either Govern-
ment, and such claim is admitted by the Government
in question, it shall be competent to the parties to
agree upcn a form of decision setting out with
sufficient detail the claim which is admitted and the
payment and restitution or other remedy or relief
agreed upcn, and to submit the: same te the
Tribunal, who, if it thinks fit, and if the Goverament
Agent of the national claiming has not objected,
will register the same as a decision, and the same
shall, when regictered, be desemed for all purposes to
be o decicion of the Tribunal: Provided that the
Tribunal will not register any such decis’'on unless
the Government preve that he has submitted a true
copy of the same to his Government Agent at least
ten days previously. The same procedure with any
necessary modification may be adopted where the
claim is made against a national of either Govern-
ment, provided that in such a case the Agent of
neither Government has objected, and it is proved
to the satisfaction of the Tribunal that the respective
Government Agents have had true ceples of the form,
of decision submitted to them at least ten days
previously.

38. If in amy case the parties agree upon the
facts and desire the determination of the Tribunal
on those facts, they shall submit an agreed state-
ment of facts to the Tribunal, and it shall be
competent to the Tribunal, with c¢r without argu-
ment, according to the desire of the parties, to
determine the questions at issue, provided that the
Tribunal may in any case require arguments to be
presented to them:

Provided also that in all cases the assent of the
Government Agents, in writing, to the correctness
of the facts as stated shall be obtained, except
where the claim Is aga‘nst a Government.

Decrsion.

39. The decisicn of the Tribunal will in all cases
he drawn up in writing and reg'stered, and copies
thereof will be sent bv the Secretarat to the parties
and Government Agents. The decision will alse deal
with costs and expenses.

40. The Tribunal reservesr to itself the p(;we:r to

. correct an error in any decision or other order

arising from a slip or accidental omission, or to
explain any ambiguity or other doubtful expression
appearing 1n the decision. It shall be open to the
parties or to the Government Agents to give notice
of application to the Tribunal for any such correc-
tion or for any such explanation within thirty days
of the publication of the decision. No such applica-
tion will be heard after the expiration of that peried.

41. The Tribunal reserves the right to stdy
execution on its decisions .in any- case where it
appears proper to do so.

42. (a) The Tribunal may require to be =atisfied
that all notices and communications prescribed by
these Rules have been duly received. The pro-
duction of a receipt from the postal authority of
the posting of a registered postal packet shall be
conclusive evidence of the receipt of a notice or
communication by the person to whon it is
addressed until the contrary is proved. In cases
in which delivery by registered post iz not
practicable, heavy books and documents may be
sent by ordinary post and unregistered or by public
carrier, and, on proof of such posting or delivery
to such carrier, the books or documents shall be
deemed to have been received by the person to
whom they were addressed, unless and until the
contrary is proved. )

(b) All communiecations to the parties shail be
delivered at or sent to the address and to the
person named by them as provided by Rule 3 (k).

(¢) If service or delivery as above pravided
should prove impracticable, the Tribunal will,
upon application, give such directions as it may
think fit, or may dispense with services. -

43. In cases where any person is not residing in
Burope, the additional time taken for any postal

. communications to reach or to arrive from the

country in which such person is residing shall not
be taken as included in the time preseribed by these
rules; and further time may be granted on the
application of any party where, cwing to difficultiec
of communication or other good cause, such exten
slon appears desirable.

_ Party shall include any person who has intervener
in or has been allowed to take part in the case.

44 The proper expenses of witnesses will be
allowed, and may be advanced by the Tribunal if
called in pursuance of its order.

45. The Tribunal will permit amendments of
written . proceed'ngs, extensions of time, and grant
other dispensations from these rules in all such
cases as may be necessary in the interests of justice
and equity, and the Tribunal reserves power from
time to time to a'ter, abrogate or add to these rules
as experience may require.

46. These rules are supplemental to the rules of
procedure relating to the Mixed Arbitral Tribunal
laid down in Seecticns III. to VII of Part X. of the
Treaty, and must be read in conjunction with such
rules of procedure.
