Busaid's contract contained the sales targets per dls-
itrict above whiûh bonuses could be earned as extra
remuneration. There was no agreoment tha't fyilure to achieve
tllese goals would result i'n termination or dlsmissal.
Records showed that Mr. Busaid's business returns was not

the lowost compared to other stations and yet no other
distritt manager's services were terminated. The year 1977 '
had beon conkdered a bad one yet the records show that the
highest business was at Nyeri at 102,5 per oent, Mombasa
whore M r. Busaid was soonng .the 91.2 per oent, Nairobi and
Nakuru 89 per cent and 89.3 per cent respedively. Eldoret
xored the lowest at 83.1 m r cent.
Letters sent to M r. Busaid seemed to set standards which .

were vel'y higlz ,thereby creating doubt as to whetkh' er they
intended to improve his performance or get a chance to
victimize him.
il't ks my considered opinion that his performance was

satisfactory and that t'he termination was wrongful.
.1'n view of the above facts and considering Mr. Busaid's .

long service it is recommendod that he be paid s'ix monthts'
salag as cempensation fo'r wrongful tennination in addition
to h1s tenni.nal benef ts.''
The Claimants thereafter forwardod the daim to M r. Busaid's

be.11u1.f to the Respondents for a sum of Sh. 54,120/45 les's his
indebtedness to the Respondents and tho Government amount-
ing to Sh. 12,486/80 leaving a balance of Sh. 41,633/65. The
Claimants' demand included six months' s'alary as compensation
(Sh. 3,240 p.m.), three months' salary in lieu of notice, three
weeks' accrued pay, accrued bonus, pension contributions and
accruezd interest.
The Respondents rejected the demand made on behalf of .
Mr. Busai'd and pointed out that the groo dues due to him
were Sh. 28,250 from which the sum of Sh. 12,486/ 80 being
due to income tax, outstanding stas loan, e'tc., is to be .
doducted leaving a net amtmnt payablo of Sh. 15,713/70. With
this diserence the parties appeared beforo the lcourt. .
It is not didputed that Mr. Busaid wa's not onl'y a satisfactory

worker but o'ne to whom the Respondonts looked to help out
in their operation in other branchos as well. For instance, on
15th November, 1974, he was asked to take over the manager-
ship of the Nairobi District olce and the then superintendent
of agencies on behalf of the Respondents wrote a letter to M r.
Busaid on the said date and conoluded it by saying the follow-
ing :

The Respondents have, in the mai'n, relied on several letters

Octèber, .1977, 4th Janùary, 22nd February and 7th Mqrch, 1978.
. A1l tliest aippe' ar 'as appendièès 'to the Respondents' memo and
wére' éoitltinp out, 'actèrdiné 'to' the Respondents, 'poor results '
i'n the oo'llectlon of prèmiums for policies 'already sold and the i

poor rate of new policies being sold. The area manager further
suggeuted, after pinpointing what in his oglnlon wcre weak-
nesses rosulting in the above, certain suggestlons to Mr. Busaid
on how to go about organizing his work witll a view to
improving the porformance of tho M ombasa District. Certain
deadlines were also given in these letters f or the purposo of
achieving certain targets.
Against this, the Claimants produced documentary evidence

which was a memo from Mr. Onyango, tho area manager, to
all managers in Kenya on the subject of prem.ium income fore-
cast and is dated 28th November, 1977. It is tlzo corllection
review for 35 weeks as from week of 4th April, 1977 up to
week of 28th November, 1977. This clearly shows that there
was a decrease in the premîum income f or a1l the districts which
rellected a total for the Kenya agency a's f ollows :

This memo also shows that along with the dtcrease i.n the
other districts M ombasa als'o did not live up to exptectations
as the budgeted income f er 35 weeks in M ombasa was
S'h. 1,052,100 against actual collection of 35 weeks of
Sh. 724,245/ 80. The Respondents' witness gave details of the
M ombasa Distrid's performance only but from M r. Onyango's
memo it is ciear a11 the other districts alsc showed very
poor results.

'Mr. Busaid in evidenoe stated that the main reasons for the
poor performance of his district wore the general economic
slump in 1977 whioh resulted in reduoed new business and the
over sale of policios by the then staff managor in ordor to earn
more commissions 'as ho had decided to .resign and the de-
moralizing eseot that M r. O.nyangols constant vîsits to M ombasa
had on his agents as M r. Onyange insisted that the policies
where the. premiums had lapsed should be cancelled.
After carefully studying all the figures as put forward by the

Claimants and tho Respondents on tho results of the Respon-
dents' operation's for 'Mombasa the Court finds that the
M ombasa Egure;s were indee'd below the budgeted expeotations
'but the Court canno't overlook the very vital point that all th'e
Respondents' districts failed to achieve the laid down 'targets
and in the 'cas'e of M ombasa the Court cannot overlook tlze
other factors stated a'bove mentioned by Mr. Busaid which
contdbuted to this 'state of aFairs.
Throughout the hearing the Court could not fathom the

reasqm, if there was one, as to why an officcr who had per-
formed so well in his duties Iright up to the middle of 1977
all of a sudden dtteriorated to the extent as claimcd by the
Respondents. ln fact no reason was advanced other than to
say that he 'did not perferm his duties well. The Court cannot,
however, ovorlook tlle explanation a'dvanced by Mr. Busaid
coupled wit.h the general slackness in tll'e business in a11 the
districts in 1977. The Court notes that the Respondents carriod
out management changes in 1977 in that the Nairebi manager
was dismissed in J'uly and tho 'Nakuru and Kisumu managors
swapped plaoes and th'e Eldoret manager was dismissed in
November, 1977. In the case of M r. Busaid he was told on
22nd February, 1978, that he could not be malntained at the
leadershsp of Mombasa Distriict unless 'the following urgent
conditions were met by the year end, i.e. 31st M arch, 1978 :
d'(f0 You should end the year with at least 50 per cent of

your liscal 1977 production objectîve,s being m'et.
(bj You should ond the year with at least 96 per cent collec-

tion and start the New Year with at leas't 200 per cent
collection. '

(c) You shotlld end the year with A vs. 'B percentago of 90
Or m OrC.

(#) Your year to dat'e productive .ddbits must be at least
50 per cent-''

He was also informed in this letter that it was proposed to
o:er him an alternative position that of a staf manager in
a'nother district which the Respondents believed would be more
in line with his ability. Mr. Busaid claimed that he was given
an impessible task an'd in 'th'e reply dated 2sth Februa'rys. 1978,
wllich M r. Busaid claims to have sent to the Rospondents but
whioh tho Respcmdents denied having received . Mr. Bujaid
wrote' as follows and repeated this in his evidence. also :
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Zf-rhis is a sales organizatjon and you know that doring the
fiscal yoar 1977 1 lmd high turnover of agonts which mainly
caused the downfall. You bcing an Area M anager know very
well that there is ouly olle week ldt for production durlng
this jiscal year and have asked me to do the impossible that
is to write a,nd show an imcerase of 50 per cont of the annual
quarter in one weck. You have written yourself that the
district is in decrease of Sh. 6,340/ 35 whioh means my di.strict
of 12 men should write business of more than Sh. 8,500 in
one week.
l am prepared to aoknowledge another letter of the same

calibre that i.f I fail next yea.r 1 wil'l resign o'r be finaled.
Aiso the collection per cent cannot be done in such a

sllort time and even if it can be done that will be impossible
to start thô yea'r with 200 per cent. The A vs. B is also the
same. Tbe year to date produdive debhs cannot be 50 per
cent as there is o'ne week that is left evon if 111 12 agents
produce lhen it cannot bring the liguro to 50 per cent. You
know that this year l have changed almost the whole district's
agents and this attributed te the nort-productive debits.

.1 do sinoerely hope that I will bg glven a'nother chance in
the new yezar to provp my capabslllies which 1 have proved
in my las't nin: ycars with an exception of thls one.''
The Court believe.s M r. Busaid tlmt he was givon an impos-

sible task by the Respondents and th< intentlon obviously was
that he would fail in achieving tho targets and he would also
refuse to accept lower posîtion of the sta; manager and the
Respondents would then be able to terminate his serviceas. 'fhis
the Cotlrt finds most unfortunate because the Court has coma
tö th'e co'nclusion that M r. Busaid needed a longer period to
detennin'e bis elriciency or otherwise in view of his previous
extremely s'atisfactory performance for ten years with the Res-
pondents particularjy as 1977 wa.s a generally bad year for the,
Respondents' business iiz the whole country.
