1. REQUIREMENTS FOR APPOINTMENT 

For appointment to the positions of Chairperson or Member of the 
Universal Service Advisory Council, a person should: 

 (i) be a Kenyan citizen; and 

(ii) have knowledge or experience in the field of broadcasting; 
telecommunication; postal systems; Information Technology; 
Finance or any other relevant field. 

Duties and Responsibilities 

The role of the Universal Service Advisory Council is to:  

(i) advise the Communications Authority of Kenya; 

(ii)  provide strategic policy guidance for the administration and 
implementation of the Universal Service Fund; and 

(ii) perform any other functions as the Board of Directors of 
Communication Commission of Kenya may assign.   

2. HOW TO APPLY  

(a) Pursuant to the provisions of section 102K (8) of the Act, 
applications may be submitted to the Public Service 
Commission within seven (7) days of this notice and may be 
made by: 

(i) any qualified person; or 

(ii) any person, organization or group of persons proposing 
the nomination of any qualified person. 

(b) Applicants may submit manual (hard copy) or electronic 
(online) applications. 

(c) All applications should be submitted together with detailed 
curriculum vitae, a copy of ID/Passport, copies of academic 
certificates, testimonials and any other relevant supporting 
documents.
