ACT

To amend the Posts and Telecommunications Act, 1992, so as to enable
Namibia Post Limited to prescribe and levy service fees in respect of
services rendered by the Post Office Savings Bank.

BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of the Republic of Namibia, as follows:-

Insertion of section 18A in Act 19 of 1992

1. The Post and Telecommunications Act, 1992, is amended by the inser-
tion of the following section after section 18:

"Service fees in respect of Savings Bank transactions

18A. The postal company m: rescribe_and levy service fees i
respect of transactions relating to the deposit in, the withdrawal from, or the trans}
fer by, the Savings Bank of sums of money, or in respect of other services ren
dered by such Bank.".
