3. Advertisements are published in this Government
Gaczette for the benefit of the public and must be furnished
in English by the advertiser or his agent.

4. Only legal advertisements shall be accepted for pub-
lication in the Government Gazette (Estates) and are subject
to the approval of the Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Jus-
tice, who may refuse the acceptance of further publication
of any advertisement.
