THE COLONIAL AIR NAVIGATION ORDER, 1955
The Air Navigation (Fees) (Amendment) Regulations, 1960
Commencement : 1st Fuly, 1960

In exercise of the powers conferred by Article 68 of the Colonial Air Naviga-
tion Order, 1955, the Governor-General, after consultation with the Council
of Ministers, has made the following Regulations—

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Air Navigation (Fees) (Amend-
ment) Regulations, 1960, and shall apply throughout the Federation.

2. Regulation 3 of the Air Navigation (Fees) Regulations, 1953 (herein-
after referred to as the principal Regulations), is amended by re-numbering
the Regulation as paragraph (1) and inserting immediately after the proviso
thereto the following new paragraph— .

“(2) The fees payable under this Regulation shall be subject to surcharge

as set out in the First Schedule”. E

3. Paragraph (2) of Regulation 4 of the principal Regulations is amended
by inserting the following immediately after the word “Schedule” in the third
line thereof— ‘.

“plus a surcharge of thirty-three and one-third percentum of the amount
assessed”’. - :
