BE IT ENACTED by the Legislature of the Federation of Nigeria

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the Acts Authentication Act, 1961,
5  and shall come into operation on the first day- of January, 1962.

. Hitherto it has been possible to grant only.one renewal of a mining
lease or 200 acres or more under the Minerals Ordinance. As 2a-result,
every such lease after the first and only renewal has had to be treated as a
fresh lease with attendant loss of time and money to-the public and intend-
ing lessors. 'The amendment to section 37 seeks toallow further subsequent

renewals at the discretion of the Minister after the expiry of the first term

of renewal ‘of the lease.

The amendment to section 64 restores the original position, before the
consolidated re-enactment of the Minerals Ordinance took place in 1945,
when survey of mining rights, was a discretionary matter.
