a ORDER MADE UNDER -

THE ROAD TRAFFIC ACT (CAP. 184 OF THE
LAWS OF NIGERIA)

The Road Traffic (Control of Traffic) (Lagos) Order, 1953

Commencement : 26th September, 1963

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 11 of the Road Traffic Act,
the following Order is hereby made by the Lagos Town Council.

1—(1) This Order may becited as the Road Traffic (Control of Traffic)
(Lagos) Order, 1963.

'(2) This Order applies to the Town of Lagos.

2. The Road Traffic (Control of Traffic) (Lagos) Order, 1960 published in
the Federation of Nigeria Official Gazette as Legal Notice No. 141 of 1960
is hereby revoked.

3. The use of the streets enumerated in the first column of the First
Schedule is herebyrestricted as specified in the second columnofthe Schedule.

4, Thedriving or propelling of vehicles in any of the streets specifiedin the
first column of the Second Schedule is herebyprohibited otherwise than in
the directions specified in the second column of the Schedule.

5. Vehicles other than Suburban Omnibuses intending to wait along the
streets shown in the first column of the Third Schedule may be parked only
on the sides of the streets and/or on the days specified in the second column
of the Schedule.

6. The stopping places for Suburban, Non-suburban, School Children’s
Omnibuses and Stage Carriages, shall be as specified in the Fourth Schedule.

__ 7.No person shall operate or cause to be operated any Stage or Hackney
Carriage or any Commercial Vehicle in the town of Lagos save under andin
accordance with the conditions of a Permit issued by the Lagos Town Council.

_ 8. Stage Carriages operating between the Town of Lages and elsewhere
. mayuse only the routes specified in the Fifth Schedule.

' 9. The parking of Stage Carriages in any street or open space in the town
- of Lagos is hereby prohibited otherwise thanin the places specified in the
Sixth Schedule, unless the condition of their Licences provides otherwise.

10. The parking of Hackney Carriages in any street or open space in the
town of Lagosis hereby prohibited otherwise than in the places specified in

bited on all roads throughout the town of Lagos.

1. Payment for goods imported underthis open general licence is subject
to the conditions prescribed in Nigeria Exchange Control Notice No. 13
(Third issue), >

2. Customs ports means all ports designated by the Governor-General
under section 12 of the Customs and Excise Management Ordinance, 1958
(No. 55 of 1958). The approved ports are at present Lagos, Burutu, Warri,
Sapele, Degema, Port Harcourt, Calabar and Koko.

3. Customsairports are defined in Article 60 of the Colonial Air Navigation
Order, 1955, published as Legal Notice No. 108 of 1955 in the Federation
of Nigeria Official Gazette No. 45, Vol. 42 of the 6th of October, 1955.
Customsairports are at present Calabar, Kano, Lagos (Ikeja) and Maiduguri.

4. Specific import licences are necessary in respect of any of the goods
set out in the Schedule to this licence and applications for such licences
should be addressed to : The Import Licensing Authority, Federal Ministry
of Commerce and Industry, Lagos, Kano, Jos, Port Harcourt, Aba, Calabar,
Onitsha, Ibadan, Ondoor Sapele (as appropriate). .

5.—(1) Specific import licences for gold bar, gold sheet, wire and grain,
and gold bullionwill be issued only to gold dealers licensed underthe Gold
‘Trading Ordinance (Cap.82). .

(2) Importers applying for specific licences for goods manufactured
wholly or mainly of gold, gold clocks, gold watches, gold watch cases, and
similar articles manufactured wholly or mainly of gold are required to
produce to the Import Licensing Authority details of the total fine gold
contentof the articles which it is desired to import.

(3) For the purpose of this open general licence, “articles manufactured
wholly or mainly of gold’are defined as goods of which the fine gold content
is 50 per cent or more oftheirc.i.f. values.

(4) Before releasing articles ‘containing gold against this open general
licence, the Customs authorities may require importers to produce details of
the total fine gold content in ounces of such articles.

6. It is not necessaryfor importers to hold this licence or to produceit to
the Customsauthorities. Importers are nevertheless advised to retain theNotice for reference as copies are not being distributed. A copy may be
seen on application at any Custom House or Post Office.
