PUBLIC ORDER (LAGOS) -ACT, CAP. 169
The Public Order (Lagos)(No. 1) Order, 1965

Commencement : 12th March, 1965
Wuereas I am ofthe opinion that, by reason ofparticular ciftcumstancesexisting in Lagos, the powers conferred upon the Minister charged withresponsibility for Lagos municipal affairs by subsection (1) of‘section fiveof the Public Order (Lagos) Act will not be'sufficient to prevent seriouspublic disorder being occasioned by the holding of public meetings orpublic processionsin Lagos.

Now THEREFORE,in exercise of the powers conferred on me by subsection(2) of section five of the Public Order (Lagos) Act, I hereby make the followingorder :—
1,—{1) No public meeting or public procession (other than those excepted

ofpublicshall be held in Lagos during the period of two months beginning with the ™eetingstime when this order comes into force. . proces
(2) There shall be excepted from the provisions of the foregoing sub- ™ Lagos.paragraph any public meeting or public procession specified in a noticewhich is—

(a) signed by meor by anyofficer of the Ministry of Lagos Affairs notbelow the rank of Senior Assistant Secretary ; and
(4) served on an officer of the Nigeria Police not below the rank of ChiefSuperintendent.

2. This order may be cited as the Public Order (Lagos) (No. 1) Order, Citation and1965, and shall comeinto force at eleven o’clock on the morning of the 12th commence-day of March, Nineteen hundred and sixty-five, ment,
