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RECALLING that the meeting of the board of directors of the African Export Import Bank
(“Afreximbank”) held on 27 June 2017 in Kigali, Rwanda resolved to establish an investment
platform, collectively known as the Fund for Export Development in Africa ("FEDA”), to provide
equity capital and related financial, non-financial and support services to companies operating in
Africa, with an emphasis on activities that would promote and facilitate intra-African trade, trade

related infrastructure and value added exports, both goods and services.

CONSIDERING the Agreement for the Establishment of the Fund for Export Development in
Africa (the “FEDA Establishment Agreement”) concluded 01 September 2021 among certain
African states and Afreximbank;

HAVING regard to the Charters of each of FEDA Holdco, FEDA Investment Management and
FEDA Capital;

ACKNOWLEDGING that the board of directors of Afreximbank recognize the Republic of Rwanda
as an ideal location for the headquarters of such investment platforms on account of its respected
international reputation and its long-standing support of Afreximbank’'s mandate;

DESIROUS of regulating by this Agreement certain questions regarding the establishment of the
headquarters of FEDA and to supplement in this respect the relevant provisions of the FEDA
Establishment Agreement;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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PART I: DEFINITIONS
ARTICLE | - DEFINITIONS

In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise provides, requires or permits, the following terms

shall have the meanings ascribed thereto below:
“Afreximbank” has the meaning given in the Recitals.

“‘Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda”, means national, municipal, regulatory,
licensing or other governmental authorities in the Republic of Rwanda as may be appropriate in

the context and in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Rwanda.

“Board of Directors”™ means the board of directors of each of FEDA Holdco, FEDA Investment
Management or FEDA Capital, as the case may be.

“Charter” means any of the FEDA Capital Charter, the FEDA Holdco Charter or the FEDA
Investment Management Charter, as the case may be.

“Direct Investment” shall mean an investment (including without limitation, securities, shares,
share warrants, redeemable preference shares, convertible debt and notes) in or to an enterprise,
whether such investment is made directly or through one or more wholly or partly owned or

acquired intermediate vehicles.

“Director” means a director, for the time being, on any of the Boards of Directors of FEDA Holdco,
FEDA Investment Management or FEDA Capital.

“‘Employee” means a member of the staff of any entity within the FEDA Group but shall not include
consultants, contractors and experts performing missions for Afreximbank or for any entity within
the FEDA Group.

“FEDA" has the meaning given in the Recitals.

“FEDA Capital” means the entity established pursuant to the FEDA Establishment Agreement
which shall act as a general partner or equivalent (such as, e.g. a managing member) to manage
and control the business and affairs of any limited partnerships or equivalent (such as e.g. a

limited liability company) which may be set up in connection with any Platform Product.
“FEDA Establishment Agreement’ has the meaning given in the Recitals.

“FEDA Group” means the FEDA House Entities and their Subsidiaries.
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“FEDA Holdco™ means the investment entity established pursuant to the FEDA Establishment
Agreement responsible for making investments into Platform Products in accordance with the
FEDA Holdco Charter.

‘FEDA House Entities” means FEDA Holdco, FEDA Investment Management and FEDA Capital.

‘FEDA Investment Management” means the manager entity established pursuant to the FEDA
Establishment Agreement responsible for identifying and launching new Platform Products and

providing investment management services to achieve the FEDA Objective.
‘FEDA Investment Platform” means the FEDA Group and the Platform Products.

‘FEDA Objective” means the pursuit of the Bank's mandate and provision of capital (including
without limitation equity, quasi-equity, debt, guarantees, unfunded financing participations, quasi-
debt and mezzanine instruments) and related financial, non-financial and support services
targeted at operators in Africa’s trade sector and related support sectors with an emphasis on
activities that will promote and facilitate intra-African trade, value added exports of goods and

services and trade related infrastructure.

“Fund” shall mean a blind-pooled investment vehicle managed by an investment manager.
“Government” means the Government of the Republic of Rwanda.

“Headquarters Seat” means:

1. the temporary or permanent headquarters area of each of the FEDA House Entities, together
with the building or buildings, structures and installations erected upon it, as may from time to
time be defined in a schedule or schedules to this Agreement; and

2. any other land, buildings, structures or installations which may from time to time be included,
temporarily or permanently, in the Headquarters Seat in accordance with this Agreement or

by supplemental agreements with the Government.

‘Laws of the Republic of Rwanda” includes the Constitution of the Republic of Rwanda, and
legislative acts, statutory instruments, decrees, regulations and orders issued by, or under

authority of, the Government or any Appropriate Authority in the Republic of Rwanda.

“Person” shall mean an individual, partnership, corporation, limited partnership, limited liability

company, trust or unincorporated organization and a government or agency or political

subdivision thereof. }L&/a/ // V
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‘Platform Product” shall mean any Fund, Direct Investment or Separately Managed Account
with regard to which FEDA Holdco has made an investment.

“President” means the president of Afreximbank.

‘Property and Assets of the FEDA Group” shall mean property and assets owned or held by
any entity within the FEDA Group and funds entrusted to any entity within the FEDA Group in the

ordinary course of business.

“Separately Managed Account” shall mean a separate account over which a separate

investment advisor has discretionary or non-discretionary authority.

“Signatory State” shall mean each member state of Afreximbank who is a signatory to the FEDA
Establishment Agreement.

“Subsidiary” shall mean, with respect to any FEDA House Entity, any other Person that is directly
or indirectly controlled by such FEDA House Entity, provided that for the avoidance of doubt, no
Platform Product shall be deemed to be a Subsidiary of a FEDA House Entity. As used in this
definition of “Subsidiary,” the term “control” means the possession, directly or indirectly, of the
power to direct or cause the direction of the management and policies of a Person, whether

through the ownership or control of interests or voting securities, by contract or otherwise.

PART Il: STATUS AND LEGAL CAPACITY OF THE FEDA HOUSE ENTITIES
ARTICLE Il - STATUS AND LEGAL CAPACITY

In accordance with Article IV of the FEDA Establishment Agreement, each of the FEDA
House Entities is an international institution with full juridical personality under the laws of
the state parties to the FEDA Establishment Agreement and, in particular, has the legal

capacity to:
(i) enter into contracts and conclude agreements;
(ii) acquire and dispose of movable and immovable property; and

(i) be a party to judicial and other legal or administrative proceedings.

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PART lll: GRANT, CONTROL AND PROTECTION OF THE HEADQUARTERS SEAT

ARTICLE Ill - GRANT OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

The Government grants to the FEDA Group and the FEDA Group accepts from the Government,

the permanent use and occupancy of the Headquarters Seat.

ARTICLE IV - CONTROL OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

1

The headquarters of the FEDA Group shall be situated in the territory of the Headquarters
Seat and shall not be removed therefrom unless Afreximbank so decides. Any transfer of
the Headquarters Seat temporarily to another place shall not constitute a removal of the
Headquarters Seat unless Afreximbank takes an express decision to that effect.

The Government shall take all action that may be required in order to ensure that
Afreximbank shall not be dispossessed of its rights in the Headquarters Seat nor deprived
of the enjoyment of such rights except with the express consent of Afreximbank.

Any building in the Republic of Rwanda which may be used with the concurrence of the
Government for meetings convened by any of the FEDA House Entities shall enjoy
temporarily the same immunities as are granted to the FEDA House Entities in respect of
the Headquarters Seat.

The Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall take whatever action may be
necessary to ensure that the FEDA House Entities shall not be dispossessed of all or any
part of the Headquarters Seat without the express consent of Afreximbank.

The Government shall, at the discretion of the Bank:

(1) transfer a plot of land to FEDA House Entities in a location and of an extent to be
agreed between the Government and FEDA House Entities for consideration of
US$1 for the purposes of constructing a building to house the Headquarters Seat:;
or

(i) facilitate the purchase of an existing building to house the Headquarters Seat.

Pending the construction of the building to house the Headquarters Seat or the purchase
of an existing building to house the Headquarters Seat as the case /may be, the
Government shall provide sufficient office space to the FEDA House yés in a location

Document Classification: - (A_Z’/U—’ Y
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to be agreed between the Government and the Bank to house the Headquarters Seat free
of rent and charges for two (2) years.

ARTICLE V - EXTRATERRITORIALITY OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

The Government recognises the extraterritoriality of the Headquarters Seat. The Headquarters

Seat shall enjoy a status equivalent to that of an embassy of a sovereign nation and shall be

under the control and authority of the FEDA House Entities as provided in this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI - POWER TO MAKE REGULATIONS

1

Afreximbank on behalf of the FEDA House Entities shall have the power to make
regulations operative within the Headquarters Seat, for the purpose of establishing therein
conditions in all respects necessary for the full execution of the functions of each FEDA
House Entity.

The provisions of this Article shall not preclude the reasonable application of fire protection
or sanitary regulations of the Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda.

ARTICLE VIl — INVIOLABILITY OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

The Headquarters Seat shall be inviolable. No officer or official of the Republic of Rwanda,
be they administrative, judicial, military or police or other Person exercising any public
authority within the Republic of Rwanda shall enter the Headquarters Seat to perform any
duties therein except with the consent of, and under conditions approved by, the board of
directors of Afreximbank.

The service of legal process, including the seizure of private property, shall not take place
within the Headquarters Seat except with the express consent of the board of directors of

Afreximbank.

Without prejudice to the provisions of the FEDA Establishment Agreement or lhe present
Agreement, the FEDA House Entities shall prevent the Headquart s/ $e from being
used as a refuge by persons who are avoiding arrest under any | he Republic of
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Rwanda who are required by the Government for extradition to another country, or who
are endeavouring to avoid service of legal process.

ARTICLE VIl - PROTECTION OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

1.

The Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall ensure that the tranquility of
the Headquarters Seat is not disturbed by any person or group of persons attempting
unauthorised entry into or creating disturbances in the immediate vicinity of the
Headquarters Seat. They shall ensure the presence of the necessary security forces for
the protection of the Headquarters Seat.

If so requested by any of the FEDA House Entities, the Appropriate Authorities of the
Republic of Rwanda shall provide a sufficient number of security forces for the
preservation of law and order at the Headquarters Seat and the immediate vicinity and for
the removal therefrom of any Person or group of Persons as required by the relevant
FEDA House Entity.

ARTICLE IX - AMENITIES AND USE OF HEADQUARTERS SEAT

The Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall take all reasonable steps to ensure

that the amenities of the Headquarters Seat are not prejudiced and that the purposes for which

the Headquarters Seat is required are not obstructed by any use made of the land or buildings in

the vicinity of the Headquarters Seat.

ARTICLE X - UTILITIES

1.

The Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall exercise, to the extent
required by Afreximbank on behalf of the FEDA House Entities, the powers which they
possess with respect to the supply of utility services to ensure that the Headquarters Seat
shall be supplied on equitable terms with the necessary public services, including, without
limitation by reason of this enumeration, electricity, water, sewerage ,/telephone,
internet and related data links, local transportation, drainage, collecti %‘se and fire

protection.
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In case of any interruption or threatened interruption of any such services, the Appropriate
Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall consider the FEDA Objective and the needs
of the FEDA Group as being of equal importance with those of other international
organisations, diplomatic missions and essential agencies of the Government and shall
take all necessary steps to ensure that the work of the FEDA House Entities is not

prejudiced.

Afreximbank on behalf of each of the FEDA House Entities shall upon request make
suitable arrangements to enable duly authorised representatives of the appropriate public
services bodies to inspect, repair, maintain, reconstruct and relocate utilities, conduits,
mains and sewers within the Headquarters Seat under conditions which shall not
unreasonably disturb the carrying out of the FEDA Objective and the functioning of the
FEDA House Entities.

PART IV: COMMUNICATIONS, PUBLICATIONS AND TRANSPORTATION

ARTICLE XI- COMMUNICATIONS, PUBLICATIONS AND TRANSPORTATION

1.

(i)

Each entity within the FEDA Group shall enjoy, for each of their official communications,
treatment not less favourable than that accorded by the Government to any international
organisations or diplomatic missions accredited to the Republic of Rwanda in the matter
of priorities and rates on mail, cables, telegrams, radiograms, fax, fixed and mobile
telephones, satellite links, data cable links, internet and other communications as well as

press rates for information to press, radio, online publications or television.

All communications addressed to any entity within the FEDA Group, members of their
respective Boards of Directors, the officers or Employees of any entity within the FEDA
Group and all outward official communications of any entity within the FEDA Group or any
other Person performing official functions for any entity within the FEDA Group, or
attending activities or meetings of any entity within the FEDA Group in an official capacity
by whatever means or in whatever form transmitted, shall be immune from censorship and

from any other form of interception or interference.
The Republic of Rwanda shall:

provide each entity within the FEDA Group with licenses and frequencigs, required to

maintain continuous and unrestricted digital, electronic, and/or wireless unications

with its operational units, wherever situated, upon prior approval of the competent

authorities of the Republic of Rwanda;

facilitate the issuance of licenses to each entity within the FEDA Group for the import,
installation, operation, and eventual export of satellite communication equipment required
to maintain continuous and unrestricted satellite communication in accordance with the

laws and regulations of the Republic of Rwanda;

afford each entity within the FEDA Group the right to import, and subsequently export, all
necessary telecommunication equipment, including but not limited to radio phones, mobile

phones, satellite stations, and electronic devices and media;

afford each entity within the FEDA Group the right to install and operate the above-
mentioned telecommunication equipment; and

ensure that each entity within the FEDA Group will enjoy full, unrestricted internet access.

Each entity within the FEDA Group shall have the right to use codes and to dispatch and
receive correspondence and other official communications in whatever form by courier or
in sealed bags, which shall enjoy the same privileges and immunities as diplomatic

couriers and bags.

Nothing in this Article shall be construed as precluding the adoption of appropriate
precautionary measures, particularly, in the event of an emergency in the Republic of
Rwanda as may be determined by agreement between the Government and any entity
within the FEDA Group, in order to prevent or avoid abuse of the immunities and
exemptions provided in this Article.

Each entity within the FEDA Group shall be entitled to install and operate such equipment
as may be necessary for the proper performance of its functions including international
communication and other electronic equipment.

The archives of the Headquarters Seat and each of the entities within the FEDA Group,

all documents in whatever form, electronic or physical, and all communication/sent to or
by the Headquarters Seat, held by it or belonging to it, wherever sj e; and by

whomever held, shall be inviolable.
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PART V: FREEDOM FROM TAXATION

ARTICLE XII - FREEDOM FROM TAXATION

1.

Each entity within the FEDA Group and their respective property, assets, income,
operations transactions and activities, agreements, and security documents shall be
exempt from all forms of direct and indirect taxes, including value added tax, sales tax,
stamp duty, registration duty, corporate social responsibility levy and other levies, local
and municipal rates and from all customs duties; it being understood that no entity within
the FEDA Group will claim exemption from fees which are in fact no more than charges
for public utility services such as water and sewerage, electricity, gas and refuse
collection, and which are payable by other international organizations and diplomatic

missions accredited to the Republic of Rwanda.

The Government shall upon the signature of this Agreement provide to each entity within
the FEDA Group a list of all direct and indirect taxes and levies payable by an entity within
the FEDA Group and promptly modify such list upon any change in the Laws of the
Republic of Rwanda. Any amount paid by any entity within the FEDA Group in respect of
direct or indirect taxes shall, within thirty days of receipt of a claim submitted by any such

entity within the FEDA Group, be refunded in its entirety by the Government.

Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of Paragraph 1 of this Article, the
Government and the Appropriate Authorities of the Republic of Rwanda shall take all
necessary action to ensure that the Property and Assets of the FEDA Group, its capital
reserves and dividends, loans, credits, guarantees, securities, security documents,
investments and other transactions, interest, commission, fees, profits, gains, proceeds of
realization and other income, return and monies of any kind, accruing or appertaining or
payable to any entity within the FEDA Group from any source whether or not resulting
from an activity carried out by any entity within the FEDA Group, with or without other
parties, shall be exempt from all forms of taxes, duties, charges, levies, and imposts of
any kind whatsoever, including stamp duty and other documentary taxes or registration

fees of any kind, levied or imposed in the territory of the Republic of Rwanda at any time.

No direct or indirect taxes shall be levied by the Government or any Appropriate Authorities
of the Republic of Rwanda on or in respect of salaries, emoluments, indemnities and/or

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ARTICLE XXIIl - INTERNATIONAL RESPONSIBILITY

The Republic of Rwanda shall not incur by reason of the location of the Headquarters Seat within
its territory any international responsibility for acts or omissions of any entity within the FEDA
Group or of officials of any entity within the FEDA Group acting or abstaining from acting within
the scope of their functions, other than the international responsibility which the Republic of
Rwanda would incur under international law.

ARTICLE XXIV — ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE

1. Without prejudice to the privileges and immunities accorded by this Agreement, it is the
duty of all Persons enjoying such privileges and immunities to respect the laws and
regulations of the Republic of Rwanda.

2. Without prejudice to the privileges and immunities accorded by this Agreement, the
entities within the FEDA Group shall cooperate at all times with the appropriate authorities
of the Republic of Rwanda to facilitate the proper administration of justice, secure the
observance of police regulations and prevent the occurrence of any abuse of the

privileges, immunities and facilities provided for under this Agreement.

3. The Directors shall take every precaution to ensure that no abuse of a privilege or
immunity conferred by this Agreement shall occur, and for this purpose shall establish

such rules and regulations as may be deemed necessary or expedient.

4. Should the Government consider that an abuse of a privilege or immunity conferred by
this Agreement has occurred, the relevant Board of Directors shall, upon request, consult
with the appropriate authorities of the Republic of Rwanda to determine whether any such
abuse Has occurred. If such consultations fail to achieve a result satisfactory to the
relevant Board of Directors and to the Government, the matter shall be determined in
accordance with the procedure set out in Article XXII.

ARTICLE XXV - DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS

This Agreement shall apply irrespective of whether the Government maintai r does not
maintain diplomatic relations with any state concerned in any matter relating t ising under
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this Agreement and irrespective of whether the State concerned grants a similar privilege or

immunity to diplomatic envoys or nationals of the Republic of Rwanda.

In so far as this Agreement imposes obligations on the Appropriate Authorities of the
Republic of Rwanda, the ultimate responsibility for the fulfillment of such obligations shall

rest with the Government.

For purposes of this Agreement, Afreximbank and the Government shall by mutual
agreement determine diplomatic positions, and those of international organizations,

comparable in rank to positions occupied by officials of the FEDA Group.

The provisions of this Agreement shall be complementary to the provisions of the FEDA
Establishment Agreement. In so far as any provisions of this Agreement and any
provision of the FEDA Establishment Agreement relate to the same subject matter, such
provisions shall, wherever possible be treated as complementary, so that both provisions

shall be applicable and neither shall narrow the effect of the other.

This Agreement shall be construed in the light of its primary purpose of achieving the
FEDA Objective and enabling the FEDA Group to fully and efficiently discharge its
functions and fulfil its purposes.

Consultations with respect to modifications of this Agreement shall be entered into at the
request of Afreximbank or the Government. The Agreement may only be amended by
mutual written agreement between each FEDA House Entity, Afreximbank and the

Government.

Any entity within the FEDA Group and the Government may enter into such supplemental
agreements as may be necessary to give full effect to this Agreement.

This Agreement and any supplemental agreements concluded between the Government
and the entities-within the FEDA Group shall enter into force upon signature, and shall
thereafter, be ratified by the Republic of Rwanda. This Agreement and any other
supplemental agreements concluded between the Government and the entities within the

FEDA Group shall cease to be in effect two years after either party shall havg given notice
in writing to the other of its decision to terminate the same, except %;ﬂrds the
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provisions that apply to the normal cessation of activities of the FEDA Group entities in
the Republic of Rwanda and the disposal of its property therein.
