(Act No. 16 of 1964)

THE REGULATION OF WAGES (SECURITY SERVICES INDUSTRY) ORDER, 1998

(UnderSection 11)

In exercise of the powers conferred upon him by section 11 of the Wages Act, 1964, the
Minister of Employment and Enterprise hereby makes the following Order-

Citation.

1. This Order may be cited as the Regulation of Wages (Security Services Industry) Order,

1998 and shall be deemed to have comeinto force on the Ist August, 1998.

Application.

2. (1) This Order shall apply to all persons employed in detective, investigative, patrolling
and nightwatching services providing protection against burglary,fire, personal injury and similar
services connected with or related to the foregoing.

(2) This Order shall not apply to persons employed by:-

(a) The Government

(b) A local Authority

Interpretation.

3. In this order, unless the context otherwise requires;

“clerk” means an employee engaged on full time general clerical duties;

“group A” means an employee, other than a patrol supervisor, with three months or less
continuous service;

“group B” means an employee, with more than three months’ up to twelve months’
continuous services;

“group B1” means an employee with more than twelve months’ continuousservice;

“group C” meansa patrol supervisor Grade 11;

“group D” meansa patrol supervisor grade 1;

Basic Minimum wage.

4. (1) Basic Minimum wageto be paid to an employee shall,

(i) include a ration allowance; and

(ii) be calculated at a rate specified in the First Schedule hereto.
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(2) An employee who, at the commencementof this Order, is entitled to benefits greater

than those specified in this Order, shall not suffer any reduction in such benefits by reason of

this Order coming into operation.

Hours of work.

5. The basic working week may consist of seventy two hours spread over a period of six days,
the first sixty hours of which shall be at the normal rate and the remaining hours as overtime in

accordance with Regulation 6.

Overtime payment.

6. (1) An employee whois required to be on duty and work in excess of the hours specified in

Regulation 5 shall be entitled to be paid for such overtime at the rate of one and half times the

employee’s normal hourly rate of wages.

(2) Normal hourly rate shall mean the employees monthly rate of wages divided by two

hundred and sixty hours.

Annualleave.

7. (1) On completion of each period of twelve months’ continuous service, an employee shall

be entitled to an annual leave of twelve days with full pay plus nine days with full pay in

compensation for public holidays worked.

(2) Where the employment of an employee is terminated after a period exceeding three

months but not amounting to one year from the date of its commencement, or after a period of

employmentfollowing the completion of a year in respect of which the paid annual holiday has

been taken, the employershall, on or before the date of such termination, pay to the employee

a sum equal to not less than one day’s wages for each completed month of such period.

Sick leave.

8. After three months’ continuous service with an employer an employeeshall be entitled to
fourteen days sick leave with full pay and a further period of fourteen days on half pay in each
period of twelve months of continuous employment, subject to the employee submitting to the

employer a medicalcertificate covering the period of absence, signed by a Medical Practitioner
registered in Swaziland.

Public Holidays.

9. (1) The following shall be Public Holidays with full pay -

New Year’s Day;

Good Friday;

Easter Monday;

National Flag Day;

King’s Birthday;
Somhlolo Day;

Reed Dance Day;

Incwala Day; and

Christmas Day.
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Day off.

10. (1) An employee shall be entitled to one day off in each week.

(2) An employer and employee may mutually agree that the day-off be deferred so as to
allow the employee to accumulate a total of four days off work each month.

Travelling Expenses.

11. (1) An employee whotravels on duty and remains away from the employee’s place of

residenceshall be reimbursed all travelling, lodging and meal expenses, incurred,if the employee
remains away from the employee’s place of work for a period of 48 hours, on production of

receipts covering the expenditure.

(2) Where an employee is transferred from the employees place of employment the payment

of expenses under sub-regulation (1) shall cease and the employer shall therefore provide such
employee with suitable accommodation or paymentin lieu thereof for a period of three months,

to allow alternative accommodation.

Lay-Off.

12. (1) A Lay-off due to circumstances beyond an employer’s control shall not exceed fourteen

working days and such lay-off shall be without pay and at the end of such period the employer

shall either re-instate an employee or terminate the employee’s employment in accordance with
the Employment Act, 1980.

(2) During the lay-off the employer shall not engage any other employeeto fill a vacancy

created by the lay-off.

(3) The employer shall give a lay-off notice of not less than twenty-four hours to an employee

before the lay-off.

Day Pay.

13. An employeeshall be paid not later than three days after the end of a pay period.

Uniforms, Protective Clothing and Equipment.

14. (1) The employer of a guard or watchman shall provide such employee free of charge with -

(a) boots (shoes for female guards) a whistle, a club, torch; and

(b) when reasonably required underthe prevailing weather conditions, a hat, raincoat,

or overcoat.

(2) Any clothing referred to in sub-regulation (1) shall be of reasonable quality and shall

remain the property of the employer.

THE HIGH COURT ACT, 1954
(Act No. 20 of 1954)

THE HIGH COURT (AMENDMENT) RULES, 1998
(Undersection 10)

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 10 of the High Court Rules, 1954, the Acting
Chief Justice hereby amends the High Court Rulesas follows-

Citation.

1. These Rules maybe cited as the High Court (Amendment) Rules, 1998 and shall be read as

one with the High Court Rules.

Insertion ofRule 33 bis.

2. The principal Rules are amended by adding a new rule 33 bis immediately after rule 33 of
the principal Rules -

“Rule 33 bis

(1) At any time after notice of intention to defend shall have been given in any action, a
party thereto, may through the Registrar. apply to the Chief Justice, or any other judge

designated by the Chief Justice to deal with the application, to have the case declared to be

one which, on account of its commercial or other importance, or which because there has
been undue delay in it comingtotrial, should be dealt with in accordance with special

procedures.

(2) The Chief Justice or the judge designated by the Chief Justice shall, on receipt of the

application, summonthe parties to the action or their attorneys, to a conference to be held in

the judge’s chambersat a time appointed by the judge at which the application can be

considered.

(3) Where the judge accedes to the application, the judge may in consultation with the
party, then prescribe -

(a) the procedures andsteps to be taken to preparefortrial, including, but not confined
to -

(i) the filing of pleadings;

(ii) the making of discovery and the production of documents;

(iii) the exchange of summaries of expert evidence;

(iv) any other matters whether provided for in the rules or not.

Provided thatif no specific prescription is madein respect of any matterthe provisions
of these rules shall apply.

(b) the time limits for all the steps to be taken in the litigation, provided for in these

rules; and
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(c) the date for trial on which the matter is to be heard.

(4) In the absence of agreement, only in exceptional circumstances and for good reason
shall failure to comply with the times prescribed in terms of this rule be condoned, and only
in exceptional circumstances shall applications, made at the hearing of the trial for
postponementof the hearing, otherwise than by agreementofthe parties, be entertained.

(5) The trial may be heard by the judge to whom the matteris allocated in terms of .
above, but should circumstances so require, a judge other than such judge mayhear the

trail.”

Deletion ofpara 4(e) ofPart II of the Third Schedule.

(3) Paragraph 4{e) of Part II of the Third Schedule of the principal Rules is deleted and is

substituted by the following -

“(e) Where the writ is stayed or withdrawn,or the proposed sale in execution is deferred

indefinitely or the judgment debtor’s estate is sequestrated, (in the case of a company
if it is placed in liquidation) after attachment but before sale, 3% of the amount of
the writ or the value of the property, which everbe thelesser, up to but not exceeding

E500 on each occasion of the defermentof the sale.”
