APPROVAL OF THE HEALTH TARIFFS FOR THE 2021/22 FINANCIAL YEAR

1. Your submission dated 19 July 2021 with regard to a request for an increase of patient fees tariffs for

the 2021/22 financial year refers.

2. The detailed submission proposes the patient fees tariffs increase of an average of 4.1 per cent for
externally funded patients, which is in line with the Uniform Patient Fee Schedule (UPFS) tariffs. The
increase is in accordance with the projected average inflation rate of 4.2 per cent published by National
Treasury over 2021/22 MTEF. This increase translates to affordable health care services provided by
the public health institutions. The UPFS is determined at a national level and is the competence of the
National Department of Health for the uniform implementation of the patient fees across all provinces.

3. In terms of the Treasury Regulation (TR) 7.3.1 of the PFMA, the Provincial Treasury (PT) hereby
approves the tariffs increase of 4.1 per cent with effect from 01 August 2021 for patient fees as outliined
in the UPFS. The department must ensure that the approved increase in tariffs is gazelted.
Furthermore, communities and other relevant stakeholders must be informed timeously of the increase
in patient fees tariffs.

Adlustment of Eastern Cape Department of Health tariffs: 2021/2022

PURPOSE

The purpose of this submission is o obtain Treasury Approval in terms of Treasury Regulations 7.3.1 for the
adjustment of tariffs for the Eastern Cape Department of Health,

BACKGROUND

The department generates its revenue from patient fees charged o patients who present themselves for
treatment at the public heaith institutions.

METHOD OF CHARGING FEES

Patient Fees
{i) These fees are charged according to the

Ability of patients to pay for healthcare services rendered — means test.

Level of public health service delivery

Level of the health practitioner rendering the health care service

Type of health care service rendered

Bed type/ ward if the patient is admitted

Emergency and rescue services: charges are calculated on the basis of stages of kilometres traveiled and on
the level of care rendered to the patient.

This means that patient fees will differ accordingly as above. Services rendered to indigent patients, however,
are all inclusive and do not differentiate on bed / ward type and level of health care practitioner

vicinity where the users come from.

IMPLEMENTATION OF TARIFFS

Patient fees will increase by 4.1% from the 2020/21 financial year and the increase applies to externally funded
patients only. This is a Uniform Patient Fee Schedule (UPFS) tariff that is applicable throughout the Republic of
South Africa. There is no increase of tariffs for the subsidized patients (H patients)

5. CONSULTATION

On approval of the tariff reviews by Provincial Treasury, the relevant stakeholders will be informed, and the
tariffs will be gazetted.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

The adjustment of tariffs will increase revenue collection from the insured population.
7. RECOMMENDATION

It is hereby recommended that Eastern Cape Provincial Treasury approves the adjustment of tariffs with effect
from 1 August 2021
