APPLICATION OF SPECIAL MEASURES IN THE AREA OF JURISDICTION OF THE
GREATER EAST RAND (EKURHULENI) METROPOLITAN MUNICIPALITY.

- I, Khabisi Mosunkutu, Member of the Executive Council for Public Transport, Roads
and Works in the Province of Gauteng, having already declared the area of Ekurhuleni
Metropolitan Municipality, as an area where it is, in my opinion, necessary to normalise the
situation in the area caused by violence, unrest and Instability in the taxi Industry and in the
Interest of passengers, and having also made known by General Notice my Intentlons to close
routes and ranks as described in the Schedule to the General Notice in terms of Section 93(3)
of the Act. I have duly considered the representations and other information brought to my
attention. I am of the opinlon that the situation Is still abnormal and the closure of ranks and
routes as mentioned hereinafter Is absolutely necessary to normalise the situation, I now make
the regulatlons in terms of Section 93 (2) of the Act, contained in the schedule hereto.
