The township owner shall at his own expense, make arrangements with the local
authority in order fo ensure that:

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(i) trenches and excavations for foundations, pipes, cables or for any other.

The township owner shall at his own expense cause all existing buildings and structures
situated within the building line reserves, side spaces or over common boundaries to be
demolished to the satisfaction of the local authority, when reqmred by the local authority
to do so.

The township owner shall arrange for the drainage of the township to fit in with that of the
existing and planned road and storm water infrastructure in the vacinity and for all storm
water running off or diverted from the roads to be received and disposed of.

The township owner shall at his own expense cause all litter within the township area to
be removed to the satisfaction of the local authority, when required by the local authority
to do so.
