1. CONDITIONS OF ESTABLISHMENT

1.1 NAME _

The name of the township shall be Ravenswood Extension 61.

1.2 DESIGN

The township shall consist of erven and streets as indicated on the S.G. Plan No. 687/2006.
1.3 DISPOSAL OF EXISTING CONDITIONS OF TITLE

All erven shall be made subject to existing conditions of title and servitudes, if any, including the reservation of
rights to minerals.

1.4 DEMOLITION OF BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES

The township owners shall at their own expense cause all existing buildings and structures situated within the
building line reserves, side spaces or over common boundaries to be demolished to the satisfaction of the local
authority, within a period of six (6) months from the date of publication of this notice.

1.5 ENDOWMENT

The township owners shall, in terms of the provisions of section 98(2) and (3) of the Town Planning and
Townships Ordinance, 1986, pay to the local authority as an endowment the amount of R228 171.60 (VAT
inclusive and valid until 30 June 2007), — which amount shall be used by the local authority for the construction
of streets and/or storm-water drainage systems for the township.

2.  _CONDITIONS OF TITLE

The erven shall be subject to the following conditions imposed by the local authority in terms of the provisions of
the Town-planning and Townships Ordinance, 1986:-

2.1 ~ ALL ERVEN (EXCEPT ERF 821 ~ PRIVATE ROAD)

(a) The erf is subject to a servitude, 2m wide, in favour of the local authority for sewerage and other
municipal purposes, along any two boundaries other than a street boundary, provided that the local
authority may dispense with any such servitude.

(b) . No building or other structure shall be erected within the aforesaid servitude area and no large-
rooted trees shall be planted within the area of such servitude or within 2m thereof.
