TRANSFER OF FUNCTIONS WITH EFFECT FROM 01 SEPTEMBER
2014 IN TERMS OF SECTION 137 OF THE CONSTITUTION, 1996

In terms of section 137(b) of the Constitution, I hereby transfer with
effect from 01 September 2014 the administration of legislation and the
powers and functions relating to:

a) agriculture, environmental affairs and rural development
from the MEC for Agriculture, Rural and Social Development
to the MEC for Economic Development.

The Agriculture and Rural Development Programme consists of the
following sub-programmes:

a) Sustainable Resource Management: Land Care;
b) Farmer Support and Development: Farmer Settlement and

Development, Extension and Advisory Services and Food
Security;

c) Veterinary Services: Animal Health, Export Control, Veterinary
Public Health and Veterinary Laboratory Services;

d) Research and Technology and Development Services: Research,
Technology Transfer Services, Infrastructure Support Services
and Agricultural Disaster Management;

e) Agricultural Economics Services: Agri-business Support and
Development and Macro-economics Support; and

f) Rural Development Coordination: Development Planning, Social
Facilitation, Monitoring and Reporting.

The Environmental Affairs Programme consists of the following sub-
programmes:

a) Environmental Policy, Planning and Coordination:
Intergovernmental Coordination, Spatial and Development
Planning, Environmental Information, Management and Climate
Change Management;

b) Compliance and Enforcement: Environmental Quality
Management and Compliance and Enforcement;
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c) Environmental Quality Management: Impact Management, Air
Quality Management and Pollution and Waste Management; and

d) Biodiversity Management: Biodiversity Protected Area Planning
and Management and Conservation Agencies and Services.

From the effective date:
a) the portfolio of the MEC Economic Development will change to

the portfolio of MEC Economic Development, Environment,
Agriculture and Rural Development; and

b) The portfolio of the MEC Agriculture, Environment and Rural
Development and Social Development will change to MEC Social
Development.

Any reference to an MEC, excluding a reference to the MEC responsible
for Finance, in any legislation regarding the functions transferred must
be interpreted as a reference to the respective MEC to whom the
functions are transferred.
