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CHAPTER 1 
INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS 

 
1 Definitions 
 In this Act, unless the context otherwise indicates- 
 

“advertisement” means any direct or indirect visual or oral communication transmitted 
by any medium, or any representation or reference written, inscribed, recorded, encoded 
upon or embedded within any medium, by means of which a person seeks to – 

 (a) bring to the attention of all or part of the public – 
(i) the existence or identity of a supplier;  or 
(ii) the existence, nature, availability, properties, advantages or uses of any goods or 

services that are available for supply, or the conditions on, or prices at, which any 
goods or services are available for supply; 

 (b) promote the supply of any goods or services;  or 
(c) promote any cause; 

 
“agreement” means an arrangement or understanding between or among two or more 
parties that purports to establish a relationship in law between or among them;  

 
 “business” means- 
 (a) offering, supplying or making available any commodity; or 
 (b) soliciting or receiving any investment; or 
 (c) the continual marketing of any goods or services; 
 
 “business practice” includes- 
 (a) any agreement, accord or undertaking in connection with business, between two or 

more persons, between a supplier and a person or between a supplier and two or more 
persons in the ordinary course of business; 

 (b) any scheme, practice or method of trading in connection with business, including any 
method of marketing or distribution; 

 (c) any advertising, type of advertising or any other manner of soliciting business; 
 (d) any act or omission in connection with business on the part of any person or supplier, 

whether acting independently or in concert with any other person or supplier; and 
 (e) any situation in connection with the business activities of any supplier, person or group 

of persons, but does not include a restrictive practice, acquisition or monopoly situation 
as defined in section 1 of the Maintenance and Promotion of Competition Act, 1979 
(Act 96 of 1979); 
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  “Commission” means the National Consumer Commission established by section 85 of 
the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008; 

   
  “complainant” means either – 
 (a) a person who has filed a complaint with the Commission in terms of section 71 of the 

Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008;  or 
(b) the Commission in respect of a complaint that it has initiated, either directly or at the - 

  (i) direction of the Minister in terms of section 86(b) of the Consumer Protection Act, 
No 68 of 2008; or 

  (ii)  request of a provincial consumer protection authority or other regulatory authority, 
as the case may be;  or 

(c) a person who has filed a complaint in terms of section 11, with the Gauteng Consumer   
Protection Office, established in terms of section 5. 

 
‘‘consideration’’ means anything of value given and accepted in exchange for 
goods or services, including— 

(a)    money, property, a cheque or other negotiable instrument, a token, a ticket, 
   electronic credit, credit, debit or electronic chip or similar object; 

(b)     labour, barter or other goods or services; 
(c)     loyalty credit or award, coupon or other right to assert a claim; or 
(d) any other thing, undertaking, promise, agreement or assurance, irrespective of its 

apparent or intrinsic value, or whether it is transferred directly or indirectly, or involves 
only the supplier and consumer or other parties in addition to the supplier and 
consumer; 

   
 “committee” means the Portfolio Committee of the Provincial Legislature responsible for 
consumer affairs; 
 

 “commodity” means- 
 (a) any property, whether corporeal or incorporeal and whether movable or immovable, 

including any make or brand of commodity; 
 (b) any service, excluding service due in terms of a contract of employment; 
  

“consumer” in respect of any particular goods or services, means – 
 (a) a person to whom those particular goods or services are marketed in the ordinary course 

of the supplier’s business; 
 (b) a person who has entered into a transaction with a supplier in the ordinary course of the 

supplier’s business, unless the transaction is exempt from the application of the 
Consumer Protection Act, by section 5(2) or in terms of section 5(3) thereof; 
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 (c) if the context so requires or permits, a user of those particular goods or a recipient or 
beneficiary of those particular services, irrespective of whether that user, recipient or 
beneficiary was a party to a transaction concerning the supply of those particular goods 
or services;  and 

 (d) a franchisee in terms of a franchise agreement, to the extent applicable in terms of 
section 5(6)(b) to (e) of the Consumer Protection Act; 

  
“Consumer Protector” means the person appointed in terms of section 6(1)(a); 

  
 “consumer protection group’’ means an entity promoting the interests or protection of 
consumers as contemplated in section 77 of the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008; 

 
“Consumer Protection Act” means the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008, and 
the Regulations promulgated in terms thereof; 
 
“Gauteng Consumer Tribunal” means the administrative body established by section 
23 and known as the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; 

 
“Gauteng Consumer Protection Office” means the administrative organ established by 
section 5; 
 
‘‘goods’’ includes— 

(a)  anything marketed for human consumption; 
(b) any tangible object not otherwise contemplated in paragraph (a), including any medium   

on which anything is or may be written or encoded; 
(c) any literature, music, photograph, motion picture, game, information, data, software, 

code or other intangible product written or encoded on any medium, or a licence to use 
any such intangible product; 

(d) a legal interest in land or any other immovable property, other than an interest that falls 
within the definition of ‘service’ in this section; and 

(e)  gas, water and electricity; 
 

‘‘inspector’’ means a person appointed as such in terms of section 88(1)(a) of the 
Consumer Protection Act 68 of 2008 and in terms of section 13(1)(a) and any person 
appointed as an investigator;  
 
‘‘investigator’’ means a person appointed as such in terms of section 13(1)(a); 

 
 ‘‘juristic person’’ includes— 
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(a)  a body corporate; 
(b)  a partnership or association; or 
(c)  a trust as defined in the Trust Property Act, 1988 (Act No. 57 of 1988); 
 subject to section 5(2)(b) of the Consumer Protection Act, 2008  (Act No. 68 of 2008);  
 
 “market”, when used as a verb, means to promote or supply any goods or services; 
 

‘‘National Credit Act’’ means the National Credit Act, 2005 (Act No. 34 of 2005); 
 
“office” means the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office established by section 5; 

 
‘‘person’’ includes a juristic person; 
 
‘‘premises’’ includes land, or any building, structure, vehicle, ship, boat, vessel, aircraft 
or container; 
 
‘‘prohibited conduct’’ means an act or omission in contravention of this Act and/or of 
the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008; 
 
‘‘promote’’ means to— 

(a) advertise, display or offer to supply any goods or services in the ordinary course of 
business, to all or part of the public for consideration; 

(b)  make any representation in the ordinary course of business that could reasonably be 
inferred as expressing a willingness to supply any goods or services for consideration; or 

(c)  engage in any other conduct in the ordinary course of business that may reasonably be 
construed to be an inducement or attempted inducement to a person to engage in a 
transaction; 

  
 “regulation” means a regulation made under section 54; 
  

“regulatory authority” means an organ of state or entity established in terms of national 
or provincial legislation responsible for regulating an industry, or sector of an industry; 

 
‘‘respondent’’ means a person or firm or supplier or service provider against whom a 
complaint or application has been initiated in terms of this Act or in terms of the CPA; 

 
“responsible Member” means the Member of the Executive Council of the Province 
responsible for this Act; 
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 ‘‘service’’ includes, but is not limited to— 
(a)  any work or undertaking performed by one person for the direct or indirect benefit of 

another; 
(b)  the provision of any education, information, advice or consultation, except advice that is 

subject to regulation in terms of the Financial Advisory and Intermediary Services Act, 
2002 (Act No. 37 of 2002); 

(c)  any banking services, or related or similar financial services, or the undertaking, 
underwriting or assumption of any risk by one person on behalf of another, except to the 
extent that any such service— 
(i)  constitutes advice or intermediary services that is subject to regulation in terms of 

the Financial Advisory and Intermediary Services Act, 2002 (Act No. 37 of 
2002); or 

(ii)  is regulated in terms of the Long-term Insurance Act, 1998 (Act No. 52 of 1998), 
or the Short-term Insurance Act, 1998 (Act No. 53 of 1998); 

(d)  the transportation of an individual or any goods; 
(e)  the provision of— 

(i)  any accommodation or sustenance; 
(ii) any entertainment or similar intangible product or access to any such 

entertainment or intangible product; 
(iii) access to any electronic communication infrastructure; 
(iv)  access, or of a right of access, to an event or to any premises, activity or facility; 

or  
(v) access to or use of any premises or other property in terms of a rental;  

(f) a right of occupancy of, or power or privilege over or in connection with, any land or 
other immovable property, other than in terms of a rental; and 

(g) rights of a franchisee in terms of a franchise agreement, to the extent applicable in terms 
of section 5(6)(b) to (e) of the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 2008, irrespective of 
whether the person promoting, offering or providing the services participates in, 
supervises or engages directly or indirectly in the service; 
 
‘‘service provider’’ means a person who promotes, supplies or offers to supply any 
service; 

 
‘‘supplier’’ means a person who markets any goods or services; 

 
‘‘supply’’, when used as a verb— 

(a) in relation to goods, includes sell, rent, exchange and hire in the ordinary course of 
business for consideration; or 
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(b) in relation to services, means to sell the services, or to perform or cause them to be 
performed or provided, or to grant access to any premises, event, activity or facility in the 
ordinary course of business for consideration; 

 
“this Act” includes any Schedule to this Act, the regulations made or notice issued by the 
Responsible Member under this Act; 

 
‘‘transaction’’ means— 

(a)  in respect of a person acting in the ordinary course of business— 
(i) an agreement between or among that person and one or more other persons for the 

supply or potential supply of any goods or services in exchange for consideration; 
or 

(ii) the supply by that person of any goods to or at the direction of a consumer for 
consideration; or 

(iii) the performance by, or at the direction of, that person of any services for or at the 
direction of a consumer for consideration; or 

(b)  an interaction contemplated in section 5(6) of the Consumer Protection Act, No 68 of 
2008, irrespective of whether it falls within paragraph (a); 
 

‘‘Tribunal’’ means the National Consumer Tribunal established by section 26 of the 
National Credit Act; 

 
2 Purposes of the Act 

(1)  The purposes of this Act are – 
(a) to promote and advance the social and economic welfare of consumers in the Province; 
(b) to ensure the enjoyment and protection of the consumer rights recognised and conferred 

by Chapter 2 of the Consumer Protection Act; 
(c) to ensure the protection of the consumer rights within the Province where provided for by 

the National Credit Act to the extent provided for by this Act; and  
(d) to provide for the establishment, functioning and regulation of the – 

(i) Gauteng Consumer Protection Office; 
(ii) Consumer Protector; and 
(iii) Gauteng Consumer Tribunal. 
(2)  For the purposes of this Act, sections 1, 2, 3 and 4 of the Consumer Protection Act 
shall apply to the interpretation of this Act.  

 
3 Application of the Act 
 (1)  This Act applies within the Province – 
(a) in accordance with section 5 of the Consumer Protection Act; and 
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(b) to matters referred to the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office, the Consumer Protector 
or the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in terms of legislation.  

 
 

CHAPTER 2 
REALISATION OF CONSUMER RIGHTS 

 
4 Realisation of consumer rights 

Any of the persons, in accordance with section 4(1) of the Consumer Protection Act, and in 
the manner provided for in this Act, may approach the Gauteng Consumer Protection 
Office, the Consumer Protector, the Deputy Consumer Protector or the Gauteng Consumer 
Tribunal, alleging that a consumer’s rights in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection 
Act have been infringed, impaired or threated, or that prohibited conduct has occurred or is 
occurring. 

 
 

CHAPTER 3 
CONSUMER PROTECTION AUTHORITY 

 
Part A 

Establishment of the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office and the Office of the 
Consumer Protector 

 
 
5 Establishment of the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office 
  

 (1) There is hereby established, in the Gauteng Provincial Government an Office called the 
Gauteng Consumer Protection Office. 
(2) The functions of the Office shall be performed and coordinated by the Consumer 
Protector. 
(3) The Office has jurisdiction within the province of Gauteng to –  

(a) in respect of prohibited conduct in terms of this Act and on behalf of the Commission, in 
respect of prohibited conduct in terms of the Consumer Protection Act, to approach the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal issue compliance notices to any person carrying on business 
within the province of Gauteng; 

(b) facilitate the mediation or conciliation of a dispute arising in terms of this Act and in terms 
of the Consumer Protection Act, between or among persons resident, or carrying on 
business within the province of Gauteng; 

(c)  refer a dispute contemplated in paragraph (b) to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; 
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(d) receive and accept referrals for purposes of investigation, mediation, conciliation and the 
referring of disputes contemplated in paragraphs (b) and (c), from any entity identified in 
the Consumer Protection Act; and 

(e) request the Commission to initiate a complaint in respect of any apparent prohibited 
conduct or offence in terms of this Act or in terms of the Consumer Protection Act, 
arising wholly or partly within the province of Gauteng. 

 
6 Consumer Protector and staff of the Office 
 

(1) Subject to the laws governing the public service, the responsible Member- 
(a)  shall appoint a person as Consumer Protector; 
(b)  shall appoint a person as deputy Consumer Protector; 
(c)  may from time to time appoint an acting Consumer Protector, to discharge the duties of the 

Consumer Protector whenever the Consumer Protector is for any reason unable to perform 
those duties or while the appointment of a person as Consumer Protector is pending; and 

(d)  may appoint one or more persons to assist with the performance of the functions of the 
office, subject to the control and directions of the Consumer Protector. 
(2) The Consumer Protector may in the performance of his or her functions, as set out in 
the regulations to this Act, also be assisted by any person or body whose service is 
obtained by him or her for the purpose of a particular investigation. 
(3) A person contemplated in subsection (2) may be paid such remuneration, allowances 
and expenses as the Consumer Protector, with the concurrence of the responsible Member, 
may determine, as set out in the regulations to this Act. 

 
 

Part B 
Functioning of the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office and the Office of the 

Consumer Protector 
 

 
7  Relations with other regulatory authorities and giving of notice to competent 

authorities of prohibited conduct and offences 
 
  (1) The Office may— 
(a)  liaise with the Commission and with any other provincial consumer protection authority 

or other regulatory authority on matters of common interest and, without limiting the 
generality of this power, may monitor, require necessary information from, exchange 
information with, and receive information from, any such authority pertaining to— 
(i)  matters of common interest; or 
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(ii)  a specific complaint or investigation; 
(b)    negotiate agreements with any regulatory authority— 

(i)  to co-ordinate and harmonise the exercise of jurisdiction over consumer matters 
within the relevant industry or sector within the province of Gauteng; and 

(ii)  to ensure the consistent application of the principles of this Act and the Consumer 
Protection Act; 

(c)  participate in the proceedings of any regulatory authority; and 
(d)  advise, or receive advice from, any regulatory authority. 

(2)  A regulatory authority that, in terms of any public regulation, exercises jurisdiction 
over consumer matters within a particular industry or sector may— 

(a)  negotiate agreements with the office, as contemplated in subsection (1)(b); and 
(b)  exercise its jurisdiction by way of such an agreement in respect of a particular matter 

within its jurisdiction. 
(3)  The Office may liaise with any other authorities having any objects similar to the 
functions and powers of the Office. 
(4) The Office shall – 

(a) if there is reason to suspect that an act of prohibited conduct which is or was the subject of 
an investigation by the Office, exists or may come into existence elsewhere in the Republic 
than in the province, furnish the National Consumer Commission and any competent 
authority in the province concerned, with particulars of the business practice or conduct in 
question and any relevant information relating thereto which became known in the course 
of investigations by the Office or of proceedings before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal. 

(b) if there is reason at any time during or after the completion of an investigation to suspect 
that there has been or is being committed, or that an attempt has been or is being made to 
commit an offence, or a serious economic offence, notify the Director of Public 
Prosecutions concerned accordingly. 

 
 
8 Advice and recommendations to the responsible Member 

In addition to any other advice or reporting requirements, the Office is responsible to— 
(a) advise the responsible Member on matters relating to consumer protection and on the 

determination of provincial norms and standards regarding consumer protection in terms 
of this Act and in terms of the Consumer Protection Act that should apply generally 
throughout the province; 

(b) recommend to the responsible Member changes to bring about uniformity in the 
legislation in the various provinces in relation to consumer protection in terms of this Act 
and in terms of the Consumer Protection Act; 

(c) enquire into and report to the responsible Member on any matter concerning the purposes 
of this Act and the Consumer Protection Act; and 
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(d) advise the responsible Member in respect of any matter referred to it by the responsible 
Member. 

 
9 Functions of the Office 
 (1) The Office shall- 
 (a) receive and investigate complaints of alleged prohibited conduct which have been 

lodged with the office as contemplated in section 10, and dispose of such complaints in 
terms of this Act and the Consumer Protection Act; and 

 (b) perform the other functions assigned to it by or under this Act and the Consumer 
Protection Act. 

 (2) After concluding an investigation into a complaint, the Office may— 
   (a)  issue a notice of non-referral to the complainant in the prescribed form; 
   (b)  refer the matter to the National Prosecuting Authority, if the Office alleges that a person 

has committed an offence in terms of this Act; or 
   (c)  if the Office believes that a person has engaged in prohibited conduct— 

(i)  refer the matter to the equality court, as contemplated in section 10 of the 
Consumer Protection Act, if the complaint involves a matter in terms of Part A of 
Chapter 2 of the Consumer Protection Act; 

(ii) propose a draft consent order in terms of section 30; 
(iii)  make a referral in accordance with subsection (3); or 
(iv)  approach the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal to authorize the issuing of a 

compliance notice in terms of section 16. 
(3)  In the circumstances contemplated in subsection (2)(c)(iii), the Office may 
refer the matter— 

   (a)  to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; or 
   (b)  to the Tribunal; or 
   (c)  to the Commission. 
 
 
10 Lodging of complaints with the Office 

(1) Any of the following persons may, in the manner provided for in this Act, approach the 
Office alleging that a consumer’s rights have been infringed, impaired or threatened, or 
that prohibited conduct has occurred or is occurring: 

(a)  A person acting on his or her own behalf; 
(b)  an authorised person acting on behalf of another person who cannot act in his or her own 

name; 
(c)  a person acting as a member of, or in the interest of, a group or class of affected persons; 
(d a person acting in the public interest; and 
(e) an association acting in the interest of its members. 

 (2) A complaint contemplated in subsection (1) which is not in writing shall be reduced to 
writing by the Office.   
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11 Investigations by the Office 
 (1) Any consumer may submit a complaint concerning an alleged contravention of this Act 

or the Consumer Protection Act to the Office in the prescribed manner and form.  
 (2) The Office may, where no complaint has been lodged, institute such investigation as 

may be necessary into- 
(a)  any prohibited conduct, or transaction, or agreement in which there is reason to suspect 

exists or may come into existence; 
(b)  any prohibited conduct or type of prohibited conduct, in general or in relation to a 

particular transaction or a particular business or any class or type of business or a particular 
area wholly or partly within the province of Gauteng, and which there is reason to suspect 
is commonly applied for the purposes of or in connection with the creation or maintenance 
of prohibited conduct practices; 

(c)  (i) identifying any practices that are inconsistent with the purposes and policies of this 
Act and the Consumer Protection Act; and 
(ii)  developing proposals for reform of any such practices; and  
(iii)  report from time to time to the responsible Member with recommendations for 

achieving the progressive transformation and reform of practices, transactions or 
agreements contemplated in this section. 

(d)    the enforcement of any rights of a consumer or consumers in terms of this Act or the 
Consumer Protection Act, or in terms of a transaction or agreement, by applying to the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal. 
(3) If the responsible Member refers a matter contemplated in subsection (2) to the Office, 
the Office shall conduct an investigation into that matter. 
(4) The Office may by notice in the Provincial Gazette make known any investigation 
which it is conducting, and that any person may within a period specified in the notice 
make written representations regarding the investigation to the Office. 
(5) The Office may, for the purposes of an investigation, have regard to any investigation, 
finding or measure taken by the Commission in terms of the Consumer Protection Act, or 
the Minister of Trade and Industry in terms of that Act, or by any other competent 
authority, including an authority in another province. 
(6)  The Consumer Protector -  
may, if he or she is of the opinion that a complaint may more appropriately be dealt with 
by another competent authority, as identified in the Consumer Protection Act, he or she 
may at any time refer any investigation or any aspect thereof to such other authority, 
including an authority in another province: Provided that the office may at any time resume 
the investigation in relation to that matter. 

 (7) Upon initiating or accepting a complaint in terms of this section, the Office may: 
(a)  issue a notice of non-referral to the complainant in the prescribed form, if the complaint 

appears to be frivolous or vexatious, or does not allege any facts which, if true, would

constitute grounds for a remedy under this Act or the Consumer Protection Act; 
(b) refer the complaint to another regulatory authority with jurisdiction over the matter for 

investigation; or 
(c)  direct an inspector or investigator to investigate the complaint as quickly as practicable, in 

any other case. 
(8)  At any time during an investigation, the Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer 
Protector or the Office may designate one or more persons to assist inspector(s) or 
investigator(s) conducting the investigation contemplated in this section. 
(9)   The Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer Protector shall: 

(a) if at any time during or after the completion of an investigation, it becomes or is clear that 
a consumer has lodged a complaint with the Office seeking relief based on the measures 
provided for in this section of the Act and that Part H of Chapter 2 of the Consumer 
Protection Act will be applicable; then  

   (b) inform and advise the consumer that: 
(i) the Office will mediate and negotiate a settlement agreement and apply to the 

Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in terms of section 30 of this Act for confirmation of 
the agreement; however - 

  (aa) should a settlement not be reached; or 
(bb) should either of the parties during such settlement negotiations seek to 

enforce their remedies in a civil court; or  
(cc) should the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal confirm the settlement agreement 

in terms of section 30 of this Act and the respondent fails to honour the 
agreement - 

the Office will inform the consumer to seek redress through a civil court. 
 (10) Should the Office issue a notice of non-referral in response to a complaint, the 

complainant may refer the matter directly to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in the 
prescribed manner and form and within the prescribed time. 

 
12 Summoning and questioning of persons and production of books and documents 

(1)  At any time during an investigation being conducted in terms of section 11, if the 
Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer Protector is of the opinion that there is a 
reasonable possibility that the dispute can be settled by a negotiated settlement, the 
Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer Protector may refer the matter for 
conciliation.   
(2) Every party to such conciliation shall be entitled to be present personally or by 
representative and to be heard at such proceedings. 
(3)  If any party at any time fails, after having received reasonable notice of the time when 
and place where the proceedings will be held, to attend such proceedings without having 
shown previously to the Consumer Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector, or an 
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inspector or independent investigator, or a person in the service of the Office good and 
sufficient cause for such failure, the processes may proceed in the absence of such party. 
(4) The Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer Protector may issue a summons to 
any person who is believed to be able to furnish any information on the subject of the 
investigation, or to have possession or control of any book, document or other object that 
has a bearing on that subject— 

(a) to appear before the Consumer Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector, or before an 
inspector or independent investigator, or before a person in the service of the Office, to be 
questioned at a time and place specified in the summons; or 

(b)  to deliver or produce to the Consumer Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector, or to 
an inspector or independent investigator, or to a person in the service of the office, any 
book, document or other object referred to in paragraph (a) at a time and place specified in 
the summons. 

  (5) A summons referred to in subsection (4) shall- 
(a)  be in the prescribed form; 
(b)  contain particulars of the matter in connection with which the person concerned is required 

to appear; 
(c)  be signed by the Consumer Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector or another person 

in the service of the office authorised by the Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer 
Protector; and 

(d)  shall be served in terms of section 51 of this Act.  
(6) The Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector, the person in the service of 
the Office, an inspector or investigator before whom a person is summoned to appear, or to 
whom a person is required to deliver any book, document or other object, may — 

(a) interrogate and administer an oath to, or accept an affirmation from, the person named in 
the summons; and 

(b) retain any such book, document or other object for examination, for a period not exceeding 
two months, or such longer period as the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, on application and 
good cause shown, may allow. 
(7) A person questioned by the Consumer Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector or 
an inspector or independent investigator, or a person in the service of the office, 
conducting an investigation must answer each question truthfully and to the best of that 
person’s ability, but— 

(a)  a person is not obliged to answer any question if the answer is self-incriminating; and 
(b) the person asking the questions must inform that person of the right set out in paragraph 

(a). 
(8) No self-incriminating answer given or statement made by any person to the Consumer 
Protector, or the deputy Consumer Protector, or an inspector or investigator exercising 
powers in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act, will be admissible as evidence 
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against that person in criminal proceedings against that person instituted in any court, 
except in criminal proceedings for perjury or in which that person is tried for an offence 
contemplated in sections 38 or 39, and then only to the extent that the answer or statement 
is relevant to prove the offence charged with. 

 
13 Appointment of inspectors and investigators   

(1) The Consumer Protector — 
(a) may appoint any suitable employee of the office or any other suitable person as either an 

inspector or an investigator; and 
(b) must issue each inspector and investigator with a certificate in the prescribed form stating 

that the person has been appointed as an inspector or an investigator in terms of this Act. 
(2)  The Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector and every investigator 
appointed or contracted under subsection (1) shall be deemed to have been appointed as 
an inspector under subsection (1). 
(3) When an inspector and/or investigator performs any function of an inspection or an 
investigation in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act, the inspector and/or 
investigator— 

(a) must be in possession of a certificate of appointment issued to that inspector and/or 
investigator in terms of subsection (1); 

(b) must show that certificate to any person who— 
(i) is affected by the inspector’s and/or the investigator’s actions in terms of this Act or 
the Consumer Protection Act; and 
(ii) requests to see the certificate; and 

(c) has the powers of a peace officer as defined in section 1 of the Criminal Procedure Act, 
1977 (Act No. 51 of 1977), as amended and may exercise the powers conferred on a 
peace officer by law. 
(4) The Consumer Protector may appoint or contract with any suitably qualified person as 
an investigator to conduct research, audits, inquiries or other investigations on behalf of 
the office. 
(5) A person appointed in terms of subsection (4) is not an inspector within the meaning 
of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act. 
 

14  Conflicting interests 
The Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector and any other employee of the 
office, or person appointed by the Consumer Protector to be an inspector or investigator, 
may not— 

(a)  engage in any activity that may undermine the integrity of the Office; 
(b)  participate in any investigation, hearing or decision concerning a matter in respect of 

which that person has a direct financial interest or any similar personal interest; 
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(c)  make private use of, or profit from, any confidential information obtained as a result of 
performing that person’s official functions in the Office; or  

(d)  divulge any information referred to in paragraph (c) to any third party, except as required 
as part of that person’s official functions within the Office. 

 
15 Negotiation of agreements to discontinue prohibited conduct 

(1) The Office may negotiate and conclude an agreement with any person for- 
(a)  the discontinuance or avoidance of any prohibited conduct; 
(b)  the reimbursement, with interest, to affected consumers; 
(c)  an award of damages to the complainant, as envisioned in section 74(3) of the Consumer 

Protection Act;  
(d)  the discontinuance or avoidance of any aspect of any prohibited conduct; or 
(e)  any other matter relating to the prohibited conduct.  

(2)  An agreement- 
(a)  may be concluded at any time after the institution of an investigation, but before the 

making of a final order by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; 
(b)  shall be in writing and signed by the parties thereto; and 
(c)  shall be subject to confirmation by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in accordance with 

section 30. 
 
16 Compliance notices 

(1) Subject to subsection (2), the Office may, in respect of prohibited conduct in terms of 
this Act or in respect of prohibited conduct in terms of the Consumer Protection Act, and 
on behalf of the Commission, issue a compliance notice in the prescribed form to a 
person or association of persons whom the Office on reasonable grounds believes has 
engaged in prohibited conduct.  
(2) Before issuing a notice in terms of subsection (1) to a regulated entity, the Office 
must consult with the regulatory authority that issued a license to that regulated entity. 
(3)  A compliance notice contemplated in subsection (1) must set out— 

(a) the person or association to whom the notice applies; 
(b) the provision of this Act and/or the provision of the Consumer Protection Act that has not 

been complied with; 
(c)  details of the nature and extent of the non-compliance; 
(d)  any steps that are required to be taken and the period within which those steps must be 

taken; and 
(e)  any penalty that may be imposed in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act if 

those steps are not taken. 
(4) A compliance notice issued in terms of this section remains in force until— 

(a)  it is set aside by the Tribunal or a civil court, or a High Court upon a review of the 
Tribunal’s or civil court’s decision concerning the notice; or 
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(b)  the Office, on behalf of the Commission, issues a compliance certificate contemplated in 
subsection (5). 
(5) If the requirements of a compliance notice issued in terms of subsection (1) have been 
satisfied, the Office, on behalf of the Commission, must issue a compliance certificate. 
(6) If a person to whom a compliance notice has been issued fails to comply with the 
notice, the Office may either— 

(a)  apply to the Tribunal for the imposition of an administrative fine; or 
(b)  refer the matter to the National Prosecuting Authority for prosecution as an offence in 

terms of sections 38 or 39, but may not do both in respect of any particular compliance 
notice. 

 
17 Objection to notices 

(1) Any person issued with a notice in terms of section 16 may apply to the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal in the prescribed manner and form to review that notice within— 

(a)  15 business days after receiving that notice; or 
(b)  such longer period as may be allowed by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal on good cause 

shown. 
(2) After considering any representations by the applicant and any other relevant 
information, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may confirm, modify or cancel all or part 
of a notice. 
(3) If the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal confirms or modifies all or part of a notice, the 
applicant must comply with that notice as confirmed or modified, within the time period 
specified in it. 

 
18 Institution of proceedings after completion of investigation 

(1) Upon completion of an investigation, the Consumer Protector or the deputy Consumer 
Protector may institute proceedings by way of either lodging an application with, or the 
issuing of summons through the clerk of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal - 

(a)  against the person or entity alleged to be responsible for the prohibited conduct in 
question; and/or 

(b)  generally, with a view to the prohibition of any prohibited conduct or type of prohibited 
conduct, in general or in relation to a particular commodity or investment or any kind of 
commodity or investment or a particular business or any type of business or a particular 
area, and which is commonly applied for the purposes of or in connection with the 
creation or maintenance of prohibited conduct. 
(2) If the office decides not to institute proceedings, the Consumer Protector or the 
deputy Consumer Protector shall inform the complainant. 
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Part C 
Powers in Support of Investigation 

 
19  Authority to enter and search under warrant 

(1) The Consumer Protector may apply to a judge of the High Court, to a regional 
magistrate, or to a magistrate to issue a warrant to enter and search any premises that are 
within the jurisdiction of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal if, from information on oath or 
affirmation, there are reasonable grounds to believe that— 

(a)  a contravention of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act has taken place, is taking 
place, or is likely to take place on or in those premises; or 

(b)  anything connected with an investigation in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection 
Act is in the possession of, or under the control of, a person who is on or in those 
premises. 
(2) A warrant to enter and search may be issued at any time and must specifically— 

(a) identify the premises that may be entered and searched; and 
(b)  authorise an inspector or inspectors and/or a police officer or police officers to enter and 

search the premises and to do anything listed in section 20. 
(3) A warrant to enter and search is valid until one of the following events occurs: 

(a)  the warrant is executed; 
(b)  the warrant is cancelled by the person who issued it or, in that person’s absence, by a 

person with similar authority; 
(c)  the purpose for issuing it has lapsed; or 
(d)  the expiry of one month after the date it was issued. 

(4) A warrant to enter and search may be executed only during the day, unless the judge, 
regional magistrate or magistrate who issued it authorises that it may be executed at night 
at a time that is reasonable in the circumstances. 
(5) A person authorised by warrant issued in terms of subsection (2) may enter and search 
premises named in that warrant. 
(6) Immediately before commencing with the execution of a warrant, a person executing 
that warrant must either— 

(a)  if the owner, or person in control, of the premises to be searched is present— 
(i) provide identification to that person and explain to that person the authority by which 
the warrant is being executed; and 
(ii) hand a copy of the warrant to that person or to the person named in it; or 

(b)  if none of those persons is present, affix a copy of the warrant to the premises in a 
prominent and visible place. 
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20  Powers to enter and search 
(1) A person or persons authorised under section 19 to enter and search premises may, 

subject to direction and confirmation by a judge of the High Court, a regional magistrate 
or a magistrate — 

(a) enter upon or into those premises; 
(b)  search those premises; 
(c)  search any person on those premises if there are reasonable grounds for believing that the 

person has personal possession of an article or document that has a bearing on the 
investigation; 

(d)  examine any article or document that is on or in those premises that has a bearing on the 
investigation; 

(e)  request information about any article or document from the owner of, or person in control 
of, the premises or from any person who has control of the article or document, or from 
any other person who may have the information; 

(f)  take extracts from, or make copies of, any book or document that is on or in the premises 
that has a bearing on the investigation; 

(g)  use any computer system on the premises, or require assistance of any person on the 
premises to use that computer system, to— 
(i) search any data contained in or available to that computer system; 
(ii) reproduce any record from that data; 

(h)  seize any output from that computer for examination and copying; and 
(i)  attach and if necessary remove from the premises for examination and safekeeping 

anything that has a bearing on the investigation. 
(2) Section 12(8) applies equally to an answer given or statement made to an inspector or 
police officer in terms of this section. 
(3) An inspector authorised to conduct an entry and search in terms of section 19 may be 
accompanied and assisted by one or more police officer(s). 

 
21  Conduct of entry and search 

(1) A person who enters and searches any premises under section 20 must conduct the 
entry and search with strict regard for decency and order, and with regard for each 
person’s right to dignity, freedom, security and privacy. 
(2) During any search under section 20(1)(c), only a female inspector or police officer 
may search a female person, and only a male inspector or police officer may search a 
male person. 
(3)  A person who enters and searches premises under section 20, before questioning 
anyone, must— 

(a)  advise that person of the right to be assisted at the time by an advocate or attorney; and 
(b)  allow that person to exercise that right. 
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(4)  A person who removes anything from premises being searched must— 
(a)  issue a receipt for it to the owner of, or person in control of, the premises; and 
(b)  return it as soon as practicable after achieving the purpose for which it was removed. 

(5)  During a search, a person may refuse to permit the inspection or removal of an article 
or document on the grounds that it contains privileged information. 
(6)  If the owner or person in control of an article or document refuses in terms of 
subsection (5) to give that article or document to the person or persons conducting the 
search, the person or persons conducting the search may approach the Consumer 
Protector to request the sheriff that has jurisdiction to attach and remove the article or 
document for safe custody until the judge of the High Court, regional magistrate or 
magistrate, who issued the warrant, determines whether or not the information is 
privileged. 
(7)  A police officer who is authorised to enter and search premises under section 19, or 
who is assisting an inspector who is authorised to enter and search premises under section 
20, may overcome resistance to the entry and search by using as much force as is 
reasonably required, including breaking a door or window of the premises. 
(8) Before using force in terms of subsection (7), a police officer must audibly demand 
admission and must announce the purpose of the entry, unless it is reasonable to believe 
that doing so may induce someone to destroy or dispose of an article or document that is 
the object of the search.  

 
22 Claims that information is confidential 

(1) When submitting information to the Office, the Consumer Protector, the deputy 
Consumer Protector, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, or an inspector or investigator 
appointed in terms of this Act, a person may claim that all or part of that information is 
confidential. 
(2) Any claim contemplated in subsection (1) must be supported by a written statement 
explaining why the information is confidential. 
(3) The Office, the Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector, the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal, inspector or investigator, as the case may be, must— 

(a)  consider any claim made in terms of subsection (1); and 
(b)  notify the claimant whether or not the information contemplated in subsection (1) will be 

treated as if it had been determined to be confidential. 
(4) When making any ruling, decision or order in terms of this Act or the Consumer 

Protection Act, the Office, the Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector, or 
the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may take into account any information that has been the 
subject of a claim in terms of subsection (1). 
(5) If any reasons for a decision in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act 
would reveal any information that has been the subject of a claim in terms of subsection 
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(1), the Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector or the Gauteng Consumer 
Tribunal, as the case may be, must provide a copy of the proposed reasons to the party 
claiming confidentiality at least five business days before publishing those reasons. 
(6)  Within five business days after receiving a notice in terms of subsection (3)(b), or a 
copy of proposed reasons in terms of subsection (5), a party may apply to a civil court for 
an appropriate order to protect the confidentiality of the relevant information. 

 
 

CHAPTER 4 
GAUTENG CONSUMER TRIBUNAL 

 
Part A 

Establishment of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 
 
23 Establishment of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal   

(1) The responsible Member shall, by notice in the Provincial Gazette, establish the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal for the Province of Gauteng. 
(2) The seat of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be at such place as the responsible 
Member may from time to time determine in general or in relation to particular 
proceedings. 

 
24 Appointment of Gauteng Consumer Tribunal members 

(1) Members of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be appointed by the responsible 
Member in concurrence with the committee. 
(2) The Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall consist of five persons, namely- 

(a)  a chairperson, who shall be- 
  (i)  a retired judge of the High Court; or 

  (ii) an attorney; advocate; retired magistrate; or lecturer in law at a university, with not less 
than 10 years' cumulative experience in one or more such capacities; 

(b)  four additional members having special knowledge or experience of consumer advocacy, 
economics, industry or commerce. 
(3) The responsible Member may appoint an alternate member for every member of the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal.    
(4) The responsible Member shall invite interested parties, by notice in the Provincial 
Gazette and an advertisement in the print media regarded as appropriate by the responsible 
Member, to nominate candidates, within 21 days of the publication of such notice, for 
consideration as members of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal. 
(5) The names of the nominees shall thereafter be published in the said Gazette and print 
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media for comment. 
(6) The panel for conducting the interviews for the appointment of members of the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be constituted by the responsible Member. 
(7) Interviews of nominees shall be open to the public.  
(8) A member and alternate member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall, before 
assuming office, make and subscribe to an oath or solemn affirmation in the prescribed 
form before the responsible Member. 
(9) A member and alternate member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be appointed 
for such period and paid such remuneration and allowances as the responsible Member 
may determine, and different remuneration and allowances may be determined in respect 
of different members and alternate members. 

 
25 Persons disqualified from being members of Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

(1) No person shall be appointed or remain a member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal if 
he or she is not a fit and proper person or- 

(a)  is not a citizen of the Republic of South Africa resident in the Province; 
(b)  is a public servant; 
(c)  at the relevant time is, or during the preceding 12 months was, an office bearer or 

employee of any party, movement, organisation or body of a party-political nature; 
(d)  is an unrehabilitated insolvent; 
(e)  has at any time been convicted, whether in the Republic of South Africa or elsewhere, of 

theft, fraud, forgery or uttering a forged document, perjury, an offence under this Act or the 
Corruption Act, 1992 (Act 94 of 1992), or any offence involving dishonesty; 

(f)  has at any time been removed from an office of trust on account of misconduct. 
(2) No person shall remain a member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal if he or she fails 
to disclose an interest which would require him or her to be recused. 

 
26 Constitution of Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

(1) Subject to subsection (4), the quorum of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be three 
members. 
(2) Except where otherwise provided, a decision of the majority of members of the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal present shall be the decision of the Gauteng Consumer 
Tribunal. 
(3) A member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall recuse himself or herself from 
proceedings on the grounds of any interest or association likely to affect his or her 
impartial consideration of the matter, or which is likely to be seen to do so. 
(4) If at any stage during the proceedings before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal - 

 (a)  the chairperson becomes incapable of acting or is absent, the proceedings shall begin 
afresh; 
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(b)  any other member becomes incapable of acting or is absent, the proceedings shall continue 
before the remaining members; 

(c)  two or more other members become incapable of acting or are absent, the proceedings shall 
begin afresh unless all the parties to the proceedings agree unconditionally in writing to 
accept the decision of the majority of remaining members. 
(5)  In the event that the proceedings continue before an even number of members and 
there is a split decision, the chairperson's decision shall be decisive. 
(6)  The quorum of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, for purposes of motions for consent 
orders in terms of section 30, will be the chairperson or one member, designated by the 
chairperson.   

 
 

Part B 
Functions and Proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

 
27 Functions, powers and duties of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal     
  (1) The Gauteng Consumer Tribunal - 
 (a)  shall hear, consider and make a decision on any matter which is before it by virtue of 

proceedings envisaged by this Act or the Consumer Protection Act; 
 (b) may award costs, on a scale to be prescribed or in an amount determined by the Gauteng 

Consumer Tribunal, against any person found to have conducted himself/herself in a 
manner that constitutes prohibited conduct; 

 (c) may generally deal with all matters necessary or incidental to the performance of its 
functions under this Act or the Consumer Protection Act; 

 (d) shall exercise any other powers and perform the functions and duties assigned to it by 
this Act or the Consumer Protection Act; 

 (e) shall hear and issue findings and orders on any matter referred to it by the office, 
whether the investigation was initiated and/or completed by the office, or by any person, 
alternative dispute resolution agent, the Commission, consumer protection group, or any 
entity described in Chapter 3 of the Consumer Protection Act; 

 (f) shall hear and issue findings and orders on any matter referred to it by any person, 
alternative dispute resolution agent, the Commission, consumer protection group, or any 
entity described in Chapter 3 of the Consumer Protection Act. 
(2) Process of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall run throughout the Province and 
orders of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall have force throughout the Province. 
(3) The responsible Member shall, subject to the laws governing in the public service, 
appoint- 

 (a) a clerk of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal to perform the administrative work incidental 
to the functions of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; and 
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 (b) such other persons to assist the clerk of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal as may be 
necessary. 
(4)  Orders and judgments made by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be published 
on the website of the Department of the Province responsible for this Act. 
(5)  Costs recovered in terms of this section must be paid into the Provincial Revenue 
Fund referred to in section 213 of the Constitution. 

 
28 Proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

(1) Proceedings before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be initiated either by way of 
application or by way of a summons in the prescribed form which shall be served on the 
person concerned in any manner as may be prescribed, which may include service outside 
the Province. 
(2) All proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall, subject to the provisions of 
subsection (3), be open to the public. 
(3) The Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may direct that the public or any member thereof may 
not attend any proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal or any portion thereof, if 
this is justified in the interests of- 

(a)  the conduct of the proceedings or the consideration of the matter in question; or 
(b)  the protection of the privacy of any person alleged to be involved in the prohibited conduct 

in question or of the confidentiality of any information relating to that person; or 
(c)  if the proper conduct of the hearing requires is; or 
(d)  for any other reason that would be justifiable in civil proceedings in a High Court.  

(4)  Proceedings before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be presented by the Office, 
who may be represented or assisted by an advocate, attorney, or any other person approved 
by the responsible Member, subject to sections 11(10) and 16 of this Act.   
(5)  Joinder of complainants:   

(a) any number of consumers, each of whom has a separate claim against the same respondent, 
may join as complainants in one action if their right to relief depends upon the 
determination of some question of law or fact which if separate actions were instituted 
would arise in each action: Provided that if such joint action be instituted the respondent 
may apply to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal for an order directing that separate trials be 
held and the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in its discretion may make such order as it deems 
just and expedient.   

(b) In any joint action instituted as aforesaid judgment may be given for such one or more of 
the complainants as may be found entitled to relief. 
(6)  Joinder of respondents:   

(a) several respondents may be sued in the alternative or both in the alternative and jointly in 
one action, whenever it is alleged by the complainant or complainants that he or she or they 
suffered as a result of prohibited conduct and that it is uncertain which of the respondents 
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is in law responsible for such prohibited conduct: Provided that on the application of any of 
the respondents the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may in its discretion order that separate 
trials be held, or make such other order as it may deem just and expedient.  

(b) In any joint action instituted as aforesaid judgment may be given for such one or more of 
the respondents as may be found entitled to relief. 
(7) Any person who may be adversely affected by the proceedings shall be entitled to 
participate in the proceedings. 
(8) Any person against whom proceedings are instituted or who may be adversely affected 
by such proceedings may appear in person or be represented or assisted by an advocate, 
attorney or any other person. 
(9)  Amendment of proceedings.   

(a) In any proceedings, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may, at any time before judgment, 
amend any summons or other document forming part of the record: Provided that no 
amendment shall be made by which any party other than the party applying for such 
amendment may (notwithstanding adjournment) be prejudiced in the conduct of his or her 
action or defence. 

(b) In proceedings, an amendment may be made upon such terms as the Gauteng Consumer 
Tribunal may judge reasonable. 

(c) No misnomer in regard to the name of any person or place shall vitiate any proceedings of 
the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal if the person or place is described as commonly known, 
and the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may, on application, correct such misnomer at any 
time before or after judgment is given. 
(10)  The Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall keep a record of its proceedings. 

 
29 Summoning of witnesses and production of documents 

(1) For the purpose of ascertaining any matter relating to proceedings before the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal, it may- 

(a)  by summons addressed to any person, including the person alleged to have participated in 
prohibited conduct, in the prescribed form under the hand of the clerk to the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal, and served in the prescribed manner, require such person to appear 
before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal at a time and place specified in such summons, to 
give evidence and to produce any book, document or object in the possession or custody or 
under the control of such person and which may be reasonably necessary, material and 
relevant in connection with those proceedings; 

(b)  require such person to take an oath or make an affirmation; and 
(c)  question such person and examine any book, document or object which he or she has been 

required to produce. 
(2) A person shall be guilty of an offence if he or she, having been summoned in terms of 
this section- 
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(a)  fails without sufficient cause to attend at the time and place specified in the summons, or to 
remain in attendance until the conclusion of the proceedings or until he or she has been 
excused by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal from further attendance; 

(b)  refuses to take the oath or make an affirmation; 
(c)  refuses to answer, or to answer fully and satisfactorily to the best of his or her knowledge 

and belief, any question lawfully put to him or her; 
(d)  fails to produce any book, document or object in his or her possession or custody or under 

his or her control, which he or she was required to produce; 
(e)  makes a false statement before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal knowing such statement to 

be false or not knowing or believing it to be true. 
(3) A person who has been summoned to appear in terms of this section shall not be 
entitled to refuse to answer any question or to produce any book, document or object on the 
ground that he or she would thereby be exposed to a criminal charge: Provided that, to the 
extent that such answer, book, document or article does expose the person concerned to a 
criminal charge, no evidence thereof shall be admissible in any criminal proceedings 
against that person, except where that person stands trial on a charge  for perjury or in 
which a person is tried for an offence contemplated in sections 32, 39 and/or 40.  

 
 

Part C 
Orders of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

 
30 Confirmation of agreements negotiated by Office  

(1)  If a matter has been investigated by the Office, and the parties to the dispute agree to 
the proposed terms of an appropriate order, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, without 
hearing any evidence, may confirm that agreement as a consent order. 
(2)  The Office must apply to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal for confirmation of an 
agreement concluded in terms of section 15 of this Act. 
(3)  The quorum of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, for purposes of motions for the 
confirmation of agreements negotiated by the Office, will be the chairperson or one 
member, designated by the chairperson. 
(4) The Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may, with due consideration of the interests of 
 affected consumers, issue an order- 

(a)  confirming the agreement 
(b)  confirming the agreement with such modifications as may be agreed to by the person 

concerned, and subject to such conditions as may be agreed to by that person, as the 
Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may deem fit. 

(c)  setting aside that agreement if, after the persons involved in the agreement have been given 
an opportunity to be heard, it is satisfied that the agreement will not ensure the 
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discontinuance or avoidance of the prohibited conduct in question. 
  (5) A consent order confirmed in terms of subsection (1) may include an award of damages 

to the complainant 
(6) Orders in terms of this section shall be published on the website of the Department of 
the Province responsible for this Act and shall thereupon have the same effect as an order 
in terms of section 31. 

 
 
31 Orders by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal prohibiting prohibited conduct  

(1) If the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal is satisfied that an act or act of prohibited conduct 
exists or may come into existence, and has not confirmed an agreement as contemplated in 
section 30, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may direct, by way of such order as may be 
necessary to ensure the discontinuance or prevention of the prohibited conduct in question, 
and such order may, without prejudice to the generality of the aforegoing, direct any 
person concerned in the prohibited conduct to take such action as may be necessary to 
ensure the discontinuance or prevention of the unfair prohibited conduct.  
(2)  If the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal finds that money was accepted from consumers in 
the course of any prohibited conduct, and it is necessary to limit or prevent financial loss to 
those consumers, the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may order any person to repay such 
money to the affected consumers, together with interest at the prescribed rate.  
(3) An order of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in terms of this section - 

(a)  shall be made known by publication on the website of the Department of the Province 
responsible for this Act; and 

(b)  may in addition be made known in any other manner, including a notice in a newspaper or 
magazine or on the radio or television. 

 
32 Administrative fines 

(1) The Office and/or Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may, in respect of prohibited or 
required conduct, refer matters to the Tribunal to impose an administrative fine. 
(2) An administrative fine imposed in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act 
may not exceed the greater 
of— 

(a)  10 per cent of the respondent’s annual turnover during the preceding financial year; or 
(b)  R1 000 000. 

(3) When determining an appropriate administrative fine, the Tribunal must consider the 
following factors: 

(a)  The nature, duration, gravity and extent of the contravention; 
(b)  any loss or damage suffered as a result of the contravention; 
(c)  the behaviour of the respondent; 
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(d)  the market circumstances in which the contravention took place; 
(e)  the level of profit derived from the contravention;  
(f)  the degree to which the respondent has co-operated with the office and the Gauteng 

Consumer Tribunal; and 
(g)  whether the respondent has previously been found in contravention of this Act or the 

Consumer Protection Act.  
(4) For the purpose of this section, the annual turnover of a supplier at the time when an 
administrative fine is assessed, is the total income of that supplier during the immediately 
preceding year, as determined in the prescribed manner. 
(5) A fine payable in terms of this section must be paid into the Provincial Revenue Fund 
referred to in section 213 of the Constitution. 

 
33 Correction and clarification of orders by the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal  

(1) At any time after the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal has granted an order in terms of this 
Act, it may approve of the correction of an omission or error or the clarification of any 
provision in the order if such correction or clarification is necessary, and any such 
correction or clarification shall be made known by publication of a notice on the website of 
the Department of the Province responsible for this Act.  
(2) An order of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in terms of subsection (1)- 

(a)  shall be made known by publication of a notice on the website of the Department of the 
Province responsible for this Act; and 

(b)  may in addition be made known in any other manner, including a notice in a newspaper or 
magazine or on the radio or television. 

 
34 Effect of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal findings and orders 

(1) A judgement or an order of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may, on the application to 
a court of competent jurisdiction by any party, after due notice to the other party or parties, 
be made an order of court.  
(2) The court to which application is so made, may, before making the judgement or order 
of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal an order of court, correct any clerical mistake or any 
patent error arising from any accidental slip or omission. 
(3) A judgement or an order of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal which has been made an 
order of court may be enforced in the same manner as any judgment or order of such court, 
to the same effect.  

 
35 Review  

Without prejudice to the constitutional right of any person to gain access to a civil court of 
law, the proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal may be brought under review 
before the High Court within its area of jurisdiction.  
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CHAPTER 5 
OFFENCES AND PENALTIES 

 
 
36 Breach of confidence 

(1) It is an offence to disclose any personal or confidential information concerning the 
affairs of any person obtained— 

(a)  in carrying out any function in terms of this Act; or the Consumer Protection Act or  
(b)  as a result of initiating a complaint or participating in any proceedings in terms of this Act 

or the Consumer Protection Act. 
(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to information disclosed— 

(a)  for the purpose of the proper administration or enforcement of this Act or the Consumer 
Protection Act; 

(b) for the purpose of the administration of justice; or 
(c) at the request of an inspector, regulatory authority or a member of the Gauteng Consumer 

Tribunal entitled to receive the information. 
 
37  Hindering administration of Act 

(1) It is an offence to hinder, oppose, obstruct or unduly influence any person who is 
exercising a power or performing a duty delegated, conferred or imposed on that person by 
this Act or the Consumer Protection Act. 
(2) A person commits an offence if that person, having been summoned—  

(a) fails without sufficient cause to appear at the time and place specified or to remain in 
attendance until excused; or 

(b) attends as required, but— 
(i)  refuses to be sworn in or to make an affirmation; or 
(ii) fails to produce a book, document or other item as ordered, if it is in the possession of, 
or under the control of, that person. 
(3)A person commits an offence if that person, having been sworn in or having made 

an affirmation— 
(a) fails to answer any question fully and to the best of his or her ability, subject to section         

12(7); or 
(b) gives false evidence, knowing or believing it to be false. 
 
38 Offences relating to Office and the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal 

(1) A person commits an offence if that person contravenes or fails to comply with an 
order of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal. 
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(2) A person commits an offence if that person— 
(a) does anything calculated to improperly influence the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal or an 

inspector or an investigator concerning any matter connected with an investigation; 
(b) anticipates any findings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in a way that is calculated to 

influence the proceedings or findings; 
(c) does anything in connection with an investigation that would have been contempt of 

court if the proceedings had occurred in a court of law; 
(d) knowingly provides false information to an inspector or an investigator; 
(e) defames the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, or a member the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, 

in their respective official capacities; 
(f) wilfully interrupts the proceedings of a hearing or misbehaves in the place where a 

hearing is being conducted; 
(g) acts contrary to a warrant to enter and search; or 
(h) without authority, but claiming to have authority in terms of section 19—  

(i)  enters or searches premises; or 
(ii) attaches or removes an article or document. 

 
39 Offences relating to prohibited conduct 

It is an offence to fail to act in accordance with a compliance notice, but no person may 
be prosecuted for such an offence in respect of the compliance notice if, as a result of the 
failure of that person to comply with that notice, the Office has applied to the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal for the imposition of an administrative fine.  

 
 40 Penalties 

(1) Any person convicted of an offence in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection 
Act is liable— 

(a) in the case of a contravention of section 36(1), to a fine or to imprisonment for a period 
not exceeding 10 years, or to both a fine and imprisonment; or 

(b)  in any other case, to a fine or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding 12 months, or to 
both a fine and imprisonment. 
(2) Despite anything to the contrary contained in any other law, a Magistrate’s Court has 
jurisdiction to impose any penalty provided for in subsection (1). 

 
 

CHAPTER 6 
MISCELANEOUS PROVISIONS 

 
41 Delegation of power 

(1)  The responsible Member may, subject to the provisions of this section, in writing, 
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delegate a power, function or duty conferred, entrusted or imposed on the responsible 
Member in terms of this Act to the Head of Department or the Consumer Protector with 
or without conditions. 
(2)  The responsible Member may not delegate the power- 

(a) to appoint the members of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; and 
(b) to make regulations. 

(3)  The Consumer Protector may delegate his or her powers, duties or functions to any 
member in the service of the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office. 
(4)  A delegation under this section does not prevent the responsible Member or the 
Consumer Protector from exercising or performing that delegated power, duty or 
function. 
(5)  A delegation under this section may be revoked or withdrawn at any time. 
(6)  Anything done in the exercise or performance of a delegated power, duty or function 
is regarded to have been done by the responsible Member or the Consumer Protector, as 
the case may be.  

 
42 Confidentiality 

No investigating officer, person in the service of the Office, member of the Gauteng 
Consumer Tribunal, or person contemplated by sections 6(2) or 29 shall disclose any 
information acquired by him or her in the exercise or performance of any powers, 
functions or duties in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act, except-  

(a)  in so far as may be necessary for the purpose of the due and proper exercise or 
performance of any power, function or duty in terms of this Act or the Consumer 
Protection Act; or 

(b)  on the order of a civil court of law. 
 
 
43 Limitation of liability 

No employee of the Office or member of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal shall be 
personally liable in respect of carrying out their duties in good faith under this Act or the 
Consumer Protection Act. 

 
44 State bound 

This Act shall bind the State, except in so far as criminal liability is concerned. 
 
45 Waiver of benefits 

Any agreement or contractual term purporting to exclude the provisions of this Act or the 
Consumer Protection Act or to limit the application thereof shall be void. 
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46 Vicarious liability 
(1) If an employee or agent of a person is liable in terms of this Act for anything done or 
omitted in the course of that person’s employment or activities on behalf of their 
principal, the employer or principal is jointly and severally liable with that person. 
(2) This section does not apply in respect of criminal liability 

 
47 Interim relief 

(1) A person who has applied for relief to a civil court, or the complainant in a complaint 
that has been referred to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, may apply to a civil court of 
law subject to its rules, or to the Tribunal, as the case may be, for an interim order in 
respect of that application or complaint, and the civil court or Tribunal may grant such an 
order if—  

   (a)  there is evidence that the allegations may be true; 
   (b)  an interim order is reasonably necessary to— 

(i) prevent serious, irreparable damage to that person; or 
(ii) to prevent the purposes of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act being frustrated; 

(c) the respondent has been given a reasonable opportunity to be heard, having regard to the 
urgency of the proceedings; and  

   (d)  the balance of convenience favours the granting of the order. 
(2) An interim order in terms of this section must not extend beyond the earlier of— 

   (a)   the conclusion of a hearing into an application or a complaint; or 
   (b)  the date that is six months after the date of issue of the interim order. 

(3) If an interim order has been granted, and a hearing into that matter has not been 
concluded within six months after the date of that order, the court or Tribunal, on good 
cause shown, may extend the interim order for a further period not exceeding six months. 

  
48 Civil actions and jurisdiction 

(1) If an agreement, provision of an agreement, or a notice to which a transaction or 
agreement is purported to be subject, has been declared by a provision of this Act or the 
Consumer Protection Act to be void, that agreement, provision or notice must be 
regarded as having been of no force or effect at any time, unless a civil court has declared 
that the relevant provision of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act does not apply to 
the impugned agreement, provision or notice. 
(2) A person who has suffered loss or damage as a result of prohibited conduct -  

(a)  may not institute a claim in a civil court for the assessment of the amount or awarding of 
damages if that person has consented to an award of damages in a consent order; or 

(b)  if entitled to commence an action referred to in paragraph (a), when instituting 
proceedings, must file with the registrar or clerk of the court a notice from the 
Chairperson of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal in the prescribed form— 
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(i)  certifying whether the conduct constituting the basis for the action has been found 
to be a prohibited or required conduct in terms of this Act or the Consumer 
Protection Act;  

(ii)  stating the date of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal’s finding, if any; and 
(iii)  setting out the section of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act in terms of 

which the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal made its finding, if any. 
(3)  A certificate referred to in subsection (2)(b) is sufficient proof of its contents. 
 

49 Limitations of bringing action 
(1) A complaint in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act may not be referred 
or made to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal or the Tribunal more than three years after— 

(a)  the act or omission that is the cause of the complaint; or 
(b)  in the case of a course of conduct or continuing practice, the date that the conduct or 

practice ceased. 
(2) A complaint in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act may not be referred 
to the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal or the Tribunal in terms of this Act or the Consumer 
Protection Act, against any person that is, or has been, a respondent in proceedings under 
another section of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act relating substantially to the 
same conduct.  

 
50 Standard of proof 

In any proceedings before the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal or the Tribunal in terms of 
this Act or the Consumer Protection Act, the standard of proof is on a balance of 
probabilities. 

 
51 Serving documents 

Unless otherwise provided in this Act, a notice, order or other document that, in terms of 
this Act or the Consumer Protection Act, must be served on a person, will have been 
properly served when it has been either— 

(a)  delivered to that person by a member of the Office; or 
(b)  sent by registered mail to that person’s last known address; or 
(c)   served by the Office by means of facsimile to that person’s last known facsimile address; 

or 
(d) sent by email to that person’s last known email address; or 
(e)   served according to Rule 9 of the Rules Regulating the conduct of the Proceedings of the 

Magistrates’ Courts of South Africa, published under GN R740 in GG 33487 of 23 
August 2010.   
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52 Proof of facts 
(1) In any criminal proceedings in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act — 

(a)  if it is proved that a false statement, entry or record or false information appears in or on 
a book, document, plan, drawing or computer storage medium, the person who kept that 
item may be presumed to have made the statement, entry, record or information; and 

(b)  an order certified by the Chairperson of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal is prima facie 
proof of the contents of the order. 
(2)  A statement, entry, record or information in or on any book, document, plan, drawing 
or computer storage medium is admissible in evidence as an admission of the facts in or 
on it by the person who appears to have made, entered, recorded or stored it. 

 
 

CHAPTER 7 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 

 
53 Regulations 

(1) The responsible Member shall, with the concurrence of a committee of the Provincial 
Legislature with responsibility for consumer affairs and after consultation with the 
chairperson of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal, make regulations relating to- 

(a)  the practice and proceedings of the Gauteng Consumer Tribunal; 
(b)  any matter which in terms of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act is required or 

permitted to be prescribed; 
(c)  in general, any matter which is considered necessary or expedient to prescribe for 

achieving the objects of this Act or the Consumer Protection Act.  
(2) The responsible Member shall, not less than one month before any regulation is made, 
cause the text of such regulation to be published in the Provincial Gazette together with a 
notice declaring his or her intention to make that regulation, and inviting interested persons 
to furnish any comments thereon or any representations which they may wish to make in 
regard thereto.  
(3) The provisions of subsection (2) shall not apply in respect of any regulation which, 
after the provisions of that subsection have been complied with, has been amended by the 
responsible Member after consultation with the chairperson of the Gauteng Consumer 
Tribunal in consequence of comments or representations received by the board in 
pursuance of such compliance. 

 
54      Repeal of laws 

The following Act is hereby repealed:  Consumer Affairs (Unfair Business Practices) Act, 
1996 (Act No 7 of 1996). 
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55  Transitional arrangements  
(1) Any complaint lodged with the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office before the 
commencement of this Act in terms of any repealed legislation must be dispensed with and 
finalised in terms of this Act. 
(2)  Where the Consumer Protector, the deputy Consumer Protector or a member of staff in 
the service of the Gauteng Consumer Protection Office has been designated or appointed in 
terms of any legislation repealed by this Act, such designation or appointment shall 
continue as a designation or appointment in terms of this Act. 

 
56 Short title and commencement 
 (1) This Act is called the Gauteng Consumer Protection Act, 2018. 

(2) This Act shall come into operation on a date determined by the Premier by 
proclamation in the Provincial Gazette and different dates may be determined for the 
coming into operation of different sections of this Act.
