Purchase of Private Graves. )
26. (1) The Council may, at its discretion, sell to any
person the use of any piece of ground in a cemetery for
a private grave or plot. Such graves shall be of the dimen-
sions described in Schedule A. Any person desiring to
purchase the use of any such private grave or plot shall
apply to the superintendent. Such grave or plot shall be
allotted by the superintendent and held subject to these
by-laws.

(2) No plot or private grave may be purchased before
the decease of the first person to be interred therein and
no plot shall consist of more than two graves.

(3) Sub-section (2) sha;ll not apply to graves éh.d plots
purchased under the provisions of the by-laws hereby
revoked.

Any person requiring an aperture of larger dimensions
for any interment shall, together with the notice of inter-
ment, give the measurement.of the coffin, including fittings.

Child's Coffin Over Size.

37. Should a child’s coffin be too large for a child’s
grave it will be placed in an aduit’s grave and the usual
fee for an adult’s grave shall be paid by the person giving
