(2) Any hawker, whether he is in terms of the provisions of 
the Licence Ordinance, 1974 (Ordinance 19 of 1974), in pos­
session of a licence or not, who departs from the allotted 
stand shall be guilty of an offence.

(3) Any hawker carrying on a business from an allotted 
stand shall keep his goods or produce on his vehicle, struc­
ture or stand except when it is necessary to remove such 
goods from the stand for purposes of selling it.

(4) No hawker shall be allowed to use any rack, stand, 
structure or hoarding unless same has been approved by the 
Town Council for use on any allotted stand.

(5) No hawker may place or exhibit any of his goods or 
merchandise on the ground or on the surface of any allotted 
stand.

(6) The Town Council may at its sole discretion demarcate 
with white or yellow lines any stand and may allot to any such 
stand a number.

(7) No hawker carrying on business from a stand allotted to 
him in accordance with these by-laws may place or exhibit his 
merchandise anywhere else than within die boundaries of the 
stand so demarcated by the Council with white or yellow 
lines.

Obstructions and Nuisance

4. (1) Whenever a hawker in the opinion of an authorized
