. REGULATIONS RELATING TO OLD AGE
PENSIONS IN RESPECT OF NAMAS

Under section 20 of the Aged Persons Act, 1967 (Act
81 of 1967), 1. Jan Jurie Loots, Minister of Coloured
Affairs, hereby make, with effect from 1 Januvary 1972,
the following regulations in respect of Namas resident in
the Territery of South-West Africa.

1. J. LOOTS, Minister of Coloured Affairs.

REGULATIONS
Application of Regulations

1. (1) These regulations shall apply to Namas resident
in the Territory of South-West Africa.

(2) For the purposes of subregulation (1) “Nainas”
shall mean persons, who in appearance obviously are
members of the population group known as the Namas
or who are normally accepted as members of such popu-
lation group. but shall not include persons. whe, although
in appearance obviously are members of such population
group, are normally accepted as White persons or
Coloured persons or Burghers or Bantu or Natives.

(3) In subregulation (2)—

“Bantu” shall mean persons classified as Bantu in
terms of the Population Registration Act. 1950 {Act 30
of 1950};

“White persons” shall mean persons classified as White
persons in terms of the Population Registration Act. 1950
(Act 30 of 1950), and shall include persons who in
appearance obviously are White persons or who are nor-
mally accepted as such, but shall not include persons
who, although in appearance obviously are White per-
sons, are normally accepted as Coloured persons as
defined in this subregulation;

“Burghers” shall mean members of the Rehoboth
Community referred to in Proclamation 28 of 1923 of the
Administrator of the Territory of South-West Africa;

““Coloured persons” shall mean persons classified as
members of the Cape Coloured, Malay, Griqua or the
Other Coloured Group in terms of the Population Regis-
tration Act, 1950 (Act 30 of 1950). and shall include
persons who would probably be so classified if the pro-
visions of the said Act were applicable to them; and

to such pension, grant such pensioner or any other person
on behalf of such pensioner an attendant’s allowance
not exceeding R48 per annum.

{2} An attendant’s allowance under subregulation (1)
shall be granted from the first day of the two-month
period in which application is made therefor.

Payment of Pensions and Allowances

17. Pensions and attendant’s allowances granted under
these regulations shall be paid every second month in
arrear by the Secretary or any person designated by him
at such times and places as the Secretary may determine.

18. (1) Subject to the provisions of subregulation (2),
every pensioner shall take receipt in person of the pen-
sion and allowance payable to him and furnish a receipt
under his signature or mark in respect of the amount so
received.

19. If at any time any pensioner is being maintained at
Government expense Or receives treatment in a leper
institution, 2 mental institution, an institution for the feeble-
minded, a prison or other State or State-aided institution,
no pension or allowance shali be payable to him from
the first day of the month immediately following the
month in which he is admitted to such State or State-
aided institution up to the last day of the month immedi-
ately before the month in which he is discharged from
such institution.

Conversion of Certain Pensions or Grants into a Blind
Person’s Pension

20. (1) If any person in receipt of a pension under
the Aged Persons Act, 1967, or any grant under the
Disability Grants Act, 1968, qualifies for a blind person’s

(2) If application is made for the increase of a pension
and the Secretary is satisfied that such pension should
be increased, he may increase such pension in conior-
mity with the provisions of regulation 14 with effect
from the first day of the two-month period in which
such application is made.

Appeal to the Minister

23. (1) Any applicant or a pensioner who in ferms of
section 13 of the Act appeals against any decision or
action by the Secretary shall give notice of such appeal
to the Secretary, in writing, within a period of 90 days
of the date of such decision or such action.

(2) Such notice shall fully state the grounds of appeal
against such decision or action.

(3) The Secretary shall submit such notice and all the
documents to which it relates, together with such comments
as he may wish to make, to the Minister.

GRANTS IN RESPECT OF NAMAS

Under section 15 of the Disability Granis Act, 1968
(Act 27 of 1968), 1. Jan Jurie Loots, Minister of Coloured
Affairs, hereby make, with effect from 1 January 1972,
the following regulations in respect of Mamas resident in
the Territory of South-West Africa.

REGULATIONS
Application of Regulations

1. (1) These regulations shall apply to Namas resident
in the Territory of South-West Africa.

normaliy accepted as Coloured persons as defined in this
subregulation;

- “Burghers” shall mean members of the Rehoboth Com-
munity referred to in Proclamation 28 of 1923 of the
Administrator of the Territory of South-West Africa;

“Coloured persons” shall mean persons classified as
members of the Cape Coloured, Malay, Griqua or the
Other Coloured Group in terms of the Population Regis-
tration Act, 1950 (Act 30 of 1950), and shall include per-
sons who would probably be so classified if the provisions
of the said Act were applicable to them; and

“Watives” shall mean perscns as defined in section 25
of the Native Administration Proclamation, 1928 (Proc-

PENSIONS IN RESPECT OF BURGHERS

Under section 20 of the Aged Persons Act, 1967 (Act
81 of 1967), I, Jan Jurie Loots, Minister of Rehoboth
Affairs, hereby make, with effect from 1 January 1972,
the following regulations in respect of Burghers resident
in the Territory of South-West Africa.

REGULATIONS
 Application of Regulations
1. (1) These regulations shall apply to Burghers resi-
dent in the Territory of South-West Africa,

Regisiration of Blind Persons

3. An application for registration as a blind person
in terms of section 3 of the Act shall be submiited to
the Secretary on the proper form and shali be accom-
panied by a certificate by a medical practitioner to the
effect that the applicant is blind.

Criteria of Blindness

4. In determining whether an applicant is blind for
the purposes of registration under section 3 of the Act—

by means of the test known as Snellen’s test with focus
properly corrected and, in case of doubt. by further
tests including testing by the ophthalmoscope and of
reflex actions; i

(b) carry out all tests to determine the applicant’s
visual acuity in light of not less than 10 foot-candles;

(¢c) determine the best direct vision obtainable with
each eye separately as well as with both eyes together
according to the tests referred to in subregulation (1)
(a): '

(2) an applicant shall be deemed to be blind—

(a) if his acuity of vision is so restricted that he
is unable io perform work for which eyesight is essen-
tial;

(b) if his acuity of vision is below 3/60/Snellen;

Application for a Pension

REGULATIONS RELATING TO DISABILITY
- GRANTS IN RESPECT OF BURGHERS

Under section 15 of the Disability Grants Act, 1968
(Act 27 of 1968), I, Jan Jurie Loots, Minister of
Rechoboth Affairs, hereby make, with effect from 1
January 1972, the following regulations in respect of
Burghers resident in the Territory of South-West Africa.

' REGULATIONS
Application of Regulations

1. (1} These regulations shall apply to Burghers resi-
dent in the Territory of South-West Africa. ' :
