DESIGN AND WEARING OF THE ORDER

The State President has in terms of section 136 (3) of
the Defence Act, 1957 (Act 44 of 1957), made the
following regulations concerning the grant, annulment and
restoration of the order of merit the Order of the Star
of South Africa, instituted by his Warrant of 30 June
1575.

Award of the Order to a prisoner of war or missing person

1. If the Order is awarded to a person who is a prisoper
of war or is missing, such award shall not be announced
until the person concerned has ceased to be a prisoner of

war or to be missing, The date of the award shail be

mentioned in such announcement.

Annulment and restoration of the Order

2. (1) The State President may, in terms of rule 4 (b)
of the Rules, annul an award made in terms of this
Warrant and the Rules if the recipient has been—

(a) convicted of treason, sedition, mutiny or any
similar offence; or

(b) sentenced to imprisonment without the option of
a fine for a period of not less than six months or to
cashiering, dismissal or discharge with ignominy from
any part of the South African Defence Force.

(2) The recipient concerned shall on annulment of the
award surrender the Order to an officer designated for
the purpose by the Chief of the South African Defence
Force. '

(3) The State President may, in terms of rule 4 (c) of
the Rules, restore the annulled Order if the recipient is in
every way deserving and worthy of such restoration.

Issue of Order

(3) A holder of the Order Class 2 shall surrender such
Order to an officer designated for the purpose by the Chief
of the South African Defence Force, if the Order Class 1
is awarded to him.

(2) The recipient concerned shall on the annulment
of the award, surrender the medal or clasp to an officer

(3) The State President may, in terms of rule 6 (c)
of the Rules, restore the annulled medal or clasp if the
recipient is in every way deserving and worthy of such
restoration.

Issue of medal, dasp and ribbons
