‘RULES REGULATING THE CONDUCT OF THE PRO-
CEEDINGS OF THE TRANSVAAL PROVINCIAL DIVI-
SION AND THE WITWATERSRAND LOCAL DIVI-
SION OF THE SUPREME COURT OF SOUTH AFRICA

The Judge President of the Transvaal Provincial Division
of the Supreme Court of South Africa has, in terms of
section 43 (2) (b) of the Supreme Court Act, 1959 (Act 59
of 1959), amended the rules regulating the conduct of the
proceedings of the Transvaal Provincial Division and the
Witwatersrand Local Division of the Supreme Court of
South Africa, published under Government Notice R. 153
of 1 May 1902, as amended, as follows:

1. The deletion of rule 6.

2. The deletion of rule 7 and its replacement by the fol-
lowing rule:

7. (1) In rule 50 (1) of the rules regulating the conduct
of proceedings in the several provincial and local divisions
of the' Supreme Court of South Africa, the period of six
weeks is extended to 14 weeks in respect of the Transvaal
Provincial Division and of the Witwatersrand Local Divi-
sion.

- (2) In rule 50 (4) of the rules regulating the conduct of
proceedings in the several provincial and local divisions of
the Supreme Court of South Africa, the period of four
weeks 1s extended to 12 weeks and the period of six weeks
is extended to 14 weeks in respect of the Transvaal Provin-
cial Division and of the Witwatersrand Local Division.

(3) Where in rule 50 (7) of the rules regulating the con-
duct of proceedings in the several provincial and local divi-
sions of the Supreme Court of South Africa it is stipulated
that two copies of the record shall be filed with the registrar
no less than 14 days prior to the date assigned for the hear-.
ing of the appeal, and two copies of the record shall be
served upon the other party, it is stipulated-in respect of the

- Transvaal Provincial Division and of the Witwatersrand
Local Division that—

(a) the two copies of the record to be filed with the
. registrar shall be filed simultaneously with the applica-
tion for a date of hearing in accordance with the provi-
sions of rule 50 (4), as adjusted in respect of the
Transvaal Provincial Division and of the Witwatersrand
Local Division: Provided that the registrar may accept an
application for a date of hearing of an appeal without the
necessary copies of the record if—

(i) the application is accompanied by a written
agreement between the parties to the effect that copies of
the récord may be filed late; or

~ (d) if the party that requested a date for the hearing of

an appeal neglects or omits to file or deliver the above-
mentioned copies of the record within two months of the
application for a date of hearing for the appeal having
been accepted by the registrar in terms of the proviso to
rule 7 (3) (a), the other party may approach the court for
an order to the effect that the appeal has lapsed.

(4) The aﬁepellant shall not later than 14 days before the
hearing of the appeal deliver a concise and succinct state-
ment of the main points (without elaboration thereon) which
he intends to argue on appeal.
