21. The following special rules must be observed by all, with- 
out the Commission thereby surrendering or prejudicing any of

27. For the exercise of discipline and the maintenance of 
order in the event.of a breach of the regulations or insubordina- 
tion towards. the superintendent, the Local Board of Control shall 
have the right to resort to any one of the following remedies :—. 

(a) Personal reprimand. 
(6) Personal warning. - 

(c) Removal from the colony. In the event of the superin- 
tendent not being in agreement with the Board of Control 
the matter shall be referred to the Commissjon. 

I, the undersigned, 
pledge myself faithfully to comply with these and any other 
regulations which may from time to time be determined by the 
Commission, with the approval of the Government, and in_ the 
event of my being guilty of misconduct or a breach of any of 
the regulations, I pledge myself to accept the finding of ‘the 
Board of Control or Commission as final in every case without 
recourse to a court ‘of law.
