tration issued under the Native Relief Ordinance, No. 28 of
1902, or such natives as are employed in service and are
lodged on-the premises of their employer, or such natives as
reside in compounds established and maintained -with the
approval in writing of the Council, shall be required to reside
in a location, as from the ist August, 10lg, and after this
date every mnative hereby required to live in a location who
shall be found residing elsewhere within the jurisdiction of
the Council shall be guilty of a breach of these regulations.”’
