(i) The value of indentured apprenticeship lies in securing

. to the apprentice a specialized training in some distinctive

branch of trade.

{ii} A large proportion of businesses is organized as general
stores, and can only give apprentices a superficial training.

(iii) Another large proportion of businesses are so small and
loosely organized that it would not be in the interests of
young persons to be bound to them for a specified period.

{iv) The Board desired to discourage the employment of boys
before they had attained the age of sixteen years, or until
they had passed the sixth standard.

(h) Assisting in any Tearoom or Restaurant.

(i) In regard to this occupation the representatives of
employers who appeared before the Board stated that only
three months’ experience was necessary to render assistants
as efficient as they ever would become.

(ii) The evidence also indicated that any minimum wage fixed
would become the maximum wage paid.

{¢) Tailoring. }
The evidence put before the Board showed that as carried on
in Durban this cccupation falls into three divisions:—

() The Manufacture of Men's Made-to-Measure Garments and
Ladies’ Tailor-mades.—Both European and Indian tailors
are engaged in this occupation, the former working on the
picce-work system. European tailors are understood to
recognize the principle of apprenticeship, but in practice it
“appeats that female assistants, called tailoresses, take the
place of apprentices,

No evidence was put before the Board as to the practice
of Indian tailors. _ ;

(ii) The Manitfacture of *“ Slops,” Oweralls, and Ready-made
Mew's Clothing wunder Factery Conditions.—The evidence
put before the Board did not show that the prospects of
employees in this occupation were such as to render the
apprenticeship system desirable.

- (1) Repairing Second-hand Garments for the native trade for

which no apprenticeship 1s necessary.
(d) Dressmaking and Millinery.

These occupations are 1n the hands of twoe classes of

employers—

{1} firms established on a permanent footing and so organized

that the apprenticeship system might be made advantageous
to both emplovers and emplovees;

(11) firms of an ephemeral nature whose principals would not
accept the responsibilities imposed by contracts of
indenture and could not give a systematic training to
apprentices. s

(e} Typewriting and Clerical Wark.

In these occupations technical training and specialized
commercial education take the place of apprenticeship, and when
combined with experience, are generally regarded as of greater
value,
occupations are engaged in offices where only one or two clerks
are employed and where it would not be beneficial to apply an

apprenticeship system, even if the employers would accept the

responsibilities involved.
(f) Young Persans and Women.

In view of the foregoing considerations, the Board decided
that for the present it could not serve any useful purpose by
putting forward scales of wages for apprentices and improvers.
It confined its deliberations to young persons and women. These
two classes . comprise all the employvees within its terms of
reference. In the opinion of the Board these classes most need
the bhenefits the Act was intended to confer. :

7. The scales of wages which the Board has fixed for young
persons and women (including apprentices and improvers, if any)
~in the occupations referred to it were published under Notice No.
701 in the Union Gowvernment Gazetle dated the igth September,
1919. They are based on the conclusion that £12. ros. per month
is the lowest amount upon which any person can live respectably
in this area. Figures and particulars of the actual expenditure
of a large number of self-supporting girls and women in the
various occupations concerned were obtained and provided the
hasis-of the Board’s estimates.

8. In the opinion of the Board, beginners in the occupations
dealt with should be regarded as unindentured apprentices or
learners, and Wages Boards should be authorized to exercise in
respect of them all the powers Chapter 1I enables them to
exercise in respect of apprentices and improvers.

9. The Board decided that the scales of wages fixed by the
Board should come into operation as from the 1st October, 1910.

10. The Board considered the report of the Johanneshurg
Wages Board, published in Governmeni Gazeite Notice No. 5871,
of the 1gth August, 1919, and particularly its conclusions regard-
ing the powers of Wages Boards in respect of voung persons
and women who do not come within the definitions of
“apprentice” or “improver” embodied in the Act; but this
Board does not accept the opinion of the Johannesburg Wages
Board as final. By section mine (2) Wages Boards are empowered
to fix minimum rates of wages pavable to women and young
persons. To interpret this to mean that a minimum must be
fixed irrespective of age, knowledge, and experience would reduce
