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PROCLAMATION 
By His. EXcCELLENcY TH HIGH COMMISSIONER. 

Whereas it is expedient to make provision for the. award -of 
gratuities in the case of natives holding permanent employment 
under the Swaziland Government; . 

Now therefore under and by virtue of the powers authorities 
and jurisdiction conferred upon and committed to me under the 
Swaziland Order-in-Council 1903:as amended. by the Swaziland 
_Order-in-Council 1906 and the Swaziland Order-in-Counci! 19009, 

I do hereby declare. proclaim and make known as follows :— 
1, In the case of any native holding permanent employment 

undet the Swaziland Government, the High Commiss‘oner may 
award _ 

{a) on retirement from the service after not ess than ten years’ 
continuous good service a gratuity calculated at the rate 
of one half-month’s pay for every year of. service not 
exceeding thirty. years in all; or 

(6) on retirement or discharge from the service in consequence — 
of any injury or disease received or contracted-in the actual 
discharge cf his duty and. without his own default such 
special gratuity as the High Commissioner may deem 
reasonable; or . 

(c} in the event of his death a gratuity to his widow, minor 
children, or parents not exceeding an amount calculated 
at the rate of one half-month’s pay for every year of service 
not exceeding thirty years in all. 

2. In the computation of gratuities awarded under this Procla- 
mation, the provisions of sections eleven, twelve, and nineteen | 
of Proclamation No. 9 of 1908 as amended shall apply. 

3. Service in Swaziland in the South African Constabulary 
shall be deemed for the purposes of this Proclamation to be service 
in the permanent employment of the Swaziland Government. 

4. This Proclamation shall have force and take effect from the 
date of its publication in the Gazette.
