CHAPTER I. 
  

Name anv Constiturion. 
1. The name of the University shall be ‘‘ The University of the 

Witwatersrand, Johannesburg,” and its seat shall be at Johannes- 
burg in the Province of the Transvaal. 

2. The University shall consist of a Chancellor, a Vice 
Chancellor, an officer who shall be styled the Principal of the 
University and who'shall also be eligible for appointment as Vice- 
Chancellor of the University, a Council, a Senate, a Convocation, 
and the professors, lecturers, other teachers, and students of 
faculties and departments of the University. 

CHAPTER II. 
  

  

CHANCELLOR, Vicr-CHANCELLOR, AND Prinorpan. 
3. The Chancellor shall be the head of the University, and 

shall, in the name of the University, confer al! degrees. 
4. The Chancellor shall hold office during his life or until his 

resignation. 
5. Save as is provided in the case of the first appointment, the 

Chancellor shall be elected by the members of Convocation in the 
manner prescribed in Chapter V of this Statute. . 

6. The Vice-Chancellor shall be elected by the Council from

CHAPTER IV. . 
  

_ Tse SENATE. 

35.: There shall be a Senate for the University consisting of : — 
(a) The Principal of the University, ex officio, who shall be 

Chairman ; 
(b) the Vice-Chancellor ; oe 
(c) two additional members of the Council, chosen by it in 

‘manner and for a period prescribed by the Statutes ; 
(d) the professors of the University ; 
(e) such lecturers of the University as are appointed to the 

charge of any independent departments as defined by the 
Council on the recommendation of the Senate. 

386. A member of the Senate shall vacate office if he cease to 
possess the qualification in virtue of which he was appointed. 

87. Subject to the provisions of the Act, and in addition to all 
other powers and duties laid down therein or in the statutes or 
joint statutes, as the case may he, the Senate shall be 
empowered : — 

(a) to appoint three of its members to be members of the 
Council; , 

(b) to superintend and control the discipline and instruction of 
' the several departments, lectures, and classes of the Uni- 

versity in accordance with such regulations as may be 
framed by the Senate for the purpose, and approved by 

‘¢he Council, in terms of sub-section (2) of section eight of 
the Act; . 

(c) to determine, subject to the approval of the Council, the 
conditions necessary for the obtaining of degrees, diplomas, 
or certificates, and to decide what persons have satisfied 
the said conditions; 

(d) to superintend and control all examinations held by the 
University in accordance with such regulations as may be 
framed by the Senate for the purpose and approved by the 
Council ; , 

(e) to make recommendations to the Council as to what 
“examiners shall be appointed for the University examina- 
tions; : ‘ , 

(f) te make recommendations to the Council as to what depart- 
ments there shall be in each of the several faculties of the 
University ; 

g) to make recommendations to the Council as to what depart- 
ments shall be defined by it as independent departments, 
lecturers appointed to the charge of which shall be members 
of the Senate; 

(h) to make recommendations to, the Council as to what holders 
of professorships and lecturships shall be members in each of 
the several faculties of the University; and to appoint | 
annually the Dean of each Faulty; 
to resolve, in conjunction with the Council, upon what 
persons degrees honoris causa shall be conferred by the Uni- 
versity on the grounds of distinguished services rendered in 

South Africa in the advancement of, arts, science, juris- 
‘prudence, or other branches of !earning, or on any other 
grounds approved by the Council and Senate; : 

(j) to frame regulations, subject to the approval of the Council, 
and in accordance with the respective deeds of gift, as to 
the conditions for the award and tenure of any scholarship 
or other prize at the disposal of the University; to submit 
recommendations to the Council as io the persons to whom 
such scholarships and prizes shall be awarded from time 
to time; and to certify to the Council, from time to time, 
as to the holder’s continued compliance with the conditions 
of tenure. 

88. Save as is provided in the case of the first appointments, 
the members of the Council to be appoinied by the Senate shall be 
elected by ballot at an ordinary meeting of the Senate held in 
the month of May, and shall hold office for the period of one year 
from the first day of June following; provided that no persons 
shall be so appointed unless he has been nominated for the office 
by two members of the Senate by letter addressed to the Secretary 
of Senate at least two days before notice of the meeting is required 
to be given. . 

39. If any member of the Council appointed by the Senate 
vacates office before the expiration of his period of office, the 
Senate shall, at its next ordinary meeting, appoint a successor, 
who shall hold office for the unexpired portion of such period. 

40. At least two months before the expiration of the period 
of office of any member of the Council appointed by the Senate, 
the Secretary of Council shall notify that fact to the Secretary of 
Senate, which body shall appoint from amongst its own members a 
succesor to fill the vacancy; provided that a member retiring by 
effluxion of time’may be reappointed. / 

41. The times at which ordinary meetings shall be held shall be 
decided annually by the Senate, provided that there shall be at 
least four ordinary meetings in each term of the academic year. 

42, A special meeting may be called by the: Chairman at his 
own instance at any time, and shall be called by him at the 
request in writing of at least one-third of the members of the 
Senate, the object of the meeting being stated in the requisition. 
No other business than that of which nctice has been so given 
shall be transacted at such meeting, except by leave of the meeting. 

48, Unless it shall be determined by the Council, after consulta- 
tion with the Senate, that the Secretary of Couzcil shall also act 
as Secretary of Senate, the Senate shall elect a Secretary of 
Senate from its own members at its last ordinary meeting in the 
first term of alternate years, commencing with the first such 
meeting after the appointed day. Such Secretary of Senate shall 
hold office for two years as from the first day of July immediately 
following his election, unless during that time he dies, or resigns, 
or ceases to be a member of the Senate, and shall be eligible for 
reappointment; provided that if the Secretary of Senate vacates 
office before the expiration of the period for which he was 
appointed, a successor shall be appointed at the following meeting 
of the Senate to hold office for the unexpired portion of such 
period.

44. The quorum and procedure of the Senate shall. be as 
follows’: — . : : 

- (a) One-third of the total membership of the Senate shali form 
a quorum, save that during such period as the University 
is\in vacation, five members shall form a quorum.

(c) Notices of subjects for consideration shall be in writing, and 
must be lodged with the Secretary of Senate at least two 
days before that on which he is required to give notice of the 
meéeting; provided that matters of urgency may be brought 
forward at any meeting without previous notice, subject to 

-. the consent of the majority of members present, 

(d) If the Chairman is absent from any meeting, the members 
present at such meeting shall appoint one of their number 
to preside thereat. . 

(e) The first act of each ordinary meeting, after being 
constituted, shall be to read and to confirm by the signature 

- of the Chairman of the meeting the minutes of the last 
preceding ordinary meeting, and of any special meetings 
held subsequently thereto. All objections to the form and 
manner in which the minutes have -been taken must be 

. raised and decided before such confirmation. It shall, how- 
ever, be competent for the meeting to consider the minutes 
ag read; provided a copy thereof has been previously for- 
warded to every member. : / . 

(f) No member may, without special leave of the meeting, speak 
more than once to any motion, or to any amendment thereon, 
but the mover of any motion, or any amendment, shall have 
the right to reply. It shall, however, be open to any member 
to move that the subject under discussion be dealt with in 
committee, and, if seconded, such motion shall be put with- 

- out further discussion. . 
“ (g) All voting questions shall be decided by the majority of votes 
-*"" of the members present and voting, except as otherwise 

provided by statute. On every question the Chairman of the 
meeting shall have a vote, and, in the case of an equality in 
the number of votes, the question shall be decided by the 
casting vote ‘of the Chairman. ‘ 

(h) The number of members voting for or against any proposi- 
tion shall be entered in the minutes if so decided by the 
meeting. Upon the request of any member, the Chairman 
shall direct that a record of the vote of such member shall 

_ likewise be entered. 
(i) Every motion, or proposed amendment, shall require to be 

seconded, and shall, if so directed by ihe Chairman, be in 
writing; and no motion may be withdrawn, except by 

: permission of the meeting. 

~-@) The ruling of the Chairman on any question of order or 
‘ “procedure shall be binding, unless immediately challenged 

by a member, in which case it shall be submitted, without 
discussion, to the meeting, whose decision shall be final. 

(k) No motion to make, amend, or rescind any regulation affect- 
ing the superintendence and. control of the discipline and 
instruction of the several departments, lectures, and classes 

. of the University, shall be brought forward without notice, 
and such motion shall require to be confirmed, unless carried 
by a three-fourths majority of those present, such majority 
to consist of not less than half the total number of members 
of the Senate. Any such motion shall require for confirma- 
tion to be adopted at the next succeeding ordinary meeting 
by. a majority of the votes of the members present and 

' voting. : 
45. There shall be Committees of the Senate, termed Boards 

of Faculties. Each Board of a Faculty shall consist of the 
Principal, ex officio, the heads of the Departments in that Faculty, 
and such other persons as may be appointed ‘to the Board from 
time to time by the Council, on the recommendation of the Senate. 
The Dean of the Faculty shall be, ex officio, Chairman of the 
Board of such Faculty; provided that any meeting at which he is 
not present may appoint some other member of the Board to be 
Chairman for that meeting. 

46. The Boards of Faculties shall ordinarily meet at such times 
as shall be appointed by the Senate, provided that a special meet- 
ing of any Board may be called by the Chairman at his own 
instance, or upon the request in writing of at least one-third of 
the members of the Board. The times and places of special 
meetings shall be as determined by the Chairman in consultation 
with the Chairman ‘of the Senate. At all meetings one-third of 
the members of the Board shall form a quorum. 

47. Bach Board shall make recommendations to the Senate upon 
the syllabuses, courses of study, and examinations so far as they 
affect the departments of its Faculty, and upon such other 
matters as the Senate may from time to time refer to it. It shall 
also report to the Senate the names of the persons who shall have 
satisfied the conditions prescribed for degrees, diplomas, or 
certificates in the Faculty. . .

49. The Senate may appoint Standing or Special Committees 
to deal with any matters which may come within the province of 
Senate.

The Senate shall furnish the Council with an annual report 
including lists of all persons, who have passed the examinations of 
the University, and with such other reports as may be required.

ConvocaTION. 

51. Convocation of the University shall consist of— 

(a) all persons who 

(i) became graduates of the University of South Africa or 
of the University of the Cape of Good Hope by examina- 
tions while they were students of the University College, 
Johannesburg, or the South African School of Mines 
and Technology ; ,

(d) all persons who, under the provisions of section fourteen 
of the Act, are admitted to membership of Convocation of 
the University incorporated under the Act: 

(e) all persons who have become members of the Convocation 
of the University of South Africa in any one of the follow- 
ing ways— ; 

(i) by having been admitted to the ad ewndem degree of the 

University of the Cape of Good Hope and, haying not 
thereafter elected to become members of Convocation 
of the University of Capetown or of the University of 
Stellenbosch under the provisions of any act relating 
to such University ; 

(ii) by having been admitted by the University of South 
Africa to the status in the University equivalent to 
that which they possess in some other University in 
virtue of being graduates thereof; 

(ii) by having become graduates of the University of South 
. Africa. as external students; 
and who, within six months after the commencement of this 
Act, signify in writing, addressed to the Secretary of the 
University College, Johannesburg, that they desire to be 

-members of the Convocation of the University ; 

¢) all holders of diplomas to whom degrees have been granted 
in terms of sub-section (4) of section thirteen of the Act. 

52. Subject to the provisions of the Act, and in addition to all 
other powers and duties laid down therein, Convecation shall be 

empowered 
(a) to elect the Chancellor ; 
(b) to elect two members of the Council; 
(c) to discuss and state its opinion upon any matters relating 

to the. University, including any matter which may be 
referred to it by the Council. . — 

58. The Secretary of Council shall act as Secretary of Convoca- 
tion and shall keep the roll thereof, and it shall be the duty of 
every member to register his name and address with the Secretary 
and to notify him from time to time of any change of address. 
The roll shall be conclusive evidence that any person whose name 
appears therein at the time of claiming to vote as a member of 
Convocation is entitled so to vote, and that any person whose 
name does not appear therein is not so entitled. 

54. There shall be a President of Convocation who shall, save 
as is provided in the case of the first appointment, be appointed 
by Convocation from amongst its own members.at an annual meet- 
ing, and shall hold office from the close of the meeting at which 
he is appointed until the close of the second annual meeting there- 
after. ‘In the case of the death or resignation of ‘a President, a 
successor shall be appointed at the next meeting of Convocation 
to fill the office for the unexpired period. 

55. The President shall occupy the chair at all meetings of 
Convocation, but, in his absence, the members present shall appoint 
from amongst themyelves a chairman for that meeting. 

. 66. There shall be an annual meeting of Convocation held at 
the seat of the University. 

_ 87. A special meeting of Convocation may be called by the 
President at his own instance, and shall be called by him or, 
failing him, by the Secretary, upon a written requisition signed. 
by at least fifteen members and stating in the form of specific 
motions the subjects proposed to be considered thereat. 

58. Notice of every meeting of Convocation, with a statement 
of the business to be brought before the meeting, shall be sent to 
each member at least fourteen days before tne day appointed for 
holding such meeting. ‘ 

59. The quorum and the procedure of Convocation shall be as 
follows : —~ . : 

{a) Twenty members shall form a quorum. 
(b) The first act of each meeting, after its constitution by the 

reading of the notice calling such meeeting, shall be to read 
and to confirm by the signature of. the Chairman of the 

‘ meeting the minutes of the last preceding ordinary meeting 
‘and of any special meetings held subsequently thereto, All 
objections as to, the form and manner in which the minutes 
have been taken muSt be raised and decided before such 

confirmation. 
(ce) No member may, without special leave of the meeting, speak 

more than once to any motion, or to any amendment thereon, . 
but the mover of any motion o1 any amendnment shall have 
the right to reply. 

(d) All questions shall be decided by the majority of votes of - 
the members present and voting. On every question the 
Chairman shall have a vote, and in the case of an equality 
in the number of votes, the question shall be decided by 
the casting vote of the Chairman. _ | 

(e) The number of members voting for or against any _proposi- 
tion shall be entered in the minutes if so decided by the’. 
meeting. Upon the request of any member, the Chairman 
shall direct that a record of the yote of such member shall 

‘likewise be entered. 

(f) Every motion, or proposed amendment, shall require to be 
seconded, and shall, if so directed by the. Chairman, be in 
writing, and no motion may he withdrawn except by per- 
mission of. the meeting, 

(g) The Chairman may allow any matter of which due notice 
has not been given to be discussed and action to be taken 
on it, provided it be an unopposed motion.

Instructions.—The voter shall put a cross (x) against the name 
of every candidate for whom he wishes to record his vote, no other 
alteration of the voting paper being permitted.

67. No professor, lecturer, or other teacher shall-be dismissed 
from his office unless the consent of the Minister has been first . 
obtained, previded that before it applies to the Minister for his

‘the Council shall inform such professor, lecturer, or other teacher 
of its intention so to apply. For the purposes of this section, 
dismissal shall include termination of contract after due notice. 

68. There shall be a Secretary of Council and such other 
administrative officers as the Council may from time to time 
determine, subject to the provisions of section twenty-five_of the 
Aet. The dtities of officers shall be as determined by the Council, 
subject to the provisions of the Statutes and Joint Statutes. 

During the absence of the Secretary of the Council, his powers 
and duties may be exercised by such person as the Chairman of 
Council may appoint. 

69. No test whatever of religious belief shall be imposed on 
any persou as a condition of his becoming or continuing to be a 
professor, lecturer, or teacher of the University, or af his holding 
any office or emolument or exercising any privilege therein, nor 
shall any preference be given to or advantage be withheld from

70. Any officer of the teaching or administrative staffs of the

CHAPTER VIII. 
  

REGISTRATION or Marricunatep STUDENTS. 

72. Every person shall be entitled to become registered as a 
matriculated student of the University who has either 

(a) obtained the matriculation certificate of the Joint Matricu- 
lation Board, or satisfied the conditions of exemption from 
the matriculation examination prescribed by that Board 
and obtained the Board’s certificate to that effect; or, 

(b) obtained the matriculation certificate of the University of 
the Cape of Good Hope, or been exempted from the matricu- 
lation examination by that University; or, 

(c) passed or been exempted from the Senior Certificate 
Examination of the University of the Cape of Good Hope, 
prior to the appointed day, under the conditions qualifying 
for admission to the B.Sc. examination of that University. 

‘73. Every person, registered as a matriculated student shall 
upon such registration enter his name on the roll of students, 
and pay such fee as may be prescribed by regulation.

Civin IMPRISONMENT. 

60. (1) Whenever it appears either that a judgment has 
remained unsatisfied for seven clear days or, from the admission in 
writing or in open court of any judgment debtor or by the return 
of the messenger to any process of execution, that such judgment: 
debtor has not sufficient property liable to be attached in execution 
to satisfy the judgment debt and costs, the judgment creditor may 
take out a summons calling upon the judgment debtor to show 
cause why a decree of civil imprisonment should not be made 
against him. . . . 

(2) Such summons may be taken out either in the court wherein 
the original judgment was given or in the court of any district 
wherein the judgment debtor is for the time being residing, carry- 
ing on business or employed. 

(8Y Where it appears from the return of such summons that 
service was effected elsewhere than within the district of the court 
from which such summons was’ issued, the proceedings shall, unless 
the judgment debtor appears, be stayed until the court is satisfied 
that the judgment debtor has been paid or tendered the sum which 
would have been payable to him if he had been subpoenaed as a 
witness. ° : 

61. The court may, upon the return of the summons and ~ 
whether the judgment debtor appears or not, make a decree of 
civil imprisonment against such judgment debtor and authorize the 

  

issue of a warrant for his arrest and detention in any gaol named - | 
in such warrant: Provided that— 

(1) the court may at any time suspend the execution of or 
altogether discharge any such decree or warrant upon such 
terms as may appear to the court to be fair and reasonable; 

(2) no such decree shall be pronounced and no such warrant 
shall be issued if the judgment debtor prove to the satisfac- 

' tion of the court that he has no means of satisfying the 
judgment debt, either wholly or in part and either out of 
present means or out of future earnings or income, unless 
it appears that the judgment debtor either— 
(a) has wilfully made away with any property in order to 

defeat or delay payment of the judgment debt; or 
(b) is able to earn sufficient to satisfy the judgment debt by 

instalments or otherwise to settle the same, but in order 
to defeat or delay payment of the judgment debt wilfully 
refuses to do so; 

(ec) is squandering his money‘ or is apparently living beyond 
his means; . 

(3) in computing the degree to which the debtor can satisfy 
such debt the court shall take iuto consideration the condi- 
tions under which he obtains his income and the amount of 
his necessary expenses and those of the persons dependent 
on him. 

62. When, on the hearing of a summons for civil imprisonment, 
‘the judgment debtor satisfies the court that he has property capable 
-of being attached in execution by the messenger and sufficient to 
satisfy the judgment debt and costs, the court shall either dismiss 
the summons or adjourn the further hearing thereof until the said 
property has been sold in execution. 

68. The period of civil imprisonment shall be decided by the 
court, but shall not in any case exceed three months, and, where 
‘the judgment debt and costs, so far. as the same are unsatisfied, 
amount to less than five pounds, shall not exceed fourteen days.

65. The keeper of any prison or gaol thereto authorized b 

warrant or order shall receive into his custody and detain in such 

gaol, the judgment debtor named in such warrant or order in 

-accordance with the tenor of such warrant and the provisions of 

‘Chapter III of the Prisons and Reformatories Act, 1911; but, 

notwithstanding the provisions of section fourteen of that, Act, -it 

shall be sufficient for him to keep the certified copy of the warrant 

or order of civil.imprisonment, and it shall not be unecessary for 

bim to keep the warrant or order itself throughout the period 

during which the judgment debtor is in his custody.

Costs. 

69. (1) The stamps, fees, costs, and charges in connection with 

any civil proceedings in magistrates courts and the Native Appeal 

Court shall, as between party and party, be payable in accordance

- (2). As between attorney and client, the same scales shall apply; 

but the clerk of the court may in his discretion (subject to the 

review herein after mentioned) allow, at rates based: so far as may 
be upon such scales, additional costs and charges -for services 
reasonably performed by the attorney at the request of the client 
for which no remuneration is prescribed as between party and 
party. . . 

(8) Payment of costs awarded by the court (otherwise than by 
‘w judgment in default of the defendant’s appearance to defend or 
on the defendant’s consent to judgment before the time for such 
appearance has expired) may not be enforced until they have been 
taxed by the clerk of the court. 

(4) Any person who is liable to pay or who is sued for costs 
of any proceedings in a court otherwise than under an ‘award 

by the court or under a special agreement may require that those 
costs shall be taxed by the clerk of the court as between attorney 
and client; and thereupon any action for the recovery of those costs 
shall be stayed pending the taxation. - 

The costs of and incident to such a taxation shall be borne, if

. 70. Taxation by the clerk of the court shall be subject to review

ale No appeal shall lie from the decision of a Court if, before 
the hearing -is commenced, the parties lodge with the Court. an 
agreement in writing that the decision of the Court shall be -final.

87. Whenever a court imposes upon any person convicted of 
an oifence any such punishment as in the last preceding section 
mentioned, the clerk of the court shall transmit to the registrar 
of the court of appeal, not later than one week next after the 
determination of tne case, ihe record of the proceedings in the 
case together with such remarks, if any, as the presiding judicial 
otticer may desire to append thereto, and with any written state- 
ments or arguments which the accused may within three days 
after the sentence supply to the Clerk of the court, and such 
fegistrar shall, with ail convenient speed, lay the same_ before 
one of the judges of the court of appeal in chambers, for his con- 
sidération. , 

88. (1) li, upon considering the proceedings in the last pre- 
ceding section mentioned and any further information or evidence 
which may, by the direction of the judge, be supplied or taken 
by the magistrate’s court, it appears to the judge that they arc 
in accordance with justice, he shall endorse his certificate to that 
effect upon the record thereof; and the said record shall then, by 
the registrar aforesaid, be returncd to the court from which the 
same was transmitted.
