Whereas under the Coinage Act, ‘1870, it is lawful for Us,. with 

the advice of Our Privy Couticil, from time to time by proclamation 

to direct the establishment of any branch of the Mint in any 

British Possession, and to impose a charge for the coinage of gold 

thereat, and determine the application of such charge, the extent to 

which the branch Mint is to be deemed part of the Mint, and the 

extent to- which coins issued therefrom are to be current and to be 

a legal tender and to be deemed to be issued from the Mint;. 

And whereas by virtue of the said Coinage Act, 1870, as 

amended by the Coinage Act, 1891, and of _a proclamation made 

under those Acts on the twenty-third day of January, one thousand 

nine hundred and eleven, it is lawful for Us, by and with the 

advice of Our Privy Council, from time to time by proclamation to 

regulate in the Union of South Africa any matters relative to the 

coinage and the Mint within the then present Prerogative of the 

Crown which are not provided for by the Coinage Act, 1870; 

And whereas the Government of the Union of-South Africa (in 

this Proclamation referred to as ‘‘ the Union ’’) has applied for 

the establishment of a branch of the Mint at Pretoria in the Pro- ~ 

vince of the Transvaal, and provision has been made by the Parlia- 

ment of the Union for an annual grant of forty thousand pounds 
to defray the expenses of the branch Mint; 

We, therefore, in pursuance of the said Acts and’ the said 

proclamation made thereunder, and of ali other powers enabling 

Us in that behalf, do hereby, with the advice of Our Privy Council, 
proclaim, direct and ordain as follows : — 

1. A branch of the Mint (in this Proclamation referred to as 
‘the Pretoria Branch Mint’) shall be established at or near 
Pretoria on such site as the Governor-General-in-Council may 
approve. . . ‘ 

2. Gold coins of the same denominations, designs, weight, and 
fineness as’gold coins coined at the Mint may be coined at the 
Pretoria Branch Mint, and any gold coins so coined (in this Pro- 
clamation referred to as ‘‘ sterling gold coins’’) shall be subject 
to the allowance of the same remedy ‘as gold coins coined at the 
Mint. - 

8. The Master of the Mint shall prepare and transmit such dies 
as may be required for the sterling gold coins to be coined at the 
Pretoria Branch Mint. oO 

4. The sterling gold coins coined in pursuance of this Proclama- 
tion at the Pretoria Branch Mint shall be deemed to have been 
issued from, the Mint, and shall be current and a legal tender in 
like manner and to-like extent as if they had been coined and 
issued in England. 

5. (1) If any person brings to the Pretoria Branch Mint any 
' gold bullion and requires the Deputy-Master of the Bran¢h Mint 

to assay coin into sterling gold coins, and deliver out to him the 
same, the Deputy-Master shall comply with the requisition on pay- 
ment for every ounce troy of gold of standard fineness of a charge 
of three halfpence where the amount brought at any one time does 
not exceed five hundred ounces, and of a.penny in any other case: ° 

Provided that— 

(a) where the gold bullion so wrought is such that it cannot be 
brought to the standard fineness of the coin to be coined 
thereout without refining the whole or some portion of it, the 
Deputy-Master shall demand for assaying and refining the 
same such additional. charge as the Governor-General-in- 
Council may from time to time fix, and until such charge is 
paid to him may refuse to receive, assay, or coin that bullion;

(a) The Deputy-Master of the Branch Mint shall comply with 
all directions which he may receive from the Master of the 
Mint, whether as regards the returns to be made’ or the 
delivery of coin for public use, or the transmission of 

‘specimen sterling gold coins to England, and otherwise; ‘and 
(b) the said specimen sterling gold coins shall be subject to 

trial of the pyx under section twelve of the Coinage ‘Act, 
1870, so, however, that they shall be examined separately 
from the’ coins coined. in England.or at any Branch Mint 
other than the Pretoria Branch Mint; and 

(c) The Deputy-Master of the Branch’ Mint and other officers 
and persons for..the purpose of carrying on the business of

7. Nothing in this Proclamation shall be taken to prevent the 
coining at the Pretoria Branch Mint of any coins of whatever 
metal which the Minister of Finance of the Union has power under 
or by virtue of any Act of the Union for the time being in force 
to be caused .to be made and issued for circulation in the Union, 
or of any other coins of whatever metal which the Governor-.

Provided that— 
(a) coins, other than sterling gold coins, coined at the Pretoria 

Branch Mint shall not, for the purposes of the Coinage Act,

. Dominions, be deemed to be coins made at, or issued from, 
the Mint, or to be coins coined under the direction of the

REGULATIONS FOR APPLICATION IN. THE 

KAALPLAATS LABOUR DISTRICT. 
  

1. Every native obtaining employment as a- native labourer 
within the labour district shall within three days of obtaining such 
employment be registered on a passport in the form set out in 
Annexure A, and any native labourer employed at the date of the 
coming into operation of these regulations in the labour district 
shall be registered in like manner within fifteen days from such 
date. . 

2. Every native labourer under contract of service shall be 
registered on a passport to the person by whom he is employed, 
and every native labourer working on his own behalf shall be so 
registered to the registering officer. The registering officer shall 
have the discretion to refuse registration for any reason appearing 
to him sufficient, provided that he shall forthwith report all the 
circumstances of the case to the magistrate, who may order the 
registration to be effected or refuse such registration as he may 
think fit. 

_ 8. Every passport shall be retained by the employer, who shall 
be responsible for its safe keeping as long as the native labourer 
in respect of whom it is issued remains in his service, and on: his 
discharge or on the termination of the contract shall hand it to 
the native labourer duly signed and dated in ink.. 

4. At the time of the issue of every such passport .as referred 
to in section 1 hereof, there shall be obtained in addition a 
monthly pass in the form Annexure B, which shall be available 
only until the last day of the month in which it is issued, and 
shall be renewed monthly within six days of its expiration. There 
shall be payable by the native labourer in respect of whom it is 
issued for every such monthly pass a fee of ls.. provided that in 

_ the case of any native labourer entering employment or commen-

IMMUNIZATION OF MULES AND HORSES, WITH 

INSURANCE. 
  

His Excellency the Governor-General has been pleased, under 

section twenty-three of the Diseases of Stock Act (No. 14 of 1911), 

to approve of the subjoined regulations : — 

The insurance of mules and horses against death while under- 

going treatment for immunization against horse-sickness by the 

veterinary officers of the Government, or such duly qualified 

veterinary surgeons as‘ may be specially authorized thereto by the 

Priticipal Veteriniry Surgeon, will be undsrtaken by the Depart- 

riént of Agriculture on the following conditions as from the Ist 

January, 1923 :— . L 

(a) Insurance will be effected on the basis of the valuation of 

the animal by the officer performing the inoculation at the 

time of effecting insurance or on such lesser amount as may 

be determined by the owner, with a minimum of £5 per 

mule and $10 per horse and a maximum of £80 in each 

case. 

(b) The premium shall be paid at the time of effecting insurance 

and shall be at the rate of 5 per cent. upon the sum insured 

in the case of mules and 10 per cent..in the case of horses. 

(c) In the event of the animal dying from horse-sickness as a 

result of ineculation the gum imsured shall be payable only 

when death takes place between the 9th and 30th days from 

the date of the first inoculation. 

(d) In the case of an animal dying at any time after inoculation 

from causes other than horse-sickness, but directly attribut- 

able to the inoculation, the payment of compensation may be 

made on the recommendation of the veterinary surgeon under- 

taking the inoculation, if supported by he Director of 

Veterinary Education and Research. 

(e) Payment of compensation under (@) and (b) will be subject 

to a certificate by the Government Veterinary Officer or 

other duly atithorized veterinary surgeon that the conditions 

imposed have been complied with. 

(f) Any mule or horse may at the discretion of the Government 

Veterinary Officer or other duly authorized veterinary 

surgeon be tested with mallein before being inoculated 

against horse-sickness. .
