The superintendent
or matron shall supervise and control the cccupants of the depot
under his charge; preservé law and order therein; and ‘may in ghe
exercise of his duty-arrest without warrant any native committing
any of the offences déscribed in section thirty-ome of these regu-
lations. ; :

shall produce to the superintendent or matron proof that he
reported to the registering officer. -

81l. Every native who has been registered as an inmate of a
reception depot shall be guilty of an offence if he— .
