\]VHERE{&S there is an institution for higher education

in arts and secience at Potchefstroom in the Province
of the Transvaal, which existed from the year 1869 to the
end of March, 1919, as the arts and science department of the
institution known as “De Theologiese School van de Gerefor-
meerde Kerk wvan Zuid-Afrika,” founded and maintained
by the curators of the said church, and which on the first day

.of April, 1919, became a separate institution under the name

of “Het Potchefstroom Universiteitskollege voor Christelik
Hoger Onderwijs,” controlled by its own council and sub-
sidized by the said curators and the Government.

Anp WHEREAS by the Potchefstroom University College
(Private) Act, 1921, the said institution was incorporated
under the name " The Potchefstroom University College
and was raised to a college capable of being proclaimed a
constituent college of the University of South Africa, and
provision was made for the control and management of the
affairs of the said institution, the conduct of its business and
other mattera incidental thereto :

AxDp WHEREAS by Proclamation No. 102 of 1921, published
in the Gazette of the fifteenth day of July, 1921, the said insti-
tution was added to the Second Schedule of the University
of South Africa Act, 1916, and proclaimed & constituent
college of the University of South Africa :

AND WHEREAS since its establishment the said institution
has borne and still bears a christian character, and the said
institution was established and maintained until the thirty-

BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, the
Senate and the House of Assembly of the Union of South

University in the Union at which such a faculty has
been established, such member to be appointed by
the Senate of the University concerned upon nominz-
tion by the majority of the members of the said faculty;

Provided that after the expiration of the term of office of
the first members of the Veterinary Board, no person shall
be a member of that Board unless he is registered as a veteri-
narian under this Act.

2. The members of the Veterinary Board shall hold office
during a period of three years but on the expiration of their
period of office they shall be eligible for re-appointment:

Provided that every person so summoned shall be
entitled to the same witness fees and travelling
. facilities or allowances (to be defrayed from public
funds) and to all the privileges to which a witness
subpoenaed to give evidence before a Provincial
Division of the Supreme Court is entitled.

(d) Every witness who attends before the Veterinary
Board and refuses to answer, or to answer fully and
satisfactorily to the best of his knowledge and belief
any question lawfully put to him shall be guilty of an
offence and liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding
twenty-five pounds.

{e) If at any enquiry under this section any witness who
hng been sworn or who has made an affirmation or
declaration in lien of an oath gives false evidence
which is material to any matter forming the subject
of such enquiry knowing it to be false, he shall be
deemed to be guilty of perjury.

(3) Every enquiry held under this section shall be conduct‘.ed
in accordance with regulations made by the Governor-General
regarding—

(@) the manner in which complaints or charges brought
against a registered vetermnarian shall be lodged ;

(&) the method o? summoning an accused person and the
penalties for failure or refusal on the part of any such
person to attend when summoned or for refusing to
give evidence or for obstructing or inten‘upt‘.ing the
proceedings ;

(c) any other matter incidental to the holding of such
enquiry.

(4) The Veterinary Board may, with the approval of the
Minister, appoint a legal assessor to be present at any enquiry
under this section to advise on matters of law, procedure or
evidence.

(5) On the recommendation of the Veterinary Board the
Minister may terminate any suspension under sub-section (1)
before the expiry of the specificd period, or restore to the
register any name which has been erased therefrom.

16. No person shall be entitled to recover any charge inany
courb of law for any veterinary advice or attendance unless he
is registered under this Aet as a veterinarian or under the Medi-
cal, Dental and Pharmacy Act, 1928, as a medical practitioner.

17. (1) Any person not reglstered under this Act as a
veterinarian who pretends, or by any means whatsoever
holds himself out to be a veterinarian (whether or not pur-
porting to be so registered) or uses the name of veterinarian
Or veterinary surgeon or any name, title, description or symbol
indicating or caloulated to lead persons to infer that he possesses
a degree, diploma or other qualification as a veterinarian or
veterinary surgeon or in veberinary science or that he is regis-
tered as a veterinarian under this Act, shall be guilty of an
offence and Jiable on conviction to a fine not exceeding fifty
pounds.

(2) In any prosecution of any person under sub-section (1)
the accused shall be presumed not to be registered as a veteri-
narian under this Act until he is proved to be so registered.
