A. Section fwo of the said Proclamation, as amended by

Introduction of Cattle, Asses, Sheep or Goals.

Whereas by sub-section (3) of section fifteen of the Customs
Tariff and Excise Duties Amendment Act, 1925 (Act Mo, 36 of
1925), as amended by section fen of the Exports Subsidies
Act, 1931 (Act No. 49 of 1981), it is provided that whenever
after investigation and report by the Board of Trade and
Industries the Minister is satisfied that the exchange value of
the currency of the country of origin or export of goods
imported into the Union is depreciated in relation to Union
currency and is of opinion that by reason of such depreciation
goods of a class or kind produced in the Union are being
imported into the Union at prices which are detrimental to an
industry in the Union and is further of opinion that it
would be in the public interest to impose, in respect of such

oods, a dumping duty, the Minister shall from time to time
