SPECIAL REGULATIONS FOR INDIGENOUS FORESTS
IN DIVISIONS OF  GEORGE, EKNYSNA AND
HUMANSDORP (PART).

REcisTRATION OF WOODCUTTERS.

1. For the purpose of fulfilling the requirements of section
fourteen of the Act, the Minister will recognize as bona fide
woodcutters all persons whose names remain on the lists of
wegistered woodcutters compiled for 1917, as subsequently
revised, and whose names will appear on the lists as annually
revised by a board appointed by him for this purpose for the
Districts of George, Knysna and part of Humansdoerp afore-
sald, in accordance with the following regulations.

2. (1) Such board shall consist of at least five, and not
more than seven members, including the Magistrate of
Knysna as chairman, ex officio, and shall hold office for two
years and be eligible for reappointment. The quorum of
‘the board shall be three, and the chairman shall have a
-casting as well as a deliberative vote. The decisions of the
board shall be final. Where there is conflict of opinion a
vote shall be taken and the decision of the majority shall be
:adopted.

(2) The members of the hoard will receive no remuneration,
‘but will he paid reasonable subsistence and travelling allow-
-ances. ’

3. The board shall sit as often as may be necessary during
‘the months of November and December of each year to revise
the lists of bona fide woodcutters.

4. (1) In revising the lists the board shall remove from
+them the names—

(a) of any persons deceased, or who have permanently left
the aforesaid distriets; or who are in receipt of old
age pensions; .

{h) of all persons who have not felled trees allotted to them
or who, in the opinion of the board have mot worked
such timber to the extent considered necessary to qualify
them as bona fide woodcutters;

(¢) of all persons who, in the opinion of the board, have
sufficient other means of livelihood to make them
independent of obtaining timber in the Crown Forests.

5. The mame of any woodcutter shall not be removed
#rom the lists without the woodcutter personally being given
an opportunity of being heard by or representing his case
“to the board.

6. Any bona fide woodcutter who shall be convieted of any
-offence under the Forest Act, No. 16 of 1913, or amendment
thereof, or who i1s found guilty of the contravention of any
regulation framed thereunder, or in respect of any Crown
Forest is convicted of theft of forest produce therein or of
-contravention of the provisions of Act No. 18 of 1859 (Cape)
«or of section seventeen of Act No. 27 of 1882 (Cape) shall, upon
‘the facts being brought to the notice of the hoard, have his
sname suspended from the list of bona fide woodcutters for
‘such period as the board may consider fit, or have his name
-struck off permanently thereirom, provided that any hona
fide woodcutter convicted a second time of any offence as
abhove detailed shall have his name struck off the 'lists
“permanently.

7. In connection with any proceedings of the board it may
-at its diseretion require any evidence given before it to be
-given under oath.

8. The board shall add no further names to the lists, nor
replace ‘the names of any persons struck off therefrom.

9. The Department shall be under no. obligation to supply
-any person who has been registered as a bona fide woodcutter
with trees or timber, provided that all trees or timber disposed
«of from the indigenous forests in the aforesaid divisions shall
be offered for selection in terms of the provisions of section
fourteen of the Act and section 18 (¢) of the Regulations
promulgated in Government Notice No. 16 of 2nd January,
1914, except that cultivated trees, firewood, fence-poles, spars,
wattles and droppers may be sold to any person.

10. (1) The Minister shall from time to time determine the
quantity of timber in cubic feet to be allotted annually per
