BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty,
the Senate and the House of Assembly of the Union of
South Africa, as follows :—

1. Section four of the Housing Act, 1920, is hereby amended

by the addition at the end thereof of the following new sub-
sectipn — '

“(4) The administrator may, in his discretion, refuse
to accept payment from a local authority of any instalment
of an advance before the date on which that instalment
falls due, except on such conditions as he may preseribe
as to the application by the local suthority of the amount
which in the opinion of the administrator is saved by the
local authority on interest on that instalment in respeot:
of the period from the date of payment to the date on
which the instalment falls due—

() in the case of an advance used for the construction of
dwellings under section five, to the reduction of rentals
of dwellings let or to the reduction of interest on the
outstanding purchase price of dwellings sold ; or

(b) in the case of an advance used for making housing
loans under section six, to the reduction of interest
on those housing loans.”

To apply a sum of money not exceeding twenty-nine
million nine hundred and eighty-six thousand two
hundred and s'xty-one pounds from the Railway
and Harbour Fund for the service of the railways
and harbours for the year ending the thirty-first
day of March, 1935.

'BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty,
' the Senate and the House of Assembly of the Union of
South Afriea, as follows :(— :

1. The Railway and Harbour Fund is hereby charged with
such sums of money as may be required for the service of the
railways and harbours of the Union for the year ended the
thirty-first day of Mareh, 1935, not exeeeding in the whole
for revenue services, the sum of twenty-seven million four
hundred and ninety-eight thousand six hundred and thirty-
seven pounds and, for capital and betterment services, two
million four hundred and eighty-seven thousand six hundred

~and twenty-four pounds.

2, The moneys appropriasted by this Act for revenue services
ghall be applied to the purposes set forth in the First Schedule
to this Act snd more particularly specified in the estimates
of expenditure [U.G. 11—-1934] as approved by Parliament,
and for capital and betterment services to the purposes set
forth in the Second Schedule to this Act and more particularly
specified in the estimates of expenditure [U.G. 12—1934]
as approved by Parliament, but no portion of the sum of
five hundred and eighty-two thousand pounds contributed
from the Betterment Fund specified in the Third Schedule
shall be utilized for expenditure except for the purposes falling
under heads numbered 2 to 8 inclusive in the said Second

Schedule.

3. With the approval of the Minister of Railways and
Harbours a saving on any of the heads set out in the First
and Second Schedules may be made available for any excess
of expenditure on any other head in the same Schedule:
Provided that no excess shall be incurred on any sum appearing
in column 2 of either of the said Schedules nor shall savings
thereon be available for any purpose other than that for
which the money is hereby appropriated as indicated in those
Schedules : Provided further that the amount appearing in
column 3 of the Becond Schedule may be made available for
any services falling under heads numbered 2 to 7 inclusive in
that Schedule. ;

4. In the case of the service falling under Head No. 1 of the
Second Schedule, the total expenditure on any line under
construction shall not exceed the amount prescribed by law
as the maximum amount which may be expended thereon.

5. Anything to the contrary nobwithstanding in any law
authorizing the construction, equipment or purchase of any
line mentioned in column 1 of the Fourth Schedule to this
Act the amount mentioned in column 2 of that Schednle
opposite the name of any such line (being the amount prescribed
by law as the maximum sum to be expended on that line)
shall be increased to the sum set out in'column 3 opposite
such name,

8. It shall be lawful to devote to the services appearing
in the Second Schedule to this Act the sum of four hundred
and fifty thousand pounds, being part of moneys previously
voted for working capital and now available in consequence
of reduction of. stores stocks.

To apply a sum not exceeding forty-eight million
six hundred and fifty-five thousand three
hundred and sixty-three pounds towards the
service of the Union, for the financial year
ending on the thirty-first day of March, 1935.

BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty,
the Senate and the House of Assembly of the Union of
South Africa, as follows :— ;

1. The Exchequer Account of the Union is hereby charged
with such sums of money as may be required for the service
of the Union for the financial year ending on the thirty-first
day of March, 1935, not exceeding in the aggregate the sum
of thirty-four million six hundred and twenty-nine thousand
three hundred and sixty-three pounds on revenue account
as shown in column 1 of the Firat Schedule hereto.

2. The Exchequer Account of the Union is further charged
with such sums of money as may be required for the service
of the Union for the fingncial year ending on the thirty-first
day of March, 1935, not exceeding in the aggregate the sum
of fourteen million and twenty-six thousand pounds on loan
account as shown in column 1 of the Second Schedule hereto.

8. The money appropriated by this Act shall be applied to
the services detailed in the Schedules hereto, and more par-
ticularly specified in the Estimates of Expenditure from
Revenue Funds [U.G. 1—1934 and U.G. 28—1934], and in the
Estimates of Expenditure from Loan Funds [U.G. 24—1934]; as
approved by Parliament, and to no other purpose: Provided that
