The Committee shall have
the right to require that cattle be inoculated against con-
tagious diseases and to order the removal from the communal
grazing avea of such animals as have not been inoculated
as required.

5. The carvcass of any animal which has died on the com-
munal grazing avea shall immediately be burnt or be removed
by the owner or buried by him at a depth of not less than
six feet on a site which shall be pointed out by the Committee.
Should the owner fail to carry out this obligation the destruc-
tion of the carcass shall be effected by the Committee at the
cost of the owner.

6. Every lessee shall be liable to pay a tax of 15s. per
annum for the purppse of enabling the Committee to carry
out the functions and duties prescribed by these regulations.
Lessees may be exempted by the Committee in whole or in
part from payment of this tax if, after notice from the
Committee, they furnish labour for a period of twelve days in
cach calendar year for the purpose, if necessary, of making
firebreaks, the eradication of noxious weeds and vermin (in-
cluding rodents), the repair and erection of fencing, gates,
buildings and roads and in urgent cases of flood or veld-fire.

The communal grazing avea shall be divided into wards,
and each ward shall be represented by a member ot the
Committee. Such representative shall be responsible for the
necessary supervision of his ward.

7. All animals, the property of the lessees, grazing on the
communal grazing area shall have an ear-tag which shall hear
a number to be registered with the Committee and any animal
not hearing a registered ear-tag shall be impounded.

8. The Committee shall have the right to plant grass,
shrubs, trees, ete,, on the communal grazing area, and to
take the necessary steps for the maintenance and protection
thereof,

9. The lessees shall not be permitted, so far as the grazing
area is concerned—

() to cut, remove or burn grass, bush or timber;

(1) to remove any soil, sand or stones;

(¢) to manufacture bricks or blast stomes on the said area;
() to plough or otherwise disturb the surface thereof;

{(¢) to plant any erop or trees thereon;

(/) to construet or make use of any roads thereon except
such as are now in use,

10. The lessees shall not Le allowed to reside on the com-
munal grazing avea.

11. The Committee shall have the right to build, maintain
and keep in repair dipping tanks, buildings, fencing, roads,
bridges and other improvements on the communal grazing
areu.

12. The Committee may regulate the dipping of stock. The
fee for dipping large stock shall be 1d. (one penny) per head.

13. The shooting, trapping or destruction in any manner
of game or birds on the communal grazing area is strictly
prohibited.

14, The Committee shall have the right to appoint so many
overseers and employees as may be necessary for the carrying
out of these rules.

15. For the proper preservation of the grazing on the
communal grazing avea, the Committee may in its discretion
from time to time direct that certain portions of the area
shall, for auy period specified by it, be closed to grazing, and
any lessee grazing stock on any portion of the communal
grazing area which has heen closed to grazing hy the Com-
mittee, shall he liable to the penalty provided for in clause 20
of these rules,

16. Every lessee shall be responsible for the cleaning of the
canals on hiz own holding except those canals which are used
jointly for the cleaning of which the lessees concerned shall
be jointly liable,

17. No lessee shall have the right to graze stock on the
roads.

18. Any lessee who damages any fence on the communal
grazing area or leaves open any gate in such fence shall he
liable to the penalty provided for in clause 20 of these rules.

19, Every lessce will be required to construct proper sub-
sidiary furrows on his holding to take the overflow of water
on his holding in order to prevent his overflow water from
damaging any neighhouring holding.

20, Any person not complying with any of the foregoing
rules shall, on convietion, be Liable to a penalty of £5 or
fourteen days’ imprisonment for the first offence, and for any
further offence a fine not exceeding £10, or in default of
payment thirty days’ imprisonment.

Natal and Zululand.—The position in Natal anl Zululand
where anti-malaria control is exercised is extremely satis-
factory, practically no new infections at all being recorded
and very few relapse cases.

This applies to the whole of the Province except the
endemic area of Zululand where summer malaria conditions
are as usual, and the risk is serious.

Transvaal.—Generally the position is unchanged. The
slight showers during the past week were evenly distributel,
but owing to the drcm%[ht conditions these will have little
or no effect on the breeding of A. gambiae.

In the bushveld areas owing to little breeding of A.
gambiae the incidence of malaria remains low, except along
the river regions, where new infections are occurring.

Malaria i the lowveld is intense, where A. gambige and
A. funestus are breeding extensively., The residents of these
areas are urged, in their own interests, to adopt measures
against the adult mosquito, and, where possible, anti-larval
measures as recommended by the Department.
