During the first eleven months of the financial year the normal expansion of the Bank’s activities could be maintained and the profit 
earned in that period exceeded the figure of the preceding year. 

. The war has had no serious repercussions on the ‘Bank’s development and the activity of the South African business remains quite

In the exceptional circumstances under which the Bank has to operate in war time, it has been considered advisable to strengthen still 
further the liquidity of the South African portion of our business by converting into Sterling and South African currency a substantial portion 
of the Bank’s capital funds previously held in Guilders. 

The satisfactory result of the Bank’s operations made it possible to acquire a number of properties on which to erect new premises of which 
the building for our Germiston branch (see cover) has since been completed, while plans for modern premises at Pietersburg and Bethlehem have 
been taken in hand. , 

. The Special Reserve Fund created against assets of this nature in previous years has been further increased by an amount of £.191,013,62 
(£25,639. 8s. 3d.) allocated from the profit for the year 1938/39, and now stands at £.700.000 (£93,959. 14s. 8d.). eo 

After providing for bad and doubtful debts, interest, etc., the accounts show a net profit of £.863,884,63 (£115,057. 18s. 4d.). Contrary 

to the practice followed in former years this amount is arrived at after.deduction of taxes other than dividend tax. To this amount has to be 

added the profit of f.19.651,13 (at the rate of £.7.45 per S.A. £ = £2,637. 14s, 9d.) brought forward from last year, making a total of £.883.535,76
