15. The accidental omission to give any such notice to any 

of the stockholders, or the non-receipt gf such notice by any 
stockholder, shall not invalidate any resolution passed at any 
such meeting. * 

Procerpincs at GENERAL MretIncs. 

16. The business of an ordinary general mecting-shall be 
to receive and consider the balance-sheet and accounts and 
the reports of the Board and auditors, the election of stock- 
holders’ representatives and the appointment of auditors in 
the place of those retiring, the transaction of any other 
business to be transacted at an ordinary general meeting, 
and any business which is brought under ‘consideration by 
the reports laid before such meeting. 

17. The Governor of the Bank as Chairman of the Board,- 
or in his absence the Deputy-Governor, shall take the chair 
at every general meeting of the Bank. Tf neither of such 
officers .be present at a meeting within ten minutes after 
the time appointed for holding such mecting, the stockholders 
present shall choose another director as chairman -of such 
mecting. ‘ 

18. Every question submitted to a general meeting shall be 
decided by a show of hands unless a poll is demanded by one 
or more s.ockholders present holding or representing by 
proxy, or entitled to vote in respect of, at least one-tenth - 
part of the capital represented ‘at the meeting. 

In the case of an equality of votes the chairman shall, 
both on a show of hands and at a poll, have a casting vote 
in addition to the vote or votes to which he may be entitled 
as a stockholder.
