“The giving out by employers or the performance by em- 
ployees of piece-work is prohibited. 

6. Payment or WackES AND OVERTIME. 

(1) Wages and all other remuneration shall be paid in 
cash weekly, on the Iriday or Saturday of each, week or on 
termination of employmént, if this takes place before the 
ordinary pay day of the employee. 

(2) No deduction of any kind, other than the following 
may be made from the wages and overtime due to an em-. 
ployee : — 

(a2) When an employee is absent from work, a pro rata 
amount for the period of such absence. 

(b) With the written consent of the cmployce deductions 
for holiday; sick, insurance or pension funds, or for contri- 
butions to the funds of the trade union. 

(c) Levies in terms of section 14 of this Agreement. 
(d) Any amount paid by an employer compelled by any 

law, ordinance or legal process to make payment on Rehalf 
of an employee. 

(ec) Where an employee agrees to accept board and/or 
lodging from his employer—a deduction not exceeding the 
amount specified in sub-section (4). 

(3) Differential Rates—An employee who is engaged in 
more than one occupation in any one day shall receive tke 
rate of wage laid down for the most highly paid of the 
occupation in which he is employed during such day.
