{c) a persen, firm or company has acted
fraudulently or in bad faith or in any other
unsatisfactory manner in the execution of
any contract with the Government, any

or has in the conduct of his/its business
failed to observe any statutory requirement

(d) a person, firm or company has withdrawn his -
or its tender after the advertised date and
hour; or

(e) a person, firm or company, when notified that

IV. No livestock, without supervision, may be
allowed on any of the roads which are under the
supervision of the Board of Management.

XI. No person shall allow any dangerous or

_ undesirable animal belonging to him or under his

control to be on the commonage. Any animal

from the commonage by the owner or person under
whose control it is, immediately on receipt of a notice
in writing from the Board of Management.

The Director of Imports and Exports announces for
general information that The Department of Customs and
Excise has brought to his notice that Importers or their
Agents frequently request the Collectors of Customs and
Excise at the various ports to advise other ports by
telegram or minute of particulars in respect of perm:ts
produced to them, to enable clearance of goods landed at
such other ports to be effected.

This practice has' assumed such proportions that tae
Department of Customs and Excise, having had to divert
staf from their normal duties to handle sucn requests,
now finds that it can no longer assist in this direction and
it has been decided that with effect from the 15th July,
1950, assistance of this kind on the part of the Custors
and Excise Department will cecase.

In the circumstances and in order to avoid unnecessary

-delays and expense, all importers are enjoined, in their owa

interest, to make use of the arrangements made by the
Directorate of Imports and Exports with The S.A. Reserve
Bank, whereby the various branches of the Reserve Bank
are authorised to issue separate permits in those caszs
where importers for various reasons required permits to
be split. A similar authority was extended to the two
commercial, banks in Lourenco Marques; ie. Barclays
Bank (D.C. & O.) and The Standard Bank of S.A. Ltd.

Branches of the S.A. Reserve Bank are located at the
following centres: Johannesburg, ~Pretoria, Durban,
Pietermaritzburg, Cape Town, Port Elizabeth, East
London and Blosmfontein.
