MALARIA. 

Natal and Zululand-—The prevailing hot and humid 

weather conditions favour the breeding of malaria vectors. 

Very few cases of malaria have so far been reported, but 

with the approaching peak period of infectivity, camping 

and fishing parties in Northern Zululand, in their own 

interest, must observe the precautions recommended by 

this Department, particularly in areas where organised 

control measures are not in operation. 

Transvaal.—-Drought conditions continue. There is no 

change in the malaria position in Transvaal since the 

publication of the last bulletin. No fresh cases of malaria 
have been reported. , 

The public is however again warned that the months 

of March and April are the most dangerous months for 

malaria transmission. During the Easter holidays, holiday 

makers, including fishermen, often camp out in malaria 

areas without any protection against malaria mosquitos. 

The main purpose of this bulletin is to warn such people 

that they may contract malaria and that they should take 

precautions against the malaria mosquito. 

Precautionary Measures against Malaria. 

The public benefit greatly by the Malaria Control 

Measures taken by the State. These measures are shortly: 

(a) D.D.T. or B.H.C. spraying, free of charge, of all 
native dwellings on European farms, native-owned 
farms and in native reserves. 

(&) D.D.T. or/and B.H.C. spraying of European 
dwelling houses against payment. 

(c) Larvicidal control is carried out where deemed 
necessary by the Department. , : 

The following complementary precautionary measures 
should be instituted by inhabitants of malaria areas ;— 

(a) Daily spraying of ali living quarters with a reliable 
pyrethrin based insecticide such as Pyagra or Gen- 
kem Pyrethrum Concentrate. 

(5) All gauze should be periodically examined and 
kept in a good state of repair. Gauze doors and 
windows must fit properly. 

- (c) Bed nets should be used as an additional protection 
when sleeping otherwise than in properly gauzed 
quarters. (Campers.) 

(d) Application of citronella oil or D.M.P. (Dimethyl- 
Phthalate) to exposed parts of the body when out 
of doors at night. This is particularly useful for
