RULES OF THE STAFF PENSION FUND /REELS VAN DIE PERSONEEL-PENSIOENFONDS 

NATIONAL PARKS BOARD OF TRUSTEES. 
  

In terms of the provisions of section nineteen-(3) of 
Act No. 56 of 1926 the following rules of the Staff Pension 

Fund of the National Parks Board of Trustees are hereby 
published for general information : — 

1. There shall be established as from the fixed date, The 
Staff Pension Fund of The National Parks Board of Trus- 
tees (bercinafter referred to as the Fund). The office of 
the Fund shall be at New Central Government Buildings,

The Committee appointed under rule 3 shall represent 
the Fund for all purposes, including any legal proceedings 
for or against the Fund.

" “The actuary ” shall mean a Fellow of the Faculty of 
Actuaries or of the Institute of Actuaries appointed 
form time to time by the Committee; 

“ beneficiary ” shall mean any dependant or dependants 
of a member entitled to benefits under the rules; 

“the Board” shall mean the National Parks Board of 
Trustees;

“ employee ” shall mean any European person who shall 
have been appointed to the salaried permanent full 
time .staff.of the Board and shall..have received 
written notice to that effect or any European -person 
who shall have been appointed to probationary full- 
time employment by the.

“ fixed date” shall mean ist January, 1949; 
“member” shall mean any employee who has been
