4.1.2 Procedure—The innersole material is immersed 
in ten times its own weight of water and allowed to soak, 
without agitation, for one hour, when it is removed and 
blotted lightly on the surface to remove superfluous water. 
The wet sample is treated as follows (Figure 2):— 

By means of a jig six pairs of holes are drilled in the 
sample with a No. 52 drill 0-063 in. (jg in.) in diameter. 
Three pairs of holes are drilled along the run of the 
insole material (i.e. in the length of the sample) and three 
pairs across it, the distance between the centres of cach 
pair being #; in. A loop of soft wire (16 gauge galvanized 
binding wire) is threaded through one pair of holes with 
the loop onthe grain of the leather or in the case of a 
backered insole on the leather face. The sample is secured 
periectly flat in a special clamp (see Figure !) in which - 
only a small area of the leather sample immediately 
adjacent and parallel to the pair of holes under test is 
subjected to the actual pull of the wire loop. The clamp 
and the two ends of the wire loop are then attached to 
the jaws of a pendulum-type tensile strength machine, 
“power driven to move at 12 in. per minute. 

4.2 DETERMINATION OF PH. 

4.2.1 Apparatus--A pH meter equipped with a glass 
electrode. ’ 

4.2.2 Procedure——If the leather contains 8 per cent. or 
more grease, the sample is degreased by extraction in a 
soxhlet apparatus with petroleum ether and the solvent 
allowed to evaporate at 25 to 30° C. Five g. of the 
degreased leather is transferred to a flask and 100 ml. 
of distilled water (freshly. boiled and cooled) added. The 
flask is tightly stoppered and the mixture thoroughly 
agitated and allowed to stand for not less than 4 hours 
nor more than 6 hours. The mixture is again thoroughly 
agitated and allowed to settle for 10 minutes. The pH 
is determined by means of the glass electrode on the 
decanted extract at 25+5° C.

(e) Support for Ring and Thermometer—Any con- 
venient method for supporting the ring and thermometer 
may be used (see Figures 4 and 5) provided that it meets | 
the following requirements :— 

The ring shall be supported in a horizontal position.

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“(f) Thermometer —An A.S.T.M. high softening point 
thermometer, graduated in either Centigrade or Fahrenheit 

degrees as specified, having a range of 30 to 200° C. or 
85 to 392° F. and conforming to the requirements for 
thermometer 16C—39 or 16F—39, respectively, as pre- 
scribed in standard specifications for A.S.T.M. thermo- 
meter (A.S.1.M. designation El.of the American Society 
for Testing Materials). :

4.3.2 Preparation of Sample. 

(a) Extract sufficient of the bottom filler with carbon 
tetrachloride in a soxhlet extractor to give not less than 
40 g. of the thermoplastic material after evaporation of 
the solvent. Melt the non-volatile material immediately 
in a clean container, using an oven, hot plate, sand or oil 
bath to prevent local over-heating. Care shall be taken to 
avoid incorporating air bubbles in the sample which shall 
not be heated above the temperature necessary to pour 
the material readily without inclusion of air bubbles. The 
time from the beginning of heating to the pouring of the 
sainple shall not exceed 15 minutes. 

(5) Immediately before filling the rings, preheat them 

to approximately the temperature at which the material 

is to be poured. Rest the rings, while being filled, on a 
brass plate which has been amalgamated or treated with 
a silicone high vacuum grease. The quantity of material 
poured into the rings shall be such that after 40 minutes’ 
cooling at room temperature an excess amount will remain 

which shall then be cut off cleanly with a slightly heated 

spatula. For routine testing this period of time may be 

curtailed according to the characteristics of the material 

_ under test. In case the test is to be repeated, use a clean 
container and fresh sample. _ 

4.3.3 Procedure. 

(a) Assembling Apparatus ——Fill the glass container to 
a depth not less than 9 cm. (3-5 in.) with freshly boiled 
distilled water, having a temperature of not less than 35° C. 
(95° F.). Make provision for centering the ball on the 
upper surface of the sample, either by use of the ball 
guide or by making a slight indentation in the centre of 
the sample. The latter may be done by pressing the 
ball or a rounded rod into the material at this point. In 
the case of hard ma‘erials the rod may be heated. Suspend 
the ring containing the sample and ball guide, if used, 
in the water so that the lower surface of the filled ring 
is 2-5 cm. (1:0 in.) above the bottom of the glass container 
(Figure 4) or 2-5 cm: above the upper surface of the 
lower horizontal plate which is at least 1:3 cm.

(b) Heating —Yo facilitate uniform. heating, place the 
burner midway between the centre and the edge of the 
beaker on a diameter at right angles to the diameter which 
includes the ring or rings and thermometer bulb. Eliminate 
the effects of draughts on uniformity of heating, using 
shields if necessary. Apply the heat in such a manner 
that the temperature of bath is raised 5° C. (9° F.) each 
minute. 

(c) Permissible Variation in Rise of Temperature —The 
tate of rise of temperature shall be uniform and shall not

4.3.5 Precautions. 

(a) The use of freshly boiled distilled water is essential,

Rigid adherence to the prescribed rate 
of. heating is absolutely essential for reproducibility of 
results. 

(b) A thin amalgamated copper plate or a sheet of filter 
paper placed on the bottom of the glass vessel will prevent 

the. material from sticking to the bottom of the glass 

vessel, thereby saving considerable time and trouble in 
cleaning. ( OO oS 

(c) In order to ensure uniform heat distribution at, all 

times throughout the bath, a mechanical stirrer should b 

used. 

43.6 Reproducibility of Results ——With care and proper 

attention to details, duplicate determinations of softening 

point by this method should not differ by more than 

1:0°C. (1-89 F). ,
