As you will remember, by an exchange of Notes in 
April last, the: Union Government agreed to the temporary 
suspension of the margin of preference per pound weight 
on wool, not further advanced than scoured, during the 
‘period from Ist: April, 1951, to 31st March, 1952, inclu- 
sive. 

Under Canadian Order-in-Council P.C. 1410 of March 
21, 1951, the duty of 10 cents per pound under M.F.N. 
tariff and 15! cents under general tariff on “wool not 
further advanced: than scoured, for use in Canadian 
manufacture” until February 29, 1952, was eliminated. 
Today the situation in this connection is more acute than 
it was a year’ ago. 
mately 34 million pounds of wool of which Australia and 
New Zealand supplied some 24 million; South Africa 
1 million and the United States 2-9 million. Although 
exact statistics are not available, importers estimate that 

_ at least 80 per cent of the wool imported from the United 
States was of Australian, New Zealand and South African 
origin and was purchased on the Boston market,

(1) The proclamation of these regulations and the repeal 

of the regulations which were in force immediately prior 

to the proclamation.in no way affect the continuity of the 

leave privileges of officers and employees who were in 

the service immediately prior to the coming into force of 

these regulations and accumulated vacation leave shall 

remain to the credit of such officers and employees and 

their sick leave cycles shall not be disturbed.

are under the direct supervision of ‘an approved 

veterinary surgeon may, at its discretion and with 

the consent of the owner or his agent in charge of 

the carcass, salvage and release to any bona fide 

manufacturer of pharmaceutical products who has 

been approved by the Chief Health Cfficer for the 

manufacture of such products any liver which has 

been condemned only because of Distoma Hepatica 

and the liver of any carcass which has been con- 

demned for measles infestation, bruising without 

gangrene or infection and emaciation which is not 

due to any pathological condition. 

(ii) The livers to be so salvaged and released shail 

be placed in special containers immediately after 

slaughtering and inspection has taken place and 

shall on no account be placed on the floor of 

siaughter houses. 

(iii) All obvious aggregations of parasites in the 

liver shall be cleanly removed and the liver shall 
apparently be normai in other respects. 

(iv) The iocal auiherity. authorising the release of 

the salvaged livers shail ensure that adequate safe- 

guards. are adopted to prevent the livers reaching the 

fresh meat market or in any way constituting danger 

to the public health. 
(v) For the purpose of paragraph (iv) above the 

manufacturer of the pharmaceutical products shall 
provide the local authority with a suitable container 

for the transport of the salvaged livers or portions 
. thereof from the abattoirs to the place cf manufac- 
ture. Such containers shall be capable of being 
securely locked and sealed and one key shall be in 
possession of the local authority or its duly author- 
ised officer and the other in the possession of the 
manufacturer. The salvaged material shall be 
weighed, placed in the container and the. container 
locked and sealed by the authorised officer of the 
locai authority. The container may thereupon be 
handed to the manufacturer or his accredited agent 
‘or despatched to the manufacturer together with an 
invoice stating the nature and weight of the contents 
of the container. The manufacturer shall imme- 
diately on receipt of the container furnish the local 
authority with an acknowledgment stating the nature 
and weight of the material received. The onus for 
ensuring that the salvaged livers are not used in such 
a way as to constitute a danger to the public health 
shall rest on the manufacturer from the time that 
the locked container is handed to him or his acere- 
dited agent.”
