REGULATIONS FOR THE ESTABLISHME'\TT AND

- 'CONTROL OF CEMETERIES FOR TOWNSHIPS
AND RURAL VILLAGES ON LAND OWNED
BY THE SOUTH AFRICAN NATIVE TRUST.

. Under and by virtue of powers vested in me by sub-
section (1) of section twenty-five of the Native Adminis-
tration Act, 1927 (Act No. 38 of 1927), read in conjunc-

tion with section twenty-one of the Native Trust and Land

Act, 1936 (Act No. 18 of 1936). I do hereby declare that
the following regulations shall take effect and have the
force of law in respect of cemeteries provided for any
township proclaimed in terms of Proclamations Nos. 362
of 1948, 23 of 1953 and 98 of 1953.

DEFINITIONS.

1. In these regulatmns unless the comext “otherwise
requires: — ; ;

(i) “Bantu”or “ Bantu person ” has the same meanmg
“as is assigned to the term “ Native ” in the Native
Admlmstratlon Act, 1927, as amended; (i) -
(ii) “ cemetery ” means a cemetery prowded by -the
Trust; (i) g s o
(iii) “ Chief Native Commxss:oner -means the Chief
Native Commissioner of the area in which a town-
ship is situated and includes an Assistant Cmef
Native Commissioner; (iv)

(iv) “grave ” means a grave in the cemetery; (v)

(v) “grave site” shall mean the piece of ground
demarcated for one grave; (vi)

(vi) “ Minister ” means the Minister of Natwe Affairs
‘or any other Minister of State actmg in his stead;

(vii)

(vu) “Native Comnnssmuer ” means the Native Com-

missioner, Additional Native’ Comnnsspnr::r or
Assistant Native Commissioner of the district or
area, as the case may be, appointed in terms of

sub-section (2) of section twe of the Native |:

Admlmstratlon Act, 1927, as amended; (viii)

‘ township ” means a township proclan‘ned in terms
‘of Proclamations Nos. 362 of 1948 and 23 of 1953
and includes a rural village proclaimed in terms
of Proclamation No. 98 of 1953, as amended;

CONFLICT OF LAws.

2. The provisions of this proclamation shall be in sub-
stitution for any laws for the administration and control
of cemeteries and in the event of a conflict of laws the
provisions of this proclamation shall prevail.

" ESTABLISHMENT OF CEMETERIES.

3. (1) The Native Commissioner- shall demarcate a
cemetery site approved by the Chief Native Commissioner
within or in the precincts of a township for the interment
of Bantu persons and shall demarcate therein grave sites
in accordance with a layout plan likewise approved.

(2) Separate areas within the cemetery may be set aside
for the interment of children under the age of twelve
years.

'DIMENSIONS OF GRAVE SITES AND GRAVES.

4. (1) Unless othem'lse determined by the Secretary
for Native Affairs, grave sites shall be not less than three
feet apart, and- shall be not less than seven feet in length
and notfess ‘thanvthree feet in breadth; -provided that

OPENING AND CLOSING OF GRAVES.

5. The Secretary for Native Affairs shall issue instruc-
tions regarding the opening and closing of graves, direct-
ing either that applicants for graves shall themselves be
responsible for the work or that the work be underiaken
at the instance of the Native Commissioner. Different
directions may be given in respect of different cemeteries
and any directions given, may be varied from time to time.

CHARGES FOR GRAVE SITES. -

6. (1) The Secretary for Native Affairs may -'de"tt_ermine_ .

the charge, if any, to be made for grave sites and the
. charge, if any, for the opening and closing of graves.
Different charges may be determined for different
* cemeteries and any determinations so made may be varied
from time to time. '

J (2) “Except as in section nine provided ény- moneys paid
in terms of sub-section (1) shall accrue to the Trust.

_ CONTROL OF BURIALS, GRAVES AND PROPERTY.
7..(1) No interment of any body shall take place in or

in the precincts of a township elsewhere than in the
cemetery and shall not take place without the prior written

permission of the Native Commissioner or his duly
authorised deputy and shall not take place elsewhere than
in the grave site indicated in such permission.

2] In’termen\ts shall only take place between the hours
of sunrise and sunset.

~ (3) Only bodies of persons dying in the township may
be interred in the cemetery; provided that the Native Com-
missioner may. in his- discretion permit the interment of
the bodies of other Bantu persons in the cemetery.

(4) Exceﬁt with the written permission of the Native
Commissioner or his duly authorised deputy not more
than one body shall be buried in any one grave site.

(5) Any tombstone, monument, inscription, decoration,
- rail, fence or other erection of any kind placed on a grave
shall be placed within the limits of the grave site.

(6) No person shall wilfully damage any property
belonging to the Trust, or to any other body referred to

in section mine, or to any other person or conduct himself
in an improper or disorderly manner within a cemetery.

RECORDS TO BE KEPT.

8. The Secretary for Mative Affairs shall determine the
manner, if any, in which graves shall be numbered and
“what records, if any, of persons buried shall be kept in
respect of any cemetery and may vary his determinations

from time to time. Different determinations may be made

“in respect of different cemeteries.

9. The Minister may, subject to such conditions as he
may deem fit, delegate to any body or bodies duly con-
" stituted any or all of the powers vested in and duties
imposed upon Native Commissioners or the Secretary for
Native Affairs in this Proclamation, and may determine
“that any moneys paid in terms of section six shall accrue
to such body or bedies.

OFFENCES,

10. Any person who contravenes any of the provisions
~of this Proclamation or who obstructs the Native Com-
missioner or his deputy in the exercise of his lawful duties
in conmection with the administration and control of a
cemetery shall be guilty of an offence and shall on con-
viction be liable to a fine not exceeding ten pounds and in
default of payment to imprisonment with compulsory
labour for a period not exceeding thirty days. '
