his employee may agree on a longer period of notice, in which

An employer shall supply and maintain in serviceable con-
dition, free of charge, any uniform, overall, washing coat, apros,
cap, boots or other protective clothing which he requires his
employee fo wear or which by any law he is compelled to pro-.
vide for his employee and any such ariicle shall remain the
property of the employer.

11. PROHIBITION OF EMPLOYMENT.

An employer shall not employ any person under the age of
fifteen years.
