CONDITIONS OF ABSTRACTION OF PUBLIC
WATER WITHIN THE GROOT LETABA GOVERN-
MENT WATER CONTROL AREA

By virtue of the powers delegated to me by Government
Notice 908, dated 17 May 1968, I hercby impose the
following restrictions on the use of public water within the
Groot Letaba Government Water Control Area:

1. With effect from 6 p.m. on Friday, 1 May 1970, no |

public water shall be abstracted from any source within
the Groot Letaba Government Water Control Area for
purposes of irrigation or watering gardens. -

2. Public water may be abstracted only for household,
stock-watering, municipal and approved industrial
purposes.

"3, These restrictions shall remain in-force until further
notice, provided that the Groot Letaba Major Irrigation
Board may lift restrictions temporarily in the event of
local rainfall providing sufficient flow in the river to
justify such action.
