Electricity Control Board e Amendment of licences.—Notice is
hereby given that the Electricity Supply Commission has applied to the
Board under section 33 of the Electricity Act, 1958, for the following
amendment to its Natal Central and Natal Southern Licences, 1927,
namely:

Natal Central Licence, 1927.

Natal Southern Licence, 1927.

Delete the First Schedule which is commori to both Licences and substi-
tute the First Schedule marked Annexure A, set out later in this notice.

The Commission states that the reason for the proposed amendment to
the First Schedule is the need to eliminate the high surcharge at present in
force. The amendment will effect adjustment to the tariff charges only.

In clarification of the foregoing, the Commission has indicated that the
present standard tariffs of its Natal Undertaking were introduced in Sep-
tember 1976, with an initial discount of 25 per cent. As a consequene of
subsequent adjustments in terms of section 14 (2) of the Electricity Act,
these tariffs are, with effect from July 1982, subject to a surcharge of 29
per cent. ' :

Escom’s tariff for large power use (Tariff A) includes separate charges
for monthly maximum demand and for energy usage. The ruling general
discount or surcharge applies equaliy to the demand and energy charges,
but the energy charge is subject further to quarterly adjustment to accom-
modate changes in the average coal price paid by Escom. The consequence
is that with inflation over a period of time the effective energy charge
exhibits a greater relative increase than does the effective demand charge.
It follows that the relationship between the effective demand and energy
charges changes with the passage of time, and requires adjustment when
the necessary surcharge has reached a relatively high level.

With the attainment of the aforementioned current surcharge of 29 per
cent, the Natal tariffs have now reached this stage, and their revision can
no longer be delayed. The revision now proposed is confined to re-structur-
ing of the tariff parameters, to restore the balance between the demand and
energy charges.

The amended tariffs will be introduced with a discount of 25 per cent, in
substitution of the existing tariffs, provided there is no change to the
existing surcharge of 29 per cent. Should the existing surcharge be in-
creased, in terms of section 14 (2) of the Electricity Act, there would be a

corresponding change to the initial discount of 25 per cent.

The Commission proposed that the new tariffs as incorporated in the
First Schedule, Annexure A, as set out later in this notice be made applic-
able from the statistical month of January 1983.
