Preamble

WHEREAS the University of the Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, (Private) Act,
1921 (Act No. 15 of 1921), was amended and consolidated by the University of the
Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, (Private) Act, 1959 (Act No. 15 of 1959)
(hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), and the principal Act was amended
by the University of the Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, (Private) Amendment
Act, 1968 (Act No. 32 of 1968), the University of the Witwatersrand,
Johannesburg, (Private) Amendment Act, 1980 (Act No. 37 of 1980), the
Universities Amendment Act, 1983 (Act No. 83 of 1983), the Universities,
National Education Policy and Technikons Amendment Act, 1984 (Act No. 75 of
1984), the Universities Amendment Act (House of Assembly), 1989 (Act No. 64
of 1989), and the University of the Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, (Private)
Amendment Act (House of Assembly), 1991 (Act No. 78 of 1991);

11. (1) The Council may [make statutes or regulations providing for
the establishment of] establish committees of the Council [and for the
appointment by the Council as members of such committees of any
persons, whether they are members of the Council or not] consisting of
such person or persons as it may from time to time consider fit, and
may by resolution of the Council delegate any of its powers and
functions to any such committee or to any member of the staff of the
University: Provided—

(a) that [notwithstanding the provisions of section seven of Act No. 18
of 1946] it shall not delegate to any committee or to any member
of the staff of the University any of the following powers or
functions, namely—

(i) the establishment or disestablishment of faculties, depart-
ments or posts;
